Peace and Goodness! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ,

Introduction to Ordinary Time

We are beginning Ordinary Time in the Catholic
Church. But let's not be confused by the term: it
doesn't mean it's a period of little importance. This
name distinguishes it from the "strong seasons,' that
is, the Easter and Christmas cycles, including their
preparation and extension (Lent and Advent, respect-
tively). It is the oldest period in the organization of
the Christian year, and it also occupies the greater part
of the year: 33 or 34 weeks out of the 52 weeks of the
civil year.

Ordinary Time has two periods: the first begins after
Christmas, following the celebration of the Baptism
of the Lord, and ends before Ash Wednesday. The
second, for its part, begins after the Easter season and
continues until the Saturday before the first Sunday of
Advent. The color that represents this time is green,
which we can see during the Offices and Masses of
this period, including the priest's chasuble. This color
represents the youth of the Church and the resurgence
of new life. Some also associate it with hope.

Reflection on the Second Sunday of Ordinary
Time

On this second Sunday of Ordinary Time, after
Advent and Christmas have concluded, the Church
once again presents us with a passage where John the
Baptist is, apparently, the protagonist. And I say
"apparently" because all his words, as seen in the text,
are to exalt the figure of Jesus, making it clear that he
(John the Baptist) is at most a prophet, distancing
himself from any prominence that does not belong to
him.

He is only the "voice crying in the wilderness," and
Jesus is God, the expected Messiah, "the Lamb of
God who takes away the sin of the world"; and this
last is something that only God can do. The first
reading (Isaiah) presents the role of the Servant, who
is to gather Jacob and Israel—two names that repre-
sent the chosen people—to speak of the entirety of the
nation. To gather, to bring peace, to console... huma-

nity has always needed these values. And today, more
than ever, we need someone like the Servant to bring
that light to this world, which is divided, at war,
hungry, and disoriented.

Since this is a song that describes the vocation of the
"Servant,” there is nothing comparable to the
mission that the Lord entrusts to him: I will make you
a light to the nations, so that "my salvation may reach
to the ends of the earth."

The First Letter fo the Corinthians (Second
Reading) inaugurates the readings for the following
Sundays. Today's passage focuses on the theology of
the sanctification of God's people through Jesus
Christ. It is Christ who takes the initiative, and there-
fore Paul knows that his mission is so important
within the community he has brought into being in his
Lord (Christ). A community that will give him much
to do, but to which he does not deny the title of salva-
tion and sanctification. Paul was a man of strong
personality, even deeply devoted to his apostolate; but
nothing is possible without Christ his Lord, and this
must be made clear from the beginning in everything
he will transmit to us through his writings.

This Sunday's Gospel of John is a transitional passage
that, in a way, echoes the message of last Sunday (the
Baptism of the Lord), perhaps to emphasize even
more strongly the importance of the beginnings of
Jesus' public life (let us remember that the Gospels are
silent about the first 30 years).

John the Baptist uses this striking statement: “the
Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world.”
Is it possible for a lamb to overcome the sin of the
world? Why does John the Baptist greet him in this
way? The Baptist greets him in this manner, recalling
the biblical passage from the Book of Exodus,
chapter 12, verses 11-12, which narrates how the
blood of the lamb, used to paint the doorposts (to
protect them from the death of the firstborn by the
Angel of Death, which ultimately broke the will of the
Pharaoh of Egypt, allowing the people of Israecl to
leave), marked the beginning of the liberation of the
people of Israel, who were enslaved in the land of
Egypt. Jesus is the true Paschal Lamb that was
sacrificed in the temple to commemorate the libera-



tion from Egypt (a Jewish festival that recalled the
exodus from Egypt), but for Christians, it is the
liberation from sin (let us remember that our first
parents, Adam and Eve, disobeyed God, and thus sin
entered the world).

The contrast between John the Baptist and Jesus is as
evident as the difference between dawn and midday,
between shadows and light; between water and the
Spirit. The text clearly shows that John acted through
water baptism for conversion; of Jesus, it is affirmed
that he brings a new, radical baptism in the Spirit, for
the same conversion and for life. One is something
ritualistic and external (the baptism of John the
Baptist); the other is interior and profound (baptism
in Jesus): without the Spirit, everything can remain
the same, even the most fervent (strong or intense)
religion. This is what the Johannine text of our
evangelist wants to emphasize.

And the fact that he is presented, at the beginning, as
a “lamb” indicates that his strength will lie in
weakness and even in the meekness of a lamb (a
biblical symbol of gentleness) willing to be
“slaughtered” (let us recall the description in the
Fourth Song of the Prophet Isaiah, describing the
Suffering Servant of Yahweh, Isaiah 53:7-8).
Ultimately, the absolute sin of the world will be
overcome by the power of the Spirit that Jesus brings.
Water baptism can and does have meaning, but only
to signify the baptism, the immersion, in the Spirit of
God that Jesus brings.

Today the Gospel invites us to look at Jesus directly
through the eyes of John the Baptist, without
hesitation, with courage, and to listen to him with a
sincere and willing heart. May each of us be able to
say, like John: “I have seen the Lord at work in my
life, and I want to proclaim him.”

Let us ask the Holy Spirit to make us humble,
courageous, and faithful witnesses, so that we may
point to Christ in a world that needs to encounter him.
May we, like John, have the courage to continue
proclaiming with our words and our lives that Jesus is
God and is the Father's word of love for the world
today.

Segundo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
18 de Enero, 2026

jPaz y Bien! Estimados hermanos y hermanas, en
nuestro Seiior Jesucristo.

Introducciéon Tiempo Ordinario

Estamos comenzando el Tiempo Ordinario en la
Iglesia Catolica. Pero no hay que confundirnos con el
término: no significa que sea un periodo de poca
importancia. Con este nombre, se le distingue de los
“tiempos fuertes”; es decir, el ciclo de Pascua y el de
Navidad, tanto con su preparacion como su prolonga-
cién (Cuaresma y Adviento, respectivamente). Es el
tiempo mas antiguo de la organizacién del afio cristia-
no, ademas de ocupar la mayor parte del afio: 33 o 34
semanas, de las 52 semanas que tiene el afio civil.

El Tiempo Ordinario cuenta con dos periodos: el pri-
mero inicia después de la Navidad, tras la celebra-
cion del Bautismo del Sefior; y termina antes del
Miércoles de Ceniza. El segundo, por su parte, co-
mienza después del tiempo de Pascua y llega hasta el
sdbado antes del primer domingo de Adviento. El
color que representa este tiempo es el verde, que
podemos ver durante los Oficios y las Misas de este
periodo, incluida la casulla del sacerdote. Este color
representa la juventud de la Iglesia y el resurgir de una
nueva vida. Algunos también lo asocian con la
esperanza.

Reflexion I1 Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

En este segundo domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, una
vez concluido el Adviento y la Navidad, la iglesia nos
vuelve, otra vez, a poner un pasaje donde Juan
Bautista es, aparentemente, el protagonista. Y digo
aparentemente porque todas sus palabras, como se
ven en el texto, son para ensalzar la figura de Jesus,
dejando claro que El, es a lo més un profeta, (Juan
Bautista), alejandose de todo protagonismo que no le
cortesponda.

El es solo la “voz que clama en el desierto”, y que
Jests es Dios, el mesias esperado, “el cordero de Dios
que quita el pecado del mundo”; y esto 0ltimo es
algo que solo quien es Dios puede hacer.

La primera lectura (Isaias), nos presenta el papel del
Siervo, que es reunir a Jacob e Israel, dos nombres,

(que representan al pueblo elegido: Israel), para
hablar de la totalidad del pueblo. Reunir, pacificar,
conselar... siempre la humanidad ha tenido necesi-
dad de estos valores. Y hoy, como nunca, necesita-
mos a alguien como el Siervo que traiga esa luz a este
mundo dividido, en guerra, hambriento y deso-
rientado.

Como este es un canto que describe la vocacion del
“Siervo”, no hay nada comparable a la mision que el
Sefior le encomienda: te haré luz de las naciones;
Jpara qué?, para que “mi salvacion alcance hasta los
confines de la tierra”,

La Primera Carta a los Corintios (11 Lectura), inau-
gura hoy las lecturas de los siguientes domingos. En
el encabezamiento de hoy, es la teologia de la santi-
ficacion del pueblo de Dios por medio de Jesucristo.
Es El, Cristo, quien lieva la iniciativa y por eso Pablo
sabe que su mision es tan importante en medio de la
comunidad que €l ha engendrado en su Sefior (Cristo).
Una comunidad que le dard mucho que hacer, pero a
la que no niega el titulo de salvacidn y santificacion.
Pablo era un hombre de personalidad fuerte, incluso
muy enamorado de su apostolado: pero nada es sin
Cristo su Sefior y esto se debe poner de manifiesto
desde el principio para todo lo que nos trasmitira, a
través de sus escritos.

El Evangelio de San Juan, de este domingo es de
transicion que, de alguna manera, se recrea un poco
en el mensaje del domingo pasado (Bautismo del
Seiior), quizas para seflalar con mas fuerza la impor-
tancia de lo que significan los comienzos de la vida
publica de Jesus (recordemos que durante los prime-
ros 30 afios los evangelios guardan silencio).

fuan el Bautista utiliza esta atirmacién que llama la
atencion: “el cordero de Dios que quita el pecado del
mundo”. ;Es posible que un cordero venza el pecado
del mundo? ;Por qué lo saluda asi Juan el Bautista?
El Bautista lo saluda de esta forma recordando el
pasaje biblico del libro del Exodo cap. 12, 11-12, que
narra como con la sangre del cordero, al pintarse los
dinteles de las puertas (para librarlos de la muerte de
los primogénitos por parte del Angel exterminador,
que permitio doblegar la voluntad del Faraon de
Egipto, para dejar salir al pueblo de [srael), fue el



inicio de la liberacion de pueblo de Israel, que estaba
en la esclavitud en la tierra de Egipto. Jesus es el
verdadero cordero Pascual que se sacrificaba en el
templo para rememorar la liberacion de Egipto (fiesta
judia que recordaba la salida de Egipto), pero para ¢l
cristiano es la liberacion del pecado (recordemos que
nuestros primeros padres: Adam y Eva, desovede-
cieron a Dios y asi entrd el pecado al mundo).

El contraste entre Juan el Bautista y Jesus es tan pa-
tente como si se describiera el amanecer y el medio-
dia, entre las sombras y la luz; entre el agua y el
Espiritu. En el texto queda patente que Juan actuaba
por medio del bautismo de agua para la conversion;
de Jesus se quiere afirmar que trae el bautismo nue-
vo, radical, en el Espiritu, para la misma conversion y
para la vida. Uno es algo ritual y externo (bautismo
de Juan el Bautista); otro es interior y profundo (bau-
tismo en Jesus): sin el Espiritu todo puede seguir
igual, incluso la religion mas acendrada (fuerte o
intenso). Esto es lo que el texto joanico de nuestro
evangelista quiere subrayar.

Y el hecho de que lo presente, al principio, como un
“cordero” indica que su fuerza estara en la debilidad
e incluso en la mansedumbre de un cordero (signo
biblico de la dulzura) dispuesto a ser “degollado”
(recordemos la descripcion del IV Cantico del Profe-
ta Isaias, al describir al Siervo Suftriente de Yahvé Is.
53, 7-8) En definitiva, el pecado absoluto del mundo,
serd vencido por el poder del Espiritu que trae Jests.
El bautismo de agua puede y tiene sentido, pero para
significar el bautismo, el sumergirse, en el Espiritu de
Dios que trae Jesus.

Hoy el evangelio nos invita a mirar de frente a Jests
con los ojos de Juan Bautista, sin vacilaciones, con
coraje y a escucharlo con un corazdn sincero y bien
dispuesto. Que cada uno de nosotros pueda decir,
como Juan: “He visto al Sefior obrando en mi vida, y
quiero anunciarlo.”

Pidamos al Espiritu Santo que nos convierta en testi-
gos humildes, valientes y fieles, que sepamos seiialar
a Cristo en un mundo que necesita encontrarse con El.
Que como Juan tengamos el coraje de seguir
anunciando con palabras y con nuestras vidas que
Jesus es Dios y es la palabra de amor del Padre para
el mundo de hoy.
