Thirty-Second Sunday of Ordinary Time
November 12, 2023

Dear Parishioners,

This Saturday, November 11th, is Veteran's
Day. Our veterans made the sacrifice of serving
our country and protecting her freedom. I would
like to share the story of an inspiring veteran,
who was also a Catholic priest. Fr. Vincent
Capodanno (1929-1967), grew up in the
nineteen thirties and forties in a large Italian-
American family on Staten Island. He joined the
Maryknoll missionary order, and upon ordina-
tion to the priesthood in 1958, he served in
Taiwan and later Hong Kong. In the mid-60's, he
volunteered to serve as a Naval/Marine Corps
chaplain in Vietnam. In his new assignment,
Father Capodanno found a parish among the
"needy." He sought the lonely Marines, the
"grunts" who were exposed to death, suffering,
and sacrifice. He felt a compelling desire to be
with these forgotten parishioners in their greatest
hours of need. On April 30, 1966, Father
Capodanno began a sixteen-month tour with the
7th and 5th Marine Regiments where he became
"the best known and sought after chaplain in the
Marine Corps”. "What set Father Vincent apart
was the way he lived his ministry with the
Marines,"” writes Father Mode. "He was not a
religious leader who did his job and then
returned to the comfort of his own circle. He
lived as a grunt Marine. Wherever they went, he
went. Whatever burdens they had to carry, he
shared the load. No problem was too large or
too small to take to Father Vincent - he was
available to them day and night.” The soldiers
responded to his devotion and soon he became
affectionately known to his Marines as "the
Grunt Padre.” On September 4, 1967, the
helicopter carrying him to the site of battle
crashed during a large-scale offensive named
Operation Swift. The 5th Marines found them-
selves in dire straights, outnumbered 5-to-1 by
2,500 North Vietnamese regular troops.
Although wounded three times in the course of
the battle, Fr. Capodanno refused to be

Medevacked. Like a ray of hope in the midst of
the storm, he went up and down the line caring
for the wounded and anointing the dying. During
the fierce fighting, the chaplain spotted a woun-
ded corpsman hit by a burst of automatic fire and
unable to move. Fr. Capodanno ran to his aid
and began to care for his wounds. A Viet Cong
machine gunner opened fire. With 27 bullet
wounds in his spine, neck, and head, the Grunt
Padre fell in battle, serving his men to the end.
On May 21, 2006 Fr. Capodanno was declared
Servant of God and his cause for canonization is
currently under way. Servant of God Fr.
Vincent Capodanno, pray for us, and help us to
be willing to sacrifice for God and for one
another. God Bless!

GET FIT FOR JESUS

“] do not know you.” —Matthew 25:12

At first reading, the wise virgins may appear
selfish when they do not share their oil with the
foolish virgins (Mt 25:8-9). However, some
things cannot be shared. For example, a marathon
runner must prepare for a long time to get in
condition for a marathon. If a person were to
approach a long-distance runner and say: “Give
me some of your endurance,” the runner would
rightly respond: “I cannot give that to you. That
kind of endurance is only gained through long
training and daily discipline.”

Likewise, the spiritual “shape” required to be
“ready to greet [the Lord] when He comes again”
is something that cannot simply be handed from a
person who is spiritually mature to a person who
is not. Our relationship to Jesus, the Bridegroom
(Mk 2:19), is similar to a marriage. A marriage
relationship is cultivated and developed by daily
communication, sacrifice, and love. Spouses who
do not attempt to grow in love for each ¢ther
might one day look at their spouse and proclaim:
“I do not know you” (Mt 25:12).

Now is the time (2 Cor 6:2). Start today to get to
know Jesus more deeply. Spend at least five extra
minutes each day this week in prayer with the
Lord. Then spend ten extra minutes a day next

week reading the Gospels. Come to know Jesus
(Phil 3:10).

Prayer: Father, draw me ever nearer to Your
Son. Create in me a new heart for Him. May Your
love be for me better than life (Ps 63:4).

Promise: “If we believe that Jesus died and rose,
God will bring forth with Him from the dead
those also who have fallen asleep believing in
Him.” —1 Thes 4:14

Praise: Praise Jesus, Who is coming again to
judge the living and the dead. Maranatha! “Come,
Lord Jesus!” (Rv 22:20)

XXXI Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

Queridos feligreses,

Este sdbado 11 de Noviembre fue el Dia del los
Veteranos. Nuestros veteranos hicieron el sacrificio
de servir a nuestro pais y proteger su libertad. Me
gustaria compartir la historia de un veterano inspi-
rador, que también fue sacerdote Catolico. Padre
Vincent Capodanno (1929-1967), creci6 en las
décadas de 1930 y 1940 en una gran familia italo-
estadounidense en Staten Island. Se uni¢ a la orden
misionera de Maryknoll y, tras su ordenacion sacer-
dotal en 1958, sirvio en Taiwan y luego en Hong
Kong. A mediados de la década de 1960, se ofrecio
como voluntario para servir como capellan de la
Armada y el Cuerpo Naval en Vietnam. En su nueva
mision, el Padre Capodanno encontrd una parroquia
entre los "necesitados". Busco a los marines
solitarios, los "grufiidos" que estaban expuestos a la
muerte, el sufrimiento y el sacrificio. Sintié un deseo
apremiante de estar con estos feligreses olvidados en
sus horas de mayor necesidad. El 30 de abril de
1966, el Padre Capodanno comenzod una gira de
dieciséis meses con los Regimientos de Infanteria de
Marina 7 y 5, donde se convirtid en "el capelldn mds
conocido y solicitado de la Infanteria de Marina".
"Lo que distinguio al Padre Vincent fite la forma en
que vivio su ministerio con los Marines”, escribe el
Padre Mode. "No era un lider religioso que hiciera
su trabajo y luego regresaba a la comodidad de su
propio circulo. Vivio como un soldado de infanteria
de marina. Dondequiera que ellos iban, él iba.
Cualesquiera que fueran las cargas que tenian que
levar, él compartia la carga. Ningiin problema era
demasiado grande o demasiado pequeiio para
llevarlo al Padre Vincent: él estaba disponible para
ellos dia y noche ”. 1L.os soldados respondieron a su
devocion y pronto sus marines lo conocieron carifio-
samente como "el Padre Grunt". El 4 de Septiembre
de 1967, el helicoptero que lo llevaba al lugar de la
batalla se estrell6 durante una ofensiva a gran escala
llamada Operacion Swift. El 5.° de Infanteria de
Marina se encontrd en una situacion desesperada,
superados en niimero por 5 a 1 por 2.500 soldados
regulares norvietnamitas. Aunque herido tres veces
en la batalla, el Padre Capodanno se negé a ser
evacuado. Como un rayo de esperanza en medio de
la tormenta, recorrio la linea de arriba a abajo

cuidando a os heridos y ungiendo a los moribundos.
Durante la feroz lucha, el capellan vio a un soldado
herido por una rafaga de fuego automatico e incapaz
de moverse. El Padre Capodanno corri6 en su ayuda
y comenzo a cuidar sus heridas. Un ametrallador del
Viet Cong abri6 fuego. Con 27 heridas de bala en la
columna vertebral, cuello y cabeza, el Padre Grunt
cayo en batalla, sirviendo a sus hombres hasta el
final. EI1 21 de Mayo de 2006 el Padre Capodanno
fue declarado "Siervo de Dios" y su causa de
canonizacion esta en curso. Sierve de Dios Padre
Vincent Capodanno, ruega por nosotros, y
ayudanos a estar dispuestos a sacrificarnos por
Dios y por los demas. jDios los bendiga!

Esa clase de
resistencia solo puede ser obtenida por un largo
entrenamiento y disciplina diaria”.

Del mismo modo, la “forma” espiritual requerida
para estar “listos para saludar [al Sefior] cuando El
venga otra vez” es algo que no puede simplemente
pasarse de una persona que es espiritualmente
madura a una persona que no lo es. Nuestra relacion
con Jesus, el Esposo (Mc 2:19), es similar a un
matrimonio. Una relacion matrimonial se cultiva y
desarrolla mediante la comunicacioén diaria, el
sacrificio y el amor. Los conyuges que no intentan
crecer en amor el uno para el otro, podrian algin
dia mirar a su conyuge y proclamar: ‘Yo no te
conozco’ (Mt 25:12).

Pasa por lo
menos cinco minutos extra cada dia de esta semana
en oracion con el Sefior.
