1 OTH SIJINDAY OF ORDINNARY TIME
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Dear Parishioners,

August 8th is the Feast Day of Saint Dominic, the
founder of the religious “Order of Preachers”, known as
the “Dominicans”. In our Diocese of Providence, the
Dominican Order is in charge of Providence College, as
well as Saint Pius V Parish in Providence. The following
biographical information about Saint Dominic is from the
website “https://catholicsaints.info/saint-dominic-de-
guzman/": “Born of wealthy Spanish nobility. Son of
Blessed Joan of Aza. Joan had difficulty conceiving, and
prayed at the shrine of Saint Dominic of Silos who had a
tradition of patronage of that problem; when she became
pregnant she named the child Dominic in honor of the
Saint. While pregnant, Blessed Joan had a vision that her
unborn child was a dog who would set the world on fire
with a torch it carried in its mouth; a dog with a torch in
its mouth became a symbol for the Order which he
founded, the Dominicans. At Dominic’s baptism, Blessed
Joan saw a star shining from his chest, which became
another of his symbols in art, and led to his patronage of
astronomy. Studied philosophy and theology at the
University of Palencia. Priest. Canon of the cathedral of
Osma, Spain. Augustinian. Worked for clerical reform.
Had a lifelong apostolate among heretics, especially
Albigensians, and especially in France. Worked with
Blessed Peter of Castelnau. Founded the Order of Friars
Preachers (Dominicans) in 1215, a group who live a
simple, austere life, and an order of nuns dedicated to the
care of young girls. Friend of Saint Amata of Assisi. At one
point Dominic became discouraged at the progress of his
mission; no matter how much he worked, the heresies
remained. But he received a vision from Our Lady who
showed him a wreath of roses, representing the rosary.
She told him to say the rosary daily, teach it to all who
would listen, and eventually the true faith would win out.
Dominic is often credited with the invention of the rosary;
it actually pre-dates him, but he certainly spread devotion
to it, and used it to strengthen his own spiritual life.
Reported miracle worker who brought four people back
from the dead. Legend says that Dominic received a vision
of a beggar who, like Dominic, would do great things for
the Faith. Dominic met the beggar the next day. He
embraced him and said, ‘You are niy companion and must
walk with me. If we hold together, no earthly power can
withstand us.” The beggar was Saint Francis of Assisi."
Saint Dominic, pray for us!  God Bless!

La
siguiente informacion biografica sobre Santo Domingo es
del sitio web “https://catholicsaints.info/saint-dominic-de-
guzman/": “Nacido de una rica nobleza espafiola. Hijo de
la Beata Juana de Aza. Juana tuvo dificultades para
concebir, y oré en el santuario de Santo Domingo de Silos,
quien tenia una tradicion de patrocinio de ese problema;
cuando quedo embarazada, nombro al nifio Domingo en
honor al Santo. Mientras estaba embarazada, la Beata
Juana tuvo una vision de que su hijo por nacer era un
perro que prendia fuego al mundo con una antorcha que
llevaba en la boca; un perro con una antorcha en la boca
se convirtio en un simbolo de la Orden que él fundd, los
dominicos. En el bautismo de Domingo, la Beata Juana
vio una estrella brillar en su pecho, que se convirtio en
otro de sus simbolos en el arte, y lo llevo a ser patrono de
la astronomia. Estudio filosofia y teologia en la
Universidad de Palencia. Sacerdote. Candnigo de la
catedral de Osma, Espaia. Agustino. Trabajo por la
reforma clerical. Tuvo un apostolado de toda la vida entre
herejes, especialmente los Albigenses, y especialmente en
Francia. Trabajo con el Beato Pedro de Castelnau. Fundo
la Orden de los Frailes Predicadores (Dominicos) en
1215, un grupo que vive una vida sencilla y ausiera, y una
orden de monjas dedicadas al cuidado de las nifias. Amigo
de San Amata de Asis. En un momento, Domingo se
desanimd por el progreso de su mision; por mucho que
trabajara, las herejias permanecian. Pero recibio una
vision de Nuestra Sefiora que le mostro una corona de
rosas, que representa el rosario. Ella le dijo que rezara el
rosario todos los dias, que se lo ensefiara a todos los que
quisieran escuchar y, finalmente, la verdadera fe
triunfaria. A Domingo se le atribuye a menudo la
invencion del rosario; en realidad es anterior a él, pero
ciertamente difundio su devocion y lo usé para fortalecer
su propia vida espiritual. Reportade hacedor de milagros
que resucito a cuatro personas de entre los muertos. La
leyenda dice que Domingo recibio una vision de un
mendigo que, como Domingo, haria grandes cosas por la
Fe. Domingo se encontro con el mendigo al dia siguiente.
Lo abrazo y le dijo: 'Tit eres mi compafiero y debes
caminar conmigo. SI nos manfenemos unidos, ningiin
poder terrenal podra resistirnos’. El mendigo era San
Francisco de Asis." ;Santo Domingo, ruega por
nosotros! {Dios les bendiga!

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TONGUE LASHING
“Do nothing to sadden the Holy Spirit.”
Ephesians 4:30 We either sadden or gladden the
Spirit by the use of our tongue. Our tongues control
not only our bodies but even the movement of the
Spirit (Jas 3:2). Therefore “never let evil talk pass
your lips; say only the good things men need to
hear, things that will really help them” (Eph 4:29).
“Get rid of all bitterness, all passion and anger,
harsh words, slander, and malice of every kind”
(Eph 4:31). Also, we must control our tongues so
that “seldom is heard a discouraging word.” For
example, the great Elijah began to speak death,
negativity, and defeat. Shortly he changed from a
one-man army into a victim of depression. Elijah
“prayed for death: ‘This is enough, O Lord! Take
my life, for I am no better than my fathers’ ” (1 Kgs
19:4). God’s Word is “spirit and life,” not
depression and death (Jn 6:63). Furthermore, we
should guard against murmuring and complaining
(Jn 6:41). This misuse and abuse of the tongue
deprived the Israclites of entering the promised land
(see Nm 14:1-24). It also prevented the Jews from
receiving Jesus’ great revelation of Himself as “the
Bread of Life” (Jn 6:48). The tongue is like a valve
that can either open up or shut off our hearts. If the
Lord controls our tongues, He controls our whole
bodies (Jas 3:2).

Prayer: Lord, may I continually offer You “a
sacrifice of praise, that is, the fruit of lips which
acknowledge” Your name (Heb 13:15).

Promise: “If anyone eats this bread he shall live
forever; the bread I will give is My flesh, for the life
of the world.” —Jn 6:51

Praise: “ ‘Look!’ he exclaimed, ‘I see an opening
in the sky, and the Son of Man standing at God’s
right hand’ ” (Acts 7:56). Risen Jesus, I gaze upon
Your glory!

Debemos controlar nuestras
lenguas para que "rara vez se escuche una palabra
desalentadora", Por ejemplo, el gran Elias comenzé
a hablar de muerte, negatividad y derrota. En poco
tiempo paso de ser un ejéreito de un solo hombre a
ser victima de la depresion. Elias "se desed la
muerte y exclam6: ‘jBasta ya Sefior! Quitame la
vida, porque yo no valgo més que mis padres™ (1
Re 19:4). La Palabra de Dios es "espiritu y vida",
no depresion y muerte (Jn 6:63). Ademds, debemos
evitar murmurar y quejarnos (Jn 6:41). Este mal uso
y abuso de la lengua privo a los israelitas de entrar
en la tierra prometida (ver NGm 14:1-24). También
evitd que los judios recibieran la gran revelacion de
Jests de si mismo como "¢l pan de vida" (Jn 6:48).
