Dear Parishioners,

A few Sundays ago, we had three groups of
parishioners make promises to God at the 11:30am
Mass. The first two groups of people have been taking
Bible classes with Sister Neri for the past year. They
promised to commit themselves to more prayer
through daily reading of the bible, weekly attending
Mass, visiting Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament in the
Church, and being active participants in our parish.
The third group of parishioners promised to commit
themselves to the same spiritual practices as the other
two groups, as well as to meet together every week for
an hour and a half; to study and pray with the Sacred
Scriptures. Last Saturday at the Cathedral of Saints
Peter and Paul in Providence, I concelebrated a Mass
with Bishop Tobin, with many other priests present as
well. The Mass was for Sister Neri's religious
community of the Missionary Sister Servants of the
Word, with two of the "postulant” sisters becoming
novices for the community, and four of the novices
professing their “First Vows” before the Lord. It was
such a beautiful Mass, and reminded me of when I
became a novice for my Franciscan religious
community in 1997, and then when I made my “First
Vows” in 1998, During this Mass at the Cathedral, our
shepherd Bishop Tobin gave a wonderful homily about
the Body of Christ, which includes Bishops, priests,
men and women religious, married and single persons,
as well as our young people and children. He
mentioned how we all have a role and part to play in
the Body of Christ - the Church, and encouraged all of
us to be holy, inspiring one another through our good
example. My brothers and sisters, like the three groups
of parishioners and the religious sisters who each made
their commitment before the Lord, each of us are
called to do the same, according to our vocation. For
example, as a priest, | celebrate the Mass, pray the
Liturgy of the Hours (five times), and live my vows of
celibacy and obedience every day - these were
promises that I made on May 17, 2003, when I was
ordained a priest of Jesus Christ. Praying daily a Holy
Hour and Rosary, as well as receiving the Sacrament
of Confession every month, are promises that [
personally made before the Lord, that help me be
faithful to my vocation as a priest. I encourage
everyone to live holy lives through keeping the
Commandments (especially through attending
Mass each weekend), through being faithful to the
Sacraments of the Church (with

frequent Confession, as well as marrying in the
Church and not civilly), being faithful to ALL of
the Teachings of Jesus Christ (with regards to faith
and morals - especially protecting the unborn
child), and through loving service to one another.
Let us keep one another in prayer, so that when we die,
the Lord will come to us and say, "Welcome Home my
good and faithful servant”(Mt 25:23). God Bless!

ENVIRONMENTAL PRAYER AND
FASTING

“First of all, I urge that petitions, prayers,
intercessions, and thanksgiving be offered
for all men, especially for kings and those
in authority.” —1 Timothy 2:1-2

Our priority should be to pray for those in
authority. This kind of prayer is good and
pleasing to God (1 Tm 2:3). This kind of
prayer leads to the type of society in which
people will have the best opportunity to be
saved and to know the truth (1 Tm 2:4). This
prayer should be led by Christian men
publicly and visibly. St. Paul stated: “It is my
wish, then, that in every place the men shall
offer prayers with blameless hands held aloft,
and be free from anger and dissension” (1 Tm
2:3).

Pope St. John Paul II taught that prayer should
be accompanied by fasting if it is to be used
by God to change our culture of death (The
Gospel of Life, 100). He maintained that
prayer combined with fasting was both the
first thing we should do (see 1 Tm 2:1) and
the most effective (The Gospel of Life, 100).

Therefore, let us (especially men) first of all
pray and fast so that we can be most effective
in changing our society from a culture of
death to an environment of salvation and
truth, and then to a civilization of love and
life.

Prayer: Holy Spirit, help me in my weakness
to pray and fast as I ought (see Rm 8:26).

Promise: “The Lord has sworn by the pride
of Jacob: Never will I forget a thing they have
done!” —Am 8:7

Praise: “A Star shall advance from Jacob,
and a Staff shall rise from Israel” (Nm 24:17).
Lord Jesus, the Old Testament foretells Your
messianic coming. Alleluia!
