Peace and Goodness! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ,

Introduction

Today the Gospel takes us to the opening verses of the
first great sermon of the Nazarene according to the
Gospel of Matthew (whom we follow in this Cycle A
of the Sunday lectionary). This is the text of the Beati-
tudes, which is accompanied by two other readings
that connect well through the theme of poverty and
humility as sure, though surprising, paths to present
and future happiness.

Zephaniah (First Reading) already warns that only
(a remnant of) the humble, the poor, and those who
seek justice have a future in God's plan of salvation:
they will graze and rest, and no one will disturb
them.

Paul (Second Reading) describes the composition of
the members of the assembly of the Corinthian
community and emphasizes the fact that it does not
abound in the wise or the great of this world. Para-
doxically, he emphasizes, God has chosen the weak,
those who are considered insignificant, to nullify the
great and humble the wise,

According to this, we could say that a question runs
through the Word of God this Sunday: What is true
Chiristian humility according to the God of Jesus
Christ? 1t is, without a doubt, an important and ever-
relevant theme that, therefore, we should embrace and
reflect upon in light of the unique circumstances of
our time.

Reflection on Christian humility

Today's world does not want to know this word (hu-
mility); it goes in another direction: power, prestige,
and appearances. Jesus proposes to us: "Learn from
me, for I am gentle and humble in heart" (Mt
11:29). But what does true Christian and evange-
lical humility consist of? Humility is not about
making oneself small or poor; one can be insignificant
yet very arrogant... it does not consist of feeling small
or without any apparent value. This can be a terrible

inferiority complex, something dangerous that can
even lead to depression.

Humility means making oneself small out of love, in
order to serve, to uplift others. This is the humility of
Jesus. He has stripped himself of everything, assu-
ming human form, to save us, to serve us... this is why
He is right when He tells us: "Learn from me, for I
am meek and humble of heart” (Matthew 11:29).
Truly, only God is humble, only He, for He cannot be
elevated because He is the ultimate. Every movement
He makes is a descent, and He does this all the time.
From creation to remaining with us in the Eucharist
(in a piece of bread). The entire history of Salvation
is a history of descent... of God's humility.

We must recognize that humility is not something
natural to us (it is not natural for the human person).
It is said that approximately 75% of the human body
is composed of water, and one could say that 75% of
the human spirit is composed of pride and vanity.
Therefore, humility is a gift that we must aspire to and
long for in our process of (Christian) transtiguration,
and we need the help of the Holy Spirit to grow in
humility.

The purpose of our theme, to embrace or, better yet,
to receive the gift of humility, to discover the true root
of humility, requires us to turn to the Master, that is,
to Jesus: "Learn from me, for I am gentle and
lrumble in heart” (Mt 11:29), What did Jesus do to
proclaim himself so solemnly as humble? As we have
already said, he humbled himself, not in thoughts or
ideas, but concretely through his actions. While in the
glory of the Father, he descended, taking on the
condition of a servant (slave), becoming obedient
even unto death, and death on the cross (¢f. Phil.
2:11-16).

We said earlier that once this descent of Jesus
began—i{rom God to slave—it never stopped: he con-
tinued to descend throughout his life. Finally, in the
Upper Room, he kneels before his apostles, washing
their feet: "I am among you as one who serves" (Lk.
22:27), saying this at that moment after having
washed his disciples’ feet. But he does not stop there;
he descends even deeper, to death, "and lie humbled



himself, becoming obedient to death—even death on
a cross' (Phil. 2:8). Precisely at this extreme of death
and self-abasement, Paul adds: God raised him from
the dead, gave him the name above every name, and
commanded that every knee should bow

before him, and that the entire universe should pro-
claim that Jesus is LORD (ef. Phil. 2:9-11). From a
servant humbled to the depths, the Lord Jesus is born.

Humility is therefore a willingness to descend, to be-
come small in order to serve our brothers and sisters,
a service done with love and not for other purposes.
In a certain sense, we can say that humility is
AVAILABILITY and GRATITUDE, giving oneself
freely... humbling oneself without any self-interest,
without any human calculation that things will return
with some benefit.

Saint Francis, in the Prayer of the Praises of the Most
High God, says of God: You are charity, You are
wisdom, and at a certain point he proclaims: You are
humility. How is this possible? God: glory, splendor,
and holiness—how is it possible that God is humility?
We said it before: God always descends to us, out of’
love and simply for love. Continuing with Saint
Francis, who is a model of the simplicity of Christian
thought, he manages to express it in this way in one
of his admonitions:

See low He humbles Himself daily (cf. Phil 2:8), as
when He came from the royal throne (Wis 18:15) to
the womb of the Virgin; daily He comes to us,
appearing in humility; daily He descends from the
bosom of the Father (cf. Jn 1:18) onto the altar in
the hands of the priest (Adm 1:16-18).

The humility of God in the Eucharist, which we will
contemplate today, brothers and sisters, in the
Eucharistic sacrifice. He invites us to contemplate the
humility of God in a small piece of bread.

May God help us to embrace humility in our lives and
to cultivate it in our hearts, so that we may serve our
brothers and sisters according to our Christian
vocation.

1. What must I give up to embrace Christian humility?

Introduceion

Hoy el evangelio nos lleva a los versiculos inau-
gurales de la primera gran predicacion del Nazareno
segin el evangelio de Mateo (a quien seguimos en
este ciclo A del leccionario dominical). Se trata del
texto de las Bienaventuranzas, que viene acompa-
flado de otras dos lecturas con las que une bien a
través del tema de la pobreza y la humildad como vias
seguras, aunque sorprendentes, de felicidad presente
y futura.

Sofonias (I Lectura), pone ya sobre aviso de que solo
(un resto) los humildes, los pobres y 10s que buscan la
justicia, tienen porvenir en el proyecto salvifico de
Dios: pastardn y descansardn y no habra quien los
inquiete.

Pablo (Il Lectura), describe la composicion de los
miembros de la asamblea de la comunidad de Corinto
y subraya el hecho de que en ella no abundan los
sabios, ni los grandes de este mundo. Paraddjicamen-
te, enfatiza, Dios ha escogido a lo débil, a lo que no
cuenta, para anlar a los grandes y humillar a los
sabios.

Segln esto, podriamos afirmar que una pregunta atra-
viesa la Palabra de Dios en este domingo: ;Cual es la
humildad cristiana verdadera segtin el Dios de
Jesucristo? Es, no cabe duda, un tema importante y
siempre actual que, por eso, conviene acoger y pensar
en la novedad de! momento que nos toca vivir.

Reflexion sobre la humildad cristiana

El mundo de hoy no quiere conocer esta palabra
(humildad), va en otra direccion: poder, prestigio y
apariencia. Jesus nos propone: “aprendan de mi, que
soy manso y humilde de corazon” (Mt. 11, 29). Pero
en ;qué cosa consiste la verdadera humildad
cristiana v evangélica?, la humildad no es hacerse
pequeiio, pobre, uno puede ser, aunque insigniticante,
pero muy arrogante... no consiste en sentirse pequefio
o sin valor alguno aparente. Esto puede ser un tetrible
complejo de inferioridad, algo peligroso que nos
puede llevar incluso a la depresion.

Humildad significa hacerse pequefio por amor, para
servir, para realzar a los otros. Esta es la humildad de
Jests. El se ha despojado de todo asumiendo la forma
humana, para salvarnos, para servirnos... por esto
tiene razon cuando nos dice: “aprendan de mi, que
soy manso y humilde de corazon” (Mt 11, 29),
humilde verdaderamente sélo DIOS, sélo EL, no
puede elevarse por qué El, es lo maximo. Cada movi-
miento que El, hace es para descender y esto lo hace
todo el tiempo. Desde la creacion hasta permanecer
en la Eucaristia con nosotros {en un trozo de pan).
Toda la historia de Salvacion es una historia de des-
censo... de humildad de Dios.

Debemos reconocer que la humildad no es algo
natural en nosotros (para la persona humana no es
algo natural). Se dice que cerca el 75 % del cuerpo
humano estd constituido por agua, y se podria decir
que el 75 % del espiritu humano esta constituido por
orgullo y vanidad. Por lo tanto, la humildad es un don
que debemos aspirar y anhelar, en nuestro proceso de
transfiguracién (cristiana) y necesitamos la ayuda del
Espiritu Santo, para crecer en humildad.

El sentido de nuestro tema para acoger o mejor ain
para poder acoger el don de la humildad, para poder
descubrir la verdadera raiz de 1a humildad, es necesa-
rio volvernos al Maestro, es decir a Jesus: aprendan
de mi, que soy manso y humilde de corazon (Mt 11,
29), ;queé cosa hizo Jesus, para proclamarse asi solem-
nemente?, humilde, ya lo dijimos se ABAJO asi
mismo, no en PENSAMIENTOS, o en IDEAS, lo hi-
zo concretamente con los hechos, estando en la gloria
del Padre, DESCIENDE, toma la condicién de siervo
(esclavo), haciendo obediente hasta la muerte y
muerte en cruz (Cfr. Filp. 2, 11-16).

Dijimos anteriormente una vez iniciado este descen-
der de Jesns: de Dios a esclavo, nunca se detuvo,
continud a descendiendo toda la vida, Finalmente, en
el Cenaculo, se pone de rodillas delante de sus apdsto-
les, lavando sus pies: “Yo estoy en medio de ustedes
como el que sirve” (Le. 22, 27), dicho esto en aquel
momento después de haber lavado los pies a sus disci-
pulos. Pero no se detiene, desciende ahora mas
profundo hasta la muerte “y se humitio a si mismo,
obedeciendo hasta la muerte y muerte de cruz”
(Filp. 2, 8). Propio a este extremo de la muerte y del



abajamiento, Pablo agrega: lo resucita, le da el
nombre sobre todo nombre y ordena que toda rodilla
se doble delante a El, y que todo el universo proclame
que Jests es el SENOR (Cfr. Filp. 2,9-11). De siervo
humillado hasta el fondo, nace el Sefior Jesus.

La humildad es por tanto disponibilidad, para descen-
der, hacerse pequefio para servir a los hermanos y
hermanas, servicio hecho con amor y no para otros
objetivos. En un cierto sentido podemos decir que la
humildad es DISPONIBILIDAD y GRATITUD, dar-
se gratuitamente... abajarse sin algn interés propio,
sin un calculo humano que las cosas retornen con
alglin bien.

San Francisco en la oracion de las Alabanzas al Dios
Altisimo, dice de Dios: Tu eres caridad, Tii eres
sabiduria y en un cierto momento proclama: T eres
humildad, ;c6mo es posible? Dios: gloria, esplendor
y santidad ;c6mo es posible Dios es humildad? Lo
habfamos dicho anteriormente Dios siempre descien-
de hacia nosotros, por amor y simplemente por amor.
Continuando con san Francisco, que es un modelo de
la simplicidad del pensamiento cristiano, é1 lo lograr
expresar de esta forma en unas de sus admoniciones:

Vean que diariamente se humilla (cf. Fil 2,8), como
cuando desde el trono real (Sab 18,15) vino al vtero
de la Virgen; diariamente viene a nosotros él mismo
apareciendo lunmilde; diariamente desciende del
seno del Padre (cf. Jn 1,18) sobre el altar en las
manos del sacerdote (Adm 1,16-18).

La humildad de Dios en la eucaristia que, aunque hoy
lo contemplaremos hermanos y hermanas en el
sacrificio eucaristico. El nos invita a contemplar la
humildad de Dios en un pequefio pedazo de pan.

Qué Dios nos ayude acoger la humildad en nuestra
vida y que la podamos cultivar en nuestros corazones,
para servir a los hermanos y hermanas desde nuestra
vocacion cristiana.
