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Dear Parishioners,

On this Second Sunday of Advent, there is a
message of repentance, coming from the patron saint
of our parish - St. John the Baptist. John is preaching
the message of “repentance for the forgiveness of
sins”. John preached this message of repentance, and
lived it as well. Our beautiful murals in the sanctuary
depict John the Baptist in the desert, “dressed in
camel’s hair, with a leather belt around his waist”,
preaching and living the message of repentance.
What do each of us need to repent of, as we
continue our Advent preparation for Christmas?
What baggage are we carrying and holding onto?
What are some of the faults, sins, weaknesses, and
temptations that we need to avoid, so as to draw closer
to Jesus Christ our newborn King? An easy way in
which we can do this examination of conscience for
ourselves is to simply look at the different areas of our
life. For example, if you are married, could you be
spending more time with your spouse, and
communicating more with one another? As parents,
are you spending time together with your children,
something that is becoming more difficult to do as the
use of technology becomes more prevalent? Do you
teach your children the Catholic Faith, especially
leading by example? For our children present, are you
obeying your parents? Do you answer back to them a
lot? Do you offer to do chores and help out around the
house without being asked? Another area we could
examine is with our jobs? Do we give it our all at
work? Are we good at meeting deadlines, as well as
fulfilling our duties while at work? With our spiritual
lives: Are we praying daily? Does our communication
with our Lord involve listening, or is it all us talking
to Him? Do we take the Mass seriously, or is it just an
obligation that we “fulfill” each week? With our
relationships with others, we could ask ourselves if
we are being kind enough, charitable, giving of our
time to one another? Or do we talk about one another,
gossip, put people down, and constantly criticize their
faults? Let us ask the Lord to help us examine our
lives more deeply, leading us to true repentance, so
that we can then celebrate Christmas with hearts open
to the Lord. God bless!

“STILL” TIME TO REPENT
“In His arms He gathers the lambs.” Isaiah 40:11
The Lord plans to comfort His people (Is 40:1).
However, it’s hard to comfort a person on the move.
When my children were small, they often fell and
hurt themselves. I would gather the screaming child
in my arms (Is 40:11) and attempt to “give comfort”
to them (Is 40:1). Sometimes they would get stiff as
a board and refuse to be comforted. Other times,
they would squirm relentlessly and would not
accept comfort. When they allowed me to comfort
them, I placed their head against my chest, and they
rested, becoming still enough to hear my heart beat.
This is God’s plan for us. He commands us: “Quiet!
Be still!” (Mk 4:39) If we let Him, He will gather
us in His arms and attempt to comfort us. Like the
child, we can squirm away from Him or become
stiff and make “no room for” Jesus (Lk 2:7).
Conversely, we can decide to become still enough
to hear what the Lord says (Ps 85:9). We will then
rejoice to hear the beating of His Sacred Heart as
He speaks to us. When we are still, we are in
position to be able to hear Him as He patiently tells
us to repent and change our hearts (2 Pt 3:9).
Are you feverishly preparing for the “holidays,” or
are you daily setting aside “still time” with Jesus?
“You have only to keep still” (Ex 14:14). Be still
and know He is God (Ps 46:11). Then repent and
confess your sins (Mk 1:5).
Prayer: Jesus, help me to still and quiet my soul
(Ps 131:2). “When cares abound within me, Your
comfort gladdens my soul” (Ps 94:19).
Promise: “He will baptize you in the Holy Spirit.”

Prepare the Way of the Lord!

The readings in today's Mass
remind us that we are preparing
for the coming of Jesus. The

first reading says, "A voice
cries out in the desert, 'Prepare
: the way of the Lord!"" Saint Paul,
in lhe seconcl reading, tells us to conduct ourselves
in holiness and devotion, waiting for the day of the
Lord.

In the Gospel reading we
hear about Saint John the Baptist
preparing the people for the coming
of Christ.

What can we do to prepare for
the coming of Jesus, which we
remember especially at Christmas?

First, we should try to be holy like Saint Paul
says. We should pray and do good. Then, we should
make sure that we have repented of all our
sins, like Saint John the Baptist taught
the people. Finally, we should tell
people about Jesus! The first reading
tells us, "Fear not to cry out and say to
the cities of Judah: Here is your God!"
