Peace and Goodness! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ,

Introduction

In 2019, Pope Francis instituted the celebration of the
Sunday of the Word of God, on this third Sunday of
Ordinary Time, to highlight the importance of the
Word of God in the life of the Church and of every
Christian. This year, with the phrase from Saint Paul,
"Let the word of Christ dwell in you richiy"
(Colossians 3:16), we are invited to allow the Word
of God not only to be heard or studied, but to truly
dwell within us, to shape us, and to make credible the
witness we give as disciples.

Also this year, this Sunday coincides with January
25th (the Conversion of Saint Paul), and the last day
of the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity. During
this week, Christians of all denominations are invited
to communion, to unite in prayer to remember that
"there is one body and one Spirit, just as you were
called to one hope when you were called”
(Ephesians 4:4).

Reflection on the Word of God

The first reading (Isaiah 8:23 - 9:3) 1s part of one of
the most outstanding poems of the prophet Isaiah (the
introduction to a poem about peace, Isaiah 8:23 -
9:6). We could say that the reading is incomplete
because it lacks the description of why the light comes
to Galilee, to the territory previously desolate and in
darkness; that is, the passage about "« child has been
born to us, a son lras been given fo us..." 1t is a poem
that would decipher a decisive moment in the history
of Judah, specifically a century later, when the great
King Josiah (640-609 BC), still a young man,
ascended the throne after the assassination of his
father Amon, with the purpose of liberating the north,
the Galilee of the Gentiles, from the oppression of the
Assyrians. They lived this way for a long time,
walking in darkness and dwelling in a land of
shadows, throughout the entire reign of their great-
grandfather Manasseh (cf. 2 Kings 21:3-9), about fifty
years, during which they were subject to the political
and religious influences of Assyria. Suddenly, a won-

drous and unexpected change occurs: a light shines,
flooding everything with joy, similar to the joy
experienced at harvest time or when the spoils of
war are divided, because of the end of oppression
or the end of war. In this historical context, then, this
poem of peace is better understood, which Christian
tradition interpreted as messianic and applied to
Jesus, as we see in today's Gospel reading from
Matthew.

The second reading (1 Corinthians 1:10-17) is an
exhortation to unity in the Corinthian community.
The name Chloe may refer to a family or acommunity
that had traveled to Ephesus, where Paul was, and
informed him that the community was divided into
"factions" (groups) that followed influential figures:
Peter, Paul, and Apollos. There is debate as to
whether "I belong to Christ'" reveals another group,
or if it is Paul's way of making it clear that all
Christians should follow only Jesus Christ. Paul also
protests that he has not baptized many in the
community (let us remember Jesus' command at the
Ascension: "Go therefore and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit," Matthew
28:19-20); others have done so. But he does not want
to be the teacher of a specific group; he has brought
this community into being so that they may live in the
Lord a mystery of communion, and like him, all those
who have received the Gospel from one preacher or
another. Communion in_the Church is more
important than depending on a particular teacher
of doctrine or spirituality.

The Gospel of Matthew is specitically focused on
updating the text of Isaiah (which was read in today's
first reading), applying the words about the new light
in Galilee radically to Jesus. And there's more; this
fight does not come from Jerusalem, but appears in
Galilee, in the territories of the tribes of Zebulun and
Naphtali, which had always been known as a region
open to paganism. More specifically, Jesus, leaving
Nazareth, settles in a city on the Sea of Galilee, in
Capernaum. It_is here that the novelty of the
preaching of the Kingdom of God, of the heavens,
as the Gospel of Matthew likes to call it, begins to
be heard.




The time that is approaching is the time of the
Gospel, of the Good News, which demands a change
of mentality (conversion!) and absolute trust (faith)
in the Gospel. The two fundamental elements of this
program have already been made clear by everyone:
the reign of God (the kingdom of heaven, as
Matthew calls it) and the good news that this
kingdom represents as an event for the world and
for history.

If Jesus announces that God is going to reign (which
is not unknown in Jewish thought), it means he is
proclaiming or defending something truly decisive. If
it hasn't been this way before, it's because a new
turning point is necessary in the history and religion
of this people who have God as their king. It is not
simply a matter of applying the title of king to God
or attributing a spatial kingdom to him, but rather
of an event that turns upside down everything that
has been thought in practice about God and his
will. God will not be a heartless, unfeeling God; or a
God who does not have compassion on the poor and
afflicted, but rather he will be with those who suffer
and weep, even if they do not comply with the
precepts of the law and the inhuman ancestral
religious traditions.

In short, God wants to "reign," and he will do so as
the prophets had already announced, but with even
greater boldness. That is the newness, and that is why
what is happening now, linked to the concept of the
"kingdom of God" or "of heaven,” is the Gospel. It
has rightly been said that we are witnessing the true
"program"” of Jesus, the prophet of Nazareth: fo
proclaim the reign of God as good news for the
people. May the Lord open our ears and hearts to hear
him. and transform our lives to bear witness to him.

[ invite you to pray with the words of Saint Thomas
Agquinas, so that the Lord may grant us the grace to
hear and live his Word.

Come, O Holy Spirit, into me, into my heart and into
my mind.

Grant me your understanding so that I may know
the Father by meditating on the word of the Gospel.

Grant me your love, so that today, moved by your
Word, I may seek you in the events and in the people
I encounter.

Grant me your wisdom, so that I may know how to
live and judge, in the light of your Word, what
happens today.

Grant me perseverance to patiently penetrate God's
message in the Gospel.

Introduccion

El papa Francisco en el 2019 instituy¢ la celebra-
cion del Domingo de la Palabra de Dios, en este
tercer Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario para resaltar la
importancia de la Palabra de Dios en la vida de la
[glesia y de cada cristiano. Este afio, con la frase de
san Pablo "la palabra de Cristo habite en ustedes”
(Col. 3, 16), se nos invita a que la Palabra de Dios no
solo sea escuchada o estudiada, sino que habite
realmente en nosotros, nos configure y haga creible el
testimonio que damos como discipulos.

También en este afio, este domingo coincide con el
dia 25 de enero (Conversién de san Pablo), y el Glti-
nio dia de la Semana de Oracién por la Unidad de
los Cristianos. En esta semana se nos invita a los
cristianos de todas las confesiones a la comunidn, a
unirnos en oracion para recordar que "uno solo es el
cuerpo y uno solo el espiritu, como una es la espe-
ranza « la que han sido Hamados" (Lf. 4,4).

Reflexion de la Palabra de Dios

La primera lectura (Is. 8, 23 - 9, 3) forma parte de
uno de los poemas mdas sobresalientes del profeta
[saias (introduccion de un poema a la paz Is. 8, 23 -
9, 6). Dirfamos que la lectura no es completa porque
falta la descripcion de por qué llega la luz a Galilea,
al territorio antes desolado y en tinieblas; es decir,
aquello de” un niito nos Ira nacido, un hijo se nos ha
dado...”. Es un poema que vendria a descifrar un
momento determinante de la historia de Jud4, concre-
tamente un siglo después, cuando el gran rey Josias
(640-609 a. C.), un muchacho todavia, sube al trono,
a causa del asesinato de su padre Amon, con el propo-
sito de liberar el norte, la Galilea de los gentiles, de la
opresion de los asirios.

Asi vivieron durante mucho tiempo, caminando en
tinieblas y habitando tierra de sombras, todo el tiempo
de su bisabuelo Manasés (cf 2 Re, 21-3-9), unos
cincuenta afos, que estuvo en manos de la politica y
las influencias religiosas de Asiria. De repente, se
produce el cambio prodigioso e inesperado: brilla
una luz que lo inunda todo de alegria, semejante a
lo que se experimenta cuando llega la siega o se
reparte el botin, en razon del final de la opresion o

del final de la guerra. En este contexto historico,
pues, se explica mejor este poema de la paz, que la
tradicion cristiana lo entendfa como mesidnico y lo
aplico a Jesus, como vemos, en el evangelio del dia
de hoy en Mateo.

La segunda lectura (ICor. 1, 10 - 17) viene a ser
una exhortacion a la unidad de la comunidad de
Corinto. El nombre de Cioe, puede ser una familia, o
una comunidad, que han llegado hasta Efeso, donde
estaba Pablo, y le han informado que la comunidad
estaba dividida en “partidos” (en grupos), que se
atenian a personajes influyentes: Pedro, Pablo,
Apolo; se discute si “yo soy de Cristo” revela un
grupo mas, o es una expresion de Pablo para dejar
claro que todos los cristianos, al Unico a quien deben
seguir, es a Jesucristo. Pablo, ademas, protesta
porque no se ha dedicado a bautizar a muchos en la
comunidad (recordemos que es el mandato de Jesiis
en la Ascension a los Cielos: “vayan y hagan
discipulos en todas las naciones, y bauticenlos en el
nombre del Padre, y del Hijo, y del Espiritu Santo”
Mt. 28, 19 - 20), 1o han hecho otros. Pero €l no quiere
ser el maestro de un grupo especifico; él ha
engendrado a esta comunidad para que viva en el
Sefior un misterio de comunidén, y como é€l, todos
aquellos que hayan recibido el evangelio de uno u otro
predicador. La comunién _en la Iglesia _es mas
importante que depender de un_maestro de
doctrina o espiritual.

El evangelio de Mateo esta centrado, especifica-
mente, en actualizar el texto de Isaias (que se ha leido
en la primera lectura de hoy). es una aplicacion
radical a Jesuts de las palabras sobre la luz nueva en
Galilea. Y hay mads; esta Iuz no viene de Jerusalén,
sino que aparece en Galilea, en los territorios de las
tribus de Zabulon y Neftali, que siempre habian teni-
do fama de ser una regidn abierta al paganismo. Mas
concretamente, Jesus, dejando Nazaret, se establece
en una ciudad del lago de Galilea y en Cafarnatim. Es
aqui_donde comienza a_ofrse la _novedad de la
predicacion del Reino de Dios, de los cielos, como le
ousta decir al evangelio de Mateo.

El tiempo que se acerca es el tiempo del evan-
gelio, de la buena nueva, que exige un cambio de
mentalidad (jconvertirse!) y una confianza absoluta
(creer) en el evangelio. Los dos elementos fundamen-
tales de este programa, ya han sido puestos de
manifiestos por todos: el reinado de Dios (el reino de




los cielos le llama Mateo) y la buena noticia que
este reino supone como acontecimiento para el
mundo y la para la historia.

Si Jestis anuncia que Dios va a reinar (lo cual no es
desconocido en la mentalidad judia) es que esta
proclamando o defendiendo algo verdaderamente
decisivo. Si antes no ha sido asi es porque es necesario

un nuevo giro en la historia y en la religion de este .

pueblo que tiene a Dios por rey. No se trata, pues,
simplemente de aplicarle a Dios el titulo de rey o
de atribuirle un reino espacial, sino del
acontecimiento que pone patas arriba todo lo que
hasta ahora se ha pensado en la practica sobre
Dios y sobre su voluntad. Dios no serd un Dios sin
corazon, sin entrafias; o un Dios que no se
compadezca de los pobres y afligidos, sino que estara
con los que sufren y lloran, aunque no sean
cumplidores de los preceptos de la ley y de las
tradiciones religiosas ancestrales inhumanas.

En definitiva, Dios quiere “reinar” y lo hara como
ya los profetas lo habian anunciado, pero incluso con
mas valentia. Esa es la novedad y por eso lo que
acontece ahora, unido al concepto “reino de Dios” o
“de los cielos”, s el evangelio. Con razdn se ha dicho
que estamos ante el verdadero “programa” de Jesus,
el profeta de Nazaret: anunciar el reinado de Dios
como buena noticia para la gente. Que el Sefior nos
abra el oido y el corazén para escucharle, y
transforme nuestras vidas para mostrarle.
