Twenty-Second Sunday of Ordinary Time
September 3, 2023

Dear Parishioners,
In the Gospel this weekend, Jesus said to His disciples,
“Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself,
take up his cross, and follow Me. For whoever wishes
fo save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for
My sake will find it”. The patron Saint of our parish -
Saint John the Baptist, truly lived these words of his
cousin and Lord, being killed for his faith in Jesus.
Last Tuesday, August 29th, was the Feast of the
Martyrdom of John the Baptist, and although I wrote
about this in last week’s bulletin, I think it is good to
be reminded again of the great sacrificial life that our
patron Saint lived. The following is from
franciscanmedia.org: “The drunken oath of a king with a
shallow sense of honor, a seductive dance and the
hateful heart of a queen combined to bring about the
martyrdom of John the Baptist. The greatest of
prophets suffered the fate of so many Old Testament
prophets before him: rejection and martyrdom. The
‘voice crying in the desert’ did not hesitate fo accuse
the guilty, did not hesitate to speak the truth. But why?
What possesses a man that he would give up his very
life? This great religious reformer was sent by God to
prepare the people for the Messiah. His vocation was
one of selfless giving. The only power that he claimed
was the Spirit of Yahweh. ‘T am baptizing you with
water, for repentance, but the one who is coming afier
me is mightier than 1. I am not worthy to carry his
sandals. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and
Sire'(Mr1 3:11). Scripture tells us that many people
Jollowed John looking to him for hope, perhaps in
anlicipation of some great messianic power. John
never allowed himself the false honor of receiving
these people for his own glory. He knew his calling
was one of preparation. When the time came, he led
his disciples to Jesus: ‘The next day John was there
again with two of his disciples, and as he watched
Jesus walk by, he said, ‘Behold, the Lamb of God.’ The
two disciples heard what he said and followed
Jesus’(John 1:35-37). It is John the Baptist who has
pointed the way to Christ. John'’s life and death were
a giving over of self for God and other people. His
simple style of life was one of complete detachment
Jrom earthly possessions. His heart was centered on
God and the call that he heard from the Spirit of God
speaking to his heart. Confident of God's grace, he
had the courage to speak words of condemnation,

repentance, and salvation. Reflection: Each of us has a
calling to which we must listen. No one will ever
repeat the mission of John, and yet all of us are called
to that very mission. It is the role of the Christian to
witness to Jesus. Whatever our position in this world,
we are called to be disciples of Christ. By our words
and deeds, others should realize that we live in the joy
of knowing that Jesus is Lord. We do not have to
depend upon our own limited resources, but can draw
strength from the vastness of Christ’s saving grace.”
Saint John the Baptist, pray for us! God bless!

BODY-LANGUAGE

“I beg you through the mercy of God to
offer your bodies as a living sacrifice
holy and acceptable to God.” —
Romans 12:1

We must offer our bodies as sacrifices to
God. We are also called to offer our
“bodies to God as weapons for justice”
(Rm 6:13). We must know that our bodies
are temples “of the Holy Spirit, Who is
within” (1 Cor 6:19). Our bodies are
sacrifices, weapons, and temples. Because
our bodies are sacrifices, we must deny
ourselves and let God consume us

(see Heb 12:29). We must give God our
best so as not to offer defective sacrifices
(see Mal 1:7-8).

Because our bodies are weapons, we must
not be “bloated with indulgence and
drunkenness and worldly cares” (Lk
21:34). We should fight by wielding the
“sword of the Spirit” (Eph 6:17)and the
spiritual weapons of prayer and fasting
(Mt 17:21, NAB). We must be in shape to
“fight the good fight” of evangelization (1
Tm 1:18).

Because our bodies are temples, they
should be holy, clean, peaceful, and
joyous. We need to repent of our sins, go
to Confession, and enthrone Jesus as Lord
of our lives and our bodies. Although our
bodies are weak and fragile, they are
precious in God’s eyes. If we use them to
glorify Him, He will glorify our bodies
and raise them from the dead (see Phil
3:21). “So glorify God in your body” (1
Cor 6:20).
