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Dear Parishioners,

We begin this month of November with two very
important days in the life of the Church. First, there is
the Solemnity of All the Saints, which we will
celebrate this Monday. It is not a “Holy Day of
Obligation” this year, because it falls on Monday. I will
offer the regular 8am Mass in English. There is a big
Catholic party happening right now in Heaven. Men and
women, who although sinners like all of us, persevered
in running the race on earth, keeping their faith strong
until the end when God called them Home to Himself.
They are now with the Lord, enjoying the Beatific
Vision. The Saints have been given to us as role models
and examples to follow, as well as intercessors for us
and our needs. They want us to join them in Heaven, and
to do this, we must also become Saints by striving for
sanctity here on earth. A Franciscan priest once told me
to always keep in mind the Saints, reading about their
lives, and asking for their intercession in our lives. This
Tuesday, November 2nd is the “Commemoration of All
the Faithful Departed", also known as All Souls Day.
Each priest can offer three Masses on this day.
Therefore, 1 will offer the regular 7pm Mass in
Spanish, and an additional Mass at 8am in English.
All Souls Day is a day in which we pray for all those
who have died, to now be in Heaven with God. In our
society today, many people have the misconception that
once a loved one passes away, they automatically go
right to Heaven. While this is the ultimate goal of our
lives - to see God face to face and be with
Him forever in all eternity in Heaven, the reality is that
when we come to that final point of our earthly lives
with death, we may not be ready to see God face to face.
God will be the ultimate Judge of whether or not our
souls will have already been "perfectly purified" when
we die. Even very holy souls like St. John Paul IT and
St. Mother Teresa asked people to pray for them after
their death, because they knew that they were sinners in
need of God's mercy. If we do not go straight to Heaven,
where do we go when we die? “The Church gives the
name Purgatory to this final purification of the
elect, which is entirely different from the punishment of
the damned”(Catechism #1031). Purgatory is a
temporary stop on the way to Heaven. This is why we
have Masses, prayers, and sacrifices offered for the
souls of our faithful departed. The Masses help our
loved ones get to Heaven if they are not already there.
If they are alreadyin Heaven, we do not "lose”
anything, because our loved ones are then praying for
us. I would like to encourage you to

have Masses said for your departed loved ones. There
are still many weekday Masses that have no specific
intention assigned to them. Even if you
can't physically be present at a certain Mass during the
week, you can still have the Mass offered for an
intention. God bless! St. Joseph, pray for us!

ALL OR NOTHING

“The Lord is our God, the Lord alone! Therefore,
you shall love the Lord, your God, with all your
heart, and with all your soul, and with all your
strength. Take to heart these words which I enjoin
on you today.” —Deuteronomy 6:4-6 When you
ask people if they’ve given their lives to Jesus, they
say “yes.” When you ask if they evangelize, tithe,
or read the Bible, they often say “no,” as if
evangelizing, tithing, or knowing the Bible were not
essential parts of our commitment to Christ. This
does not mean we must be perfect in fulfilling our
commitment to Christ, but it does mean that we
must make a total commitment. The first
commandment is: “You shall love the Lord your
God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all
your mind, and with all your strength” (Mk 12:30).
The Lord says the word “all” four times. But many
Christians seem to be surprised when you tell them
“al1” means all. Christianity is all or nothing. Jesus
died on the cross and gave everything for us that we
might give everything to Him. If He’s not Lord of
all, He’s not Lord at all. Jesus plans to save our
entire lives and not parts of them. His kingdom can
be purchased only by our “all” (Mt 13 :44-46).
