The Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity
June 15, 2025

Dear Parishioners,

"In the Name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Spirit"”. We begin and end
the Mass with these words. We were baptized
with these words. We receive the absolution
for the forgiveness of our sins from the priest
in the Sacrament of Confession with these
words. We begin and end all of our prayers
with these words. What do these words
mean? They are the confession of our faith in
the Holy Trinity - the three Divine Persons
of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit ("7ri-"),
united together as One God ("Unity"). We
celebrate this beautiful mystery of our Catho-
lic Faith this weekend with the Solemnity of
the Most Holy Trinity. [t is a mystery that
we can sometimes take for granted. When I
was at St. Joseph Seminary in Yonkers, NY, I
had a class taught by a wonderful religious
sister. One of the many important things that
[ learned from that class was something that
she mentioned about making the sign of the
cross. She said that every time we make the
sign of the cross, we should say to ourselves
the following: "In the Name of the Father -
who created me in love, and of the Son - who
redeemed me in love, and of the Holy Spirit -
who sanctifies me in love". Adding these little
phrases quietly to ourselves every time we
make the sign of the cross, helps us not only
appreciate more this sign of our Faith, but
also helps us understand this Divine Mystery
better. The Most Holy Trinity is all about
love, about sacrificial love in which the
Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit are
constantly loving one another selflessly, as
well as pouring their love upon each one of
us. In return, we are called to love the Most
Holy Trinity back in the same way, "with all
our heart and all our soul, and all our mind,

and love our neighbor as ourselves”
(Matthew 22:35-40). As we celebrate this
great feast this weekend, let us commit
ourselves to love. God Bless!

MORE OF GOD

“We are at peace with God through our
Lord Jesus Christ.” —Romans 5:1

Many people know there is a God. Some
people even experience that God is present,
loving, and personal. Others only sense God
as a force. Those people who are aware of
God as a Person know they can reject God
by sinning. They sometimes know when
they’re not at peace with God. Then they
feel a need to get right with God, to be
justified (Rm 5:1). Few people experience
much more of God than this, but there is
much, much more of God. Jesus said to His

disciples: “1 have much more to tell you” (Jn
16:12).

God is Trinity, three Persons in one God.
God is a family. God has become a man.
This God-made-man is Jesus (see Jn 1:14),
Who is fully God and fully man. There is so
much more to God than our experiences. The
holiest saints who have ever lived have only
just begun to know God. “Eye has not seen,
ear has not heard, nor has it so much as

dawned on man what God has prepared for
those who love Him” (1 Cor 2:9).

On this Trinity Sunday, may we experience
in a new way the fear of the Lord which is
the beginning of wisdom (Ps 111:10). May
we devote all our energies to developing as
deep a relationship with the Trinity as
possible. May we let the Spirit guide us to
all truth about the Trinity (Jn 16:13).

— into You (see Mt 28:19).
