Dear Parishioners,

Last weekend, in my homily at the Masses in English, I
spoke about hope, and how important it is to have this
virtue in our lives. [ used the example of the Vietnamese
Cardinal Frangois-Xavier Nguyén Vin Thuén, who was
targeted for his faith, being detained by the communist
government of Vietnam in a "reeducation camp" for 13
years - nine of those years being spent in solitary
confinement. During those years in jail, he found himself
in a situation of seemingly utter hopelessness. But instead
of wallowing in his misfortune, he saw it as an opportunity
to come into closer communion with Christ, increasing
his hope, which he was then able to pass on to others. He
once said of his confinement that he was happy there, as it
was God’s turn to speak, and for him to listen. Here is part
of his inspiring testimony: “In my initial period in prison
1 spent many months in an extremely narrow space without
windows, half suffocated by the heat and humidity. Often I
had great difficulty in breathing. They tortured me by
leaving me under lights day and night for ten days and
then depriving me of all light for long periods. One day in
the darkness I noticed a tiny hole through which the light
shone. From then on I used to put my nostrils there to
breathe more easily. Whenever there were floods, snakes
used to invade my cell and sometimes climbed my legs to
avoid the water. They used to stay with me until the floods
passed. I had no toilet but since I received hardly any food
I had little need of one. My daily rations consisted of some
rice and vegetables cooked with salt. From five in the
morning until 11:30 at night there was a constant din of
voices over loudspeakers. To distract myself 1 did
exercises, jumped, danced, sang and prayed. Prayer saved
my life. In moments of greal suffering, somefimes when I
wanted to pray, I could not. I was desperately tired, sick
and hungry ...often I'was tempted to despair and rebellion.
But the Lord always helped me.” The Archbishop made
a tiny Bible out of scraps of paper, and a small crucifix
from a piece of wood and some wire that sympathetic
guards had given him. He also smuggled out messages to
his people on scraps of paper. These brief reflections were
copied by hand and circulated within the Vietnamese
community, being printed in a book called The Road of
Hope. Another book was also printed, called Prayers of
Hope, which contains the Cardinal’s prayers that he wrote
while he was in prison. My brothers and sisters, no matter
what illness, suffering, or difficulties that we are dealing
with, the Lord wants us to place our trust in Him, seek His
help, and to always have hope in the Resurrection of
Jesus Christ. God Bless! Saint Joseph, pray for us!

THE LIFE OF A SHEEP

LA VIDA DE UNA OVEJA

"I am the Good Shepherd; the Good Shepherd lays

down His life for the sheep." —John 10:11 "T am the
Good Shepherd. [ know My sheep and My sheep know
Me." —John 10:14 Jesus is the Good Shepherd, and we
are His sheep. To be called a sheep is not a compliment.
Sheep are sheepish, that is, backward and timid. Sheep
can't even eat grass without destroying the field where
the grass grows. That's one of the reasons they need
shepherds to move them elsewhere. When Jesus called
us "sheep," He implied that we weren't just weak but
helpless. Without Him we can do nothing (Jn 15:5).
We sheep, who are so pathetic, have a hard time living
under the easiest circumstances. What will we do in
difficult and dangerous circumstances? Thieves are
coming "only to steal and slaughter and destroy" us (Jn
10:10). Wolves are trying to snatch, scatter, and kill us
(Jn 10:12). Some of these wolves are in sheep's clothing
(Mt 7:15), so some of those we consider our friends are
actually our enemies. Furthermore, some of our
shepherds upon whom we are counting to protect us are
merely hired hands who will abandon us and leave us to
be slaughtered (Jn 10:12). We sheep are simple, weak,
and in a "heap of trouble." Our only Hope is Jesus, the
Good Shepherd. Follow Jesus.

Prayer: Jesus, Good Shepherd, lead me through the
valley of the shadow of death (Ps 23:4, RSV-CE).
Promise: "See what love the Father has bestowed on us
in letting us be called children of God! Yet that is what
we are." —1 Jn 3:1

Praise: Praise Jesus, Who holds "the keys of death and
the nether world" (Rv_1:18). Praise You, Good
Shepherd, that no one can snatch us out of Your hand
(Jn 10:28). Alleluia forever! Presentation Ministries

Queridos feligreses,

El fin de semana pasado, en mi homilia en las Misas
en inglés, hablé sobre la esperanza y lo importante
que es tener esta virtud en nuestras vidas. Utilicé el
ejemplo del Cardenal vietnamita Frangois-Xavier
Nguyén Vin Thuin, que fue atacado por su fe,
detenido por el gobierno comunista de Vietnam en un
"campo de reeducacion" durante 13 afios, nueve de
esos afios en régimen de aislamiento. Durante esos
afios en la cércel, se encontré en una situacion de
desesperanza aparentemente absoluta. Pero en lugar
de revolcarse en su desgracia, lo vio como una
oportunidad para entrar en una comunion mas cercana
con Cristo, aumentando su esperanza, que luego
pudo transmitir a los demas. Una vez dijo de su
encierro que estaba feliz alli, ya que era el turno de
Dios para hablar y para él escuchar. Aqui esta parte
de su testimonio inspirador: “En mi periodo inicial en
prision, pasé muchos meses en un espacio
extremadamente estrecho sin ventanas, medio
asfixiado por el calor y la humedad. A menudo tuve
grandes dificultades para respirar. Me torturaron
dejdndome bajo luces dia y noche durante diez dias y
luego privindome de toda Iluz durante largos
periodos. Un dia, en la oscuridad, noté un pequerio
agujero por el que brillaba la luz. A partir de
entonces solia poner mis fosas nasales alli para
respirar mds facilmente. Siempre que habia
inundaciones, las serpientes solian invadir mi celda
¥, a veces, trepaban por mis piernas para evitar el
agua. Solian quedarse conmigo hasta que pasaban
las inundaciones. No tenia bafio, pero como apenas
recibia comida, tenia poca necesidad de uno. Mis
raciones diarias consistian en arroz y verduras
cocidas con sal. Desde las cinco de la mafiana hasta
las 11:30 de la noche hubo un constante estruendo de
voces por los altavoces. Para distraerme hice
ejercicios, salté, bailé, canté y recé. La oracion me
salvé la vida. En momentos de gran sufrimiento, a
veces cuando queria rezar, no podia. Estaba
desesperadamente cansado, enfermo y hambriento...
a menudo me sentia tentado a la desesperacion y la
rebelion. Pero el Seiior siempre me ayudé”. El
arzobispo hizo una pequefla Biblia con trozos de
papel y un pequefio crucifijo con un trozo de madera
y un alambre que le habian dado unos simpaticos
guardias. También pasé mensajes de contrabando a su
gente en trozos de papel.

Estas breves reflexiones fueron copiadas a mano y
distribuidas dentro de la comunidad vietnamita,
siendo impresas en un libro llamado “The Road of
Hope”. También se imprimié otro libro, llamado
“Oraciones de Esperanza”, que contiene las oraciones
del Cardenal que escribié mientras estaba en prision.
Hermanos y hermanas, sin importar la enfermedad, el
sufrimiento o las dificultades con las que estemos
lidiando, el Sefior quiere que pongamos nuestra
confianza en L, busquemos Su ayuda y siempre
tengamos esperanza en la Resurreccion de
Jesucristo. jDios les bendiga! San Jose, ruega por
nosotros! Padre Sistare
