Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday is the 20th Anniversary of “9/11”.
September 11, 2001 - This date is very familiar to all
of us. In fact, we can probably remember exactly where
we were when we heard the devastating news that
terrorists had flown two planes into the World Trade
Center buildings, another plane into the Pentagon, and a
fourth plane, which ended up in a field in Pennsylvania.
The official death toll from the terrorist attacks on our
country was 2,996  people (including the 19
hijackers). I was a Franciscan brother studying to be a
priest at St. Joseph's Seminary in Yonkers, NY, during
this time. When the attacks happened, the Rector of the
seminary came into the theology class that I was in, to
tell our professor the news. All of us seminarians then
went to the chapel to pray the Rosary. Since we didn't
have classes on Wednesdays at the seminary, I was able
to take the subway down to the city with some of the
other friars to go pray and be with family members
whose loved ones were killed, as well as pray with
others who were down there and in need of consolation
and hope. It is very interesting that the terrorists attacks
happened on September 11th, because it is on
September 14th that the Catholic Church celebrates
the Feast of the Exaltation of the Cross of Jesus
Christ. Three days after Jesus was crucified, we
celebrate His Resurrection from the dead, so it was three
days after the terrible terrorist attacks, that we celebrate
as a Church the Exaltation of the Holy Cross - a symbol
of hope for the whole world. I believe it was no
“coincidence”, but rather a "God incident", that there
were two steel beams found in the shape of a cross in
the midst of the devastation at Ground Zero. Fr.
Brian Jordan, OFM, spoke over the cross days after the
attacks and declared it to be a symbol of hope, faith, and
healing. One minister at the site says that when a family
of a man who died in the attacks came to the cross shrine
and left personal effects there, "It was as if the cross
took in the grief and loss. I never felt Jesus more.” So
as we remember all those who have died in the 9/11
attacks, as we continue to face terror in our world each
and every day, let us never lose sight of the Cross of
Christ, by which Salvation was won for each of us. In
the Cross, is our hope, our strength, and even our
joy. Let us boldly proclaim the Cross and it's message
of hope to all the world, which is desperately looking
for, and in need of Jesus Christ. God bless!

FLINT-HARD, YET DOCILE

“I have set My face like flint.” —Isaiah 50:7
Flint is among the hardest of rocks. When Jesus
set His face like flint, He was absolutely
determined to walk toward Calvary, no matter
what obstacles were placed in His path. Jesus
“firmly resolved to proceed toward Jerusalem”
(Lk 9:51). He set His face to walk toward the
cross, humiliation, mockery, and death.

Like Jesus, we are called to set our faces like
flint, but not our hearts. We are to have firmness
of will to live for the Lord, but a docile, trusting
heart to let it be done to us according to His will
(Lk 1:38). Too often it’s the other way around:
we have flint-hard hearts (see Ps 95:8) and a
weak will (Mk 14:38). We then bear little fruit
(see Jas 1:7-8).

Ask the Lord for firmness of faith to persevere
and bear fruit even in spiritually arid times. Ask
Him for the docility of heart that produces
loving works of charity. By walking firmly on
the path to which God calls us, we proclaim to
the world that Jesus is the Christ. We take up
our cross to follow Him (Lk 9:23). It requires a
face of flint to walk toward the cross of
suffering. Yet it requires docility of heart to
walk in His peace.

Prayer: Lord Jesus, set a fire in my soul. I will
follow You in the way of the cross.

Promise: “I shall walk before the Lord in the
lands of the living.”—Ps 116:9

Praise: “Let me ask why you...should find it
hard to believe that God raises dead men to
life?” (see Acts 26:8) Do you believe the risen
Jesus has power to resurrect you?

Queridos feligreses,

Este Domingo es el vigésimo aniversario del *“9/11". 11 de
Septiembre de 2001 - Esta fecha nos es muy familiar a
todos. De hecho, probablemente podamos recordar
exactamente dénde estdbamos cuando escuchamos la
devastadora noticia de que los terroristas habian volado
dos aviones hacia los edificios del World Trade Center,
otro avion hacia el Pentdgono y un cuarto avion, que
termind en un campo en Pensilvania. La cifra oficial de
muertos por los ataques terroristas en nuestro pais fue de
2996 personas (incluidos los 19 secuestradores). Yo era un
hermano franciscano que estudiaba para ser sacerdote en
el Seminario St. Joseph en Yonkers, NY, durante este
tiempo. Cuando ocurrieron los ataques, el Rector del
seminario entro a la clase de teologia en la que yo estaba,
para darle la noticia a nuestro profesor. Todos los
seminaristas fuimos a la capilla a rezar el Rosario. Como
no teniamos clases los miércoles en el seminario, pude
tomar el metro hasta la ciudad con algunos de los otros
frailes para ir a orar y estar con los miembros de la familia
cuyos seres queridos fueron asesinados, asi como para orar
con otros, que estaban alld y necesitaban consuelo y
esperanza. Es muy interesante que los ataques terroristas
ocurrieron el 11 de Septiembre, porque es el 14 de
Septiembre que la Iglesia Catolica celebra la Fiesta de
la Exaltacion de la Cruz de Jesucristo. Tres dias después
de que Jess fue crucificado, celebramos Su resurreccion
de entre los muertos, por lo que fue tres dias después de
los terribles ataques terroristas, que celebramos como
Iglesia la Exaltacién de la Santa Cruz, un simbolo de
esperanza para el mundo entero. Creo que no fue una
"coincidencia", sino mds bien un "incidente de Dios", que
se encontraron dos vigas de acero en forma de cruz en
medio de la devastacion en la Zona Cero.

Entonces, mientras recordamos a
todos los que murieron en los ataques del 11 de
Septiembre, mientras continuamos enfientandonos al
terror en nuestro mundo todos los dias, nunca perdamos de
vista la Cruz de Cristo, por la cual se gané la Salvacién
para cada uno de nosotros. En la Cruz estd nuestra
esperanza, nuestra fuerza y hasta nuestra alegria.
Proclamemos con valentia la Cruz y su mensaje de
esperanza para ' todo el mundo, que busca
desesperadamente y necesita a Jesucristo.
