Dear Parishioners,

I would like to share the following article from
Catholiccomapny.com, entitled: “What happens
when a Pope dies?”. “As we mourn the passing of
Pope Francis, let us honor his legacy of humility and
compassion by offering pravers for his soul and the
Church he so lovingly shepherded. May the Lord
grant him eternal rest and guide the faithful during
this time of transition. You might think the world’s
smallest country would go quiet after a papal death -
but oh no! Vatican City springs into action with a
sacred blend of ancient ritual and precise logistics.
Here's what actually happens when a pope dies: 1.
First to Act: The Camerlengo - Ever heard of the
Camerlengo? Think of him as the temporary steward
of the Vatican. When the pope dies, the Camerlengo
confirms the death - once traditionally done by
calling the pope’s baptismal name three times!
Today it's a bif more clinical, but the symbolism
remains rich. The Camerlengo then smashes the
pope’s Fisherman’s Ring with a silver hammer.

Why? To prevent forgery of official documents
during the time between popes. 2. Nine Days of
Mourning - After a pope dies, the Church enters a
special nine-day mourning period called the
novemdiales - Latin for ‘nine days’. Each of the nine
days features a special funeral Mass celebrated in
honor of the deceased pope. These Masses are
offered in St. Peter’s Basilica and are often led by
different cardinals, with intentions for the repose of
the pope’s soul, the needs of the Church, and the
Jaithful worldwide. 3. Lying in State - The pope’s
body is displayed in St. Peter’s Basilica, allowing
Jaithful pilgrims to pay their respects. The passing of
a pope is truly a historical event, and a time when
the whole world pays attention to the Church. When
Pope John Paul Il passed away, over 4 million
people flooded into Rome to honor him. Rome
experienced a city-wide traffic jam that lasted nearly
Jour days! 4. The Papal Coffins (Yes, more than
one!l) The pope is traditionally buried in three
coffins: one made of cypress wood (symbol of humi-
lity), one of zinc (for preservation), and one of elm
or oak (for dignity). They are all stacked within each
other, with the pope being laid directly into the
Inunble one made of simple cypress wood. 5. The

Conclave Begins - Once mourning ends, it's time for
the conclave, the sacred and secretive process of
electing the new pope. Every Cardinal that is eligi-
ble to vote (all those under the age of 80) gather in
the Sistine Chapel and vote in silence. The cardinals
are literally locked in - con clave means ‘with a key’
in Latin. 6. The Pope is Chosen - During the con-
clave, the world watches a tiny chimney atop the
Sistine Chapel like hawks. Why? Because they use
an old-fashioned stove to send up smoke signals:
black for no decision, white for Habemus Papam!
(We have a pope!),” Let us pray for a holy and
faithful Pope to be elected. God bless!

THE JOY OF PERSECUTION

“The apostles for their part left the Sanhedrin
full of joy that they had been judged worthy of
ill-treatment for the sake of the Name.” —Acts
3:41

How do you know whether you’re really getting
into the Easter Spirit? Are you being persecuted
because of your witness for the risen Christ? Are
you joyful that you have been judged worthy of this
persecution? Persecution and joy are the tell-tale
signs of a real Easter — not either persecution or
joy, but both persecution and joy.

This doesn’t mean that we have to feel good about
persecution, rather that we rejoice in the Lord
always no matter what (Phil 4:4). Some Christians
might maintain they are witnessing for Jesus but not
being persecuted, because those around them are
too nice to do such a thing. Possibly the Lord has
spared them persecution for a time, but more likely
they’re not fully proclaiming the radical Gospel of
the risen Christ.

When people don’t believe in the risen Christ,
persecution is a normal response to the earth-
shaking, mind-boggling, life-transforming message
of the Resurrection. There’s nothing that can shake
people up more than the Resurrection (see e.g. Mt
28:11-15). Since Jesus is risen and death is
defeated, people must change their lives
dramatically and radically. This challenge will
result in repentance or persecution or possibly both.
Both of these reactions result in joy for Christians
(see Lk 15:7; Acts 5:41).

Prayer: Father, may I rejoice in persecution more
than in pleasure.

Promise: “To the One secated on the throne, and to
the Lamb, be praise and honor, glory and might,

forever and ever!” —Rv 5:13

Praise: Praise the risen Jesus, true God and true
Man, only Hope of the world!

Hoy en dia, es un
poco mas directo, pero el simbolismo sigue siendo
rico. El Camarlengo luego rompe el Anillo del
Pescador del papa con un martillo de plata. ;j Por qué?
Para evitar la falsificacion de documentos oficiales
durante el tiempo entre papas.

un papa muere, la Iglesia entra en un periodo especial
de luto de nueve dias llamado novendiales, que en
latin significa ‘nuteve dias’. Cada uno de los nueve
dias cuenta con una misa funeral especial celebrada
en honor del papa fallecido. Estas Misas se ofrecen en
la Basilica de San Pedro y a menudo son dirigidas por
diferentes cardenales, con intenciones por el descanso
del alma del papa, las necesidades de la Iglesia y los
fieles de todo el mundo. 3. Estado: el cuerpo del papa
se exhibe en la Basilica de San Pedro, lo que permite a
los fieles peregrinos presentar sus respetos. El
Jfallecimiento de un papa es verdaderamente un evento
histérico y un momento en el que todo el mundo presta
atencion a la Iglesia. Cuando fallecio el papa Juan
Pablo I, mas de 4 millones de personas inundaron
Roma para honrarlo. jRoma experimenté un atasco de
irdfico en toda la ciudad que durd casi cuatro dias! 4.
Los atanides papales (iS5, mds de uno!) El papa es
tradicionalmente enterrado en tres ataiides: wno hecho
de madera de ciprés (simbolo de humildad), uno de
zine (para preservacion) y uno de olmo o roble (para
dignidad). Todos son apilados uno dentro del otro, y el
papa es depositado directamente en el humilde ataiid
hecho de simple madera de ciprés. 5. Comienza el
conclave: una vez gue termina el duelo, es hora del

conclave, el proceso sagrado y secreto de elegir al
nuevo papa. Todos los cardenales elegibles para votar
(todos aquellos menores de 80 afios) se retinen en la
Capilla Sixtina y votan en silencio.

“Los Apostoles, por su parte, salieron del
Sanedrin, dichosos de haber sido considerados
dignos de padecer por el nombre de Jesus”
(Hechos 5:41).

;Como sabes si realmente te estas identificando
con el Espiritu de Pascua? ;Estas siendo
perseguido por tu testimonio de Cristo
resucitado? ;Te alegras de haber sido juzgado
digno de esta persecucion? La persecucion y la
alegria, ambos son los signos reveladores de una
verdadera Pascua.

Esto no significa que tengamos que sentirnos
bien con la persecucidn, sino que nos regocijamos
en el Sefior siempre, pase lo que pase (Fil 4:4).
Algunos cristianos pueden sostener que estan
testificando de Jests, pero que no estan siendo
perseguidos, porque los que los rodean son
demasiado amables para hacer tal cosa. Es posible
que el Sefor les haya evitado la persecucion por
un tiempo, pero lo més probable es que no estén
proclamando plenamente el Evangelio radical del
Cristo resucitado.

Cuando la gente no cree en el Cristo resucitado,
la persecucion es una respuesta normal al mensaje
de la Resurreccion que hace temblar la tierra, es
alucinante y transforma la vida. No hay nada que
pueda sacudir mas a la gente que la Resurreccion
(ver, por ejemplo, Mt 28:11-15). Puesto que Jesus
ha resucitado y la muerte ha sido derrotada, la
gente debe cambiar sus vidas dramatica y
radicalmente. Este desafio resultara en
arrepentimiento o persecucion, posiblemente
ambos. Estas reacciones resultan en alegria para
los cristianos (ver Le 15:7; Heh 5:41).
