Thirty-Second Sunday of Ordinary Time
November 12, 2023

Dear Parishioners,
As we hear about the signs of the “end times” in our
Gospel this weekend, I would like to share with you
the following reflection from a homily that my
friend, mentor, and former Pastor Fr. Ray Suriani
gave a few years ago, entitled: What Would You Do
If You Knew You Were Going to Die Within the
Next 24 Hours?: “The doctor looks at you and says,
‘I'm sorry, I'm really sorry, but you've contracted a
serious and incurable blood disease, and by this time
tomorrow, you'll be dead.’ Try, as best you can, to
imagine yourself in that situation I just described.
The doctor, in effect, has just told you that you have
about 24 hours to live. What would you do during
that time? What would you do during your last 24
hours on planet earth? Aside from saying goodbye to
those you love the most, what would you do to get
ready to meet Jesus Christ face to face? Is there any-
thing that you know you’d need to do? For example,
would you feel the need to make an appointment with
a priest to make a good Confession, especially if you
know that you need to confess some serious sins that
you've never confessed before? Or would you need
to make peace with some people in your life? Maybe
we are at odds with members of our own families, or
some estranged friends or co-workers? We do not
want to have any unforgiveness w/in us. Or would
you immediately stop doing some of the things
vou've been doing habitually - some bad habits that
you need to break? (certain TV shows or movies that
you are watching; or gossiping, criticizing others
faults; or looking down on others) Would you feel a
lot of regret for some good things that you didn’t do
that you know you should have done? For example,
would you say, ‘I wish I had been a lot more

(fill in the blank: “patient, forgiving, kind,
understanding, committed to Christ and his truth”,
etc.)?’ Would you say, ‘I wish I had prayed more
often; Iwish I had gone to Mass more often; I wish I
had taken the Beatitudes and the other teachings of
Jesus Christ more seriously in my life?” Reflecting
hypothetically on our last 24 hours of life can be a
profitable activity to engage in at least every once in
a while. It can certainly provide a powerful incentive
to examine our consciences well.” My brothers and
sisters, let us always be ready for the “end times”,

whether it be the actual “end times” with Jesus’
Second Coming, or our own “end times” when the
Lord comes to us at the moment of death. As we
gather together this coming Thursday for Thanks-
giving, let us give thanks to the Lord for all that He
has done in our lives: grateful for the very gift of life
- for being alive; grateful for the gift of Eternal Life -
that Jesus won for us through His Passion, Death and
Resurrection; grateful for our Catholic Faith and the
Church that Jesus founded for us - to help guide us
to Eternal Life; grateful for our Blessed Mother, the
Saints, and all of the angel's (especially our guardian
angels) intercession in our lives; grateful for the gift
of our families, relatives, and friends - never taking
these relationships for granted; grateful to the Lord
for our parish family - by which we have the
opportunity to grow in our faith with like-minded
individuals; and also grateful for the gift of God’s
creation and how He provides for us each day. God
bless!

LET’S DIG IT UP

“I went and hid your talent in the ground.”—
Matthew 25:25, RSV-CE

In the ancient world, a “talent” was a large sum of
money. Our Lord plainly says that He expects
much from those who have been given much (Lk
12:48). We servants of the Lord are branches
connected to the vine, and because of that
connection, we will bear fruit (Jn 15:5). In
today’s Gospel parable, the money can be
compared to spiritual gifts and graces that God
has given to each servant (Mt 25:14ff). God
expects much in return because of such great need
in suffering, sinful humanity.

If, by our inaction, we do nothing with the gifts
and graces He has given us, we become dormant,
petrified, and fossilized (Jn 15:6). We stifle the
Spirit {1 Thes 5:19) and bear no fruit.

So, if you have buried your “talent,” go and dig it
up. Stir into flame the gift of the Holy Spirit the
Lord bestowed in your Baptism and Confirmation
(2 Tm 1:6-7). “Receive the Holy Spirit” anew (In
20:22).

Fr. Al Lauer, founding and long-time author

of One Bread, One Body, said: “The more | say
‘No’ to myself, the more I say ‘Yes’ to the Holy
Spirit.” Therefore, deny your very self, take up
your daily cross (Lk 9:23), and beg the Lord for
more of the Holy Spirit (Lk 11:13}. Allow the
Spirit to take control of your life and bear His
fruit.

Prayer: Father, prune away anything You wish
in my life (Jn 15:2) to make me a fruitful branch
for You.

Promise: “The day of the Lord is coming like a
thief in the night.” —1 Thes 5:2

Praise: Praise You, risen Jesus, Emmanuel,
“God with us!” You became flesh and dwelt
among us. Praise You for letting us see Your
glory (Jn 1:14).
