Dear Parishioners,

Friday, January 22nd, was the 48th Anniversary of the
tragic Supreme Court decision “Roe vs. Wade”, that
legalized the killing of innocent children in the womb
through abortion. On the following day, after I prayed
the Rosary outside of the killing center known as
Planned Parenthood in Providence, I went to the State
House for a pro-life rally, in which my 15 year old niece
gave a powerful witness about the sacredness of life in
the womb. I would like to share her witness with you.
“Good Afiernoon, my name is Kaelie Kennedy. I am
here today to speak up for the innocent babies being
murdered each day. What does it mean to truly be pro-
life? According to Medline Plus Genetics, a clump of
cells is the basic building blocks of all living things. The
human body is composed of trillions of cells. They
provide structure for the body, take in nutrients from
food, convert those nutrients into energy, and carry oul
specialized functions. If a baby was just identified as a
clump of cells, there wouldn't be baby showers, gender
reveals, nor pregnancy announcements. Did you know
that ‘in the first trimester of a woman’s pregnancy a
baby develops a brain and spinal cord. Their organs
also begin to form. The baby's heart beals al four weeks.
Fingers and toes form at the end of eight weeks. This is
Jjust the first trimester. A ‘clump of cells’ doesn’t have
brains, spinal cords, a heartbeat, efc. In school we are
learning about slavery and how black people were
viewed as servants and not people. Back then, slavery
was seen as normal and as given an option to torture or
kill a human being. Is that what our world has come to?
Abortion being seen'as solving a woman’s crisis?
Treating babies as if they don’t feel pain? Pairicia
Sandoval is a woman who had three abortions herself
and worked for Planned Parenthood. She is pro-life now
after witnessing an abortion...The last most popular
argument I would like to address is with a dying from a
pregnancy. If there was ever a case where a woman
could die from childbirth, there are so many monitors
and blood tests that help prevent this. Also, there is
always an option for an emergency C-section. Abortion
actually causes more risks. If the abortionist doesn’t
remove all of the baby, then the mother could die. Let’s
not forget killing a human being is never right even if
there weren't these options. If you were dying and there
was a magical cure to live if you killed someone, would
youdoit?

You know people talk about women’s rights and how
their bodies are their choice. Al what point does a baby
gel a right to its own body and rights? There are female
babies too. Does women's rights start at a specific age?
Their right to live the most important right is being
stripped away from them as a choice. Since when do
people have the right to decide whether someone can
live or die? Pretty sure that is God'’s job. A woman'’s
body is their own decision of how they want to live, but
not when there are two bodies. Four arms and four legs
don’t create one woman. Not one person has 2 DNA'’s.
A mother has one and so does a child. Moral of the story
is... We have to fight for these babies’ lives. We have to
stand up for the unborn and give other options. I will
forever stand for life and I hope that my testimony
encourages you to continue to do the same. God Bless!”

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PROPHET-ABLE
“If a prophet presumes to speak in My name an
oracle that I have not commanded him to speak, or
speaks in the name of other gods, he shall die.” —
Deuteronomy 18:20 If prophets prophesy
something God did not tell them to say, they risk
death. This makes prophets feel like being quiet.
However, if prophets “do not speak out to dissuade
the wicked man from his way, he [the wicked man]
shall die for his guilt, but [God] will hold [them]
responsible for his death” (Ez 33:8). If we are silent
in the face of evil, we are held responsible for the
deaths of sinners. We must be careful when we
prophesy, but we shouldn’t be silent. This dilemma
makes us feel like not being prophets. However, the
Lord commands us to seek above all the gift of
prophecy (1 Cor 14:1). Even if we don’t have the
gift of prophecy, we must obey the prophets’
messages, for without prophecy we perish (Prv
29:18). If we don’t listen to Jesus and His prophets,
we “shall be ruthlessly cut off from the people”
(Acts 3:23). In summary, we must not despise
prophecies (1 Thes 5:20) but be open to them. We
should be open to being prophets ourselves. We
must neither be silent nor careless in prophesying.
As best as we can discern, we must say what the
Lord tells us to say when He wants us to say it.
Prophesy obediently, courageously, boldly, and
carefully.
Prayer: Father, may I be enlightened, encouraged,
and built up by the prophetic messages of the Pope.
Promise: “He is our God, and we are the people He
shepherds, the flock He guides.” —Ps 95:7
Praise: “For great is the Lord and highly to be
praised; and awesome is He, beyond all gods” (1
Chr 16:25). Jesus, we worship You, fully God and
fully man!
