Dear Parishioners,

One month ago, our Finance Council met to
approve the Annual Financial Report for our
Parish. I have attached the report to the back of
this bulletin. Our offertory collections have
increased, as many of our parishioners have
now returned to Mass over this past year. We
also had an increase in outreach donations. You
will notice a big increase in “Other Revenue”,
which includes a very large donation that we
received from one of our parishioners, as well
as the money received for the “Memorial
plaques” in the back of the church. With the
“Extraordinary Income”, there is also a big
difference, in a positive direction for our parish.
That can be attributed to “investments” into the
“Parish investment” account, which did well
over the past year. Even though the overall
numbers are encouraging for our patish, we still
could use an increase of financial support from
every parishioner. Our Masses are not regularly
attended well, and we barely bring in $3000 on
the weekends between the four Masses. With
this in mind, I would like to encourage every
family in our parish to pray about giving
more to the parish. Thankfully over the past
year, we have addressed the repairs that needed
to be done (the outside roof of the church and
the inside work that needed to be done because
of the outside water damage). The majority of
our bills has to do with the simple running of the
church, rectory, and parish hall. As we approach
the great feast of Thanksgiving, I want to
especially thank the Lord for each one of you,
and especially for the ways in which you have
contributed your “time, talent, and treasure” to
our parish. As a parish family, may we continue
to pray for, and encourage one another in the
Faith. God Bless!

MONEY TALKS

“This poor widow contributed more than all the
others.” —Mark 12:43

The widow of Zarephath and the widow in
today’s Gospel reading both gave from their
want, all that they “had to live on” (Mk 12:44;
1 Kgs 17:13ff). When Zacchaeus accepted
salvation, he gave half his possessions to the
poor (Lk 19:8). Barnabas donated his farm to
the Church (Acts 4:37). It became so common
to do this that Ananias and Sapphira lied and
said they gave to the Church all the money they
received from selling a piece of property,
although they had only given most of it (Acts
5:2-3). Paul had to caution the Macedonians
about over-giving! (2 Cor 8:13) They gave to
the point of impoverishing themselves. We
don’t seem to have this problem today.
Christians today seem light-years away from the
financial giving we see in the Bible, especially
in the New Testament. Many Christians aren’t
even tithing, and tithing is B.C. It’s 2,000 years
behind the times. We must repent of watering
down our faith. We have become lukewarm not
only in financial matters, but also in many other
areas (Rv 3:16). We must repent, even if we’re
the first ones or the only ones to repent.
