Twenty-Ninth Sunday of Ordinary Time
Octoberl 9, 2025

Peace and goodness, dear brothers and sisters in our
Lord Jesus Christ.

This Sunday we celebrate World Mission Sunday
(Domund). Pope Pius XI established that the penul-
timate Sunday of October would be World Mission
Sunday for the entire Church, in support of the
Pontifical Society for the Propagation of the Faith;
a day to inspire Catholics to love and financially
support the missionary cause. Likewise, Pope Leo
XIV invites "every Catholic parish in the world to
participate in World Mission Sunday. Your prayers
and support help proclaim the Gospel, sustain pas-
toral and catechetical programs, build new chur-
ches, and meet the health and educational needs of
our brothers and sisters in mission lands" (Message
of the Holy Father Leo X1V, 2025).

[ witnessed this day of prayer and solidarity, this
World Mission Sunday. For two years, I lived in
Nicaragua, in a large parish called San Isidro Labra-
dor, El Rama, Nicaragua (300 kilometers from
Managua, the country's capital). This parish has
around 100 small communities scattered among the
mountains on the South Atlantic coast of Nicara-
gua, where, as a missionary, I was able to attend
these small chapels three times a year to celebrate
Holy Mass and the sacraments. Sometimes [ would
take a boat four hours upriver, then two or three
hours on horseback guided by a baquiano (a guide
who knew the area) to reach the small town. Lost in
the jungle, there was no electricity or phone service.
The small church was the center of the town, where
people who had walked an hour or two on horse-
back would gather every Sunday to celebrate the
Word (a lay delegate of the Word led the Liturgy of
the Word), and catechists would prepare children,
young people, and couples to receive the sacra-
ments during the priest's missionary tours (in this
case, my own, to celebrate Mass, hear confessions,
celebrate first communions, and perform marria-
ges). I have many anecdotes during my missionary
tours, among them I remember: on one occasion
while 1 was riding a horse, the baquiano (guide of
the area), passed under a tree and this in turn
disturbed a hive of wasps, and when T passed by the
same place, the wasps threw themselves at me and

the beast (horse), the animal began to run and as I
could I stopped it and at the same time I removed
the wasps, in total about 20 wasp stings (that burned
and stung me all over the body, but 1 had to
continue, since it was the first chapel of a whole
week of mission). On another occasion, I was head-
ing to a wedding in torrential rain, and the horse I
was riding saw a snake. It got frightened and turned
violently (the animal), causing me to fall to the
ground in front of the snake (what a fright). But I
couldn't get up and get back on the same horse to
get to the chapel: soaked from head to toe, in pain
from the impact of the fall. Upon arriving at the
humble chapel, I had to look for a river to clean
myself of the mud, then drink something hot,
celebrate the marriage, and return the same way to
celebrate Mass at the parish (Saturday night).
Finally, another memory from a missionary tour:
another fall from a horse, but this time, I got a huge
bump (swelling on my forehead). At that moment,
I thought my forehead was going to explode...
However, 1 got back on the horse, reached the
riverbank, and took the boat two hours downriver to
reach the parish. What memories, but doubtless, the
best of my life as a missionary, a firsthand witness
to the love and fervor of these humble people and
the faith they transmitted to me (as a priest) in their
daily struggle and sacrifices to maintain the faith, in
a country where the Church suffers persecution
(three bishops expelled, along with a hundred
priests expelled from Nicaragua), where every
Sunday I celebrated Mass with two police officers
at the main door of the church, and at the end of
Holy Mass, they would approach me to ask:
"Father, what was the central message of your
preaching?" However, the police recorded my
homilies and took photographs of me while I
celebrated Holy Mass.

This Sunday, the Word of God invites us to reflect
on prayer. And immediately, the biblical quotation
from Saint Paul to the Thessalonians came to mind:
"Pray without ceasing” (Thess. 5:17). How can a
Christian pray without ceasing? Or, how can we
pray or pray? The answer is simple, as the
Evangelist tells us: “Lord, teach us to pray...” We



must turn to the Lord and humbly ask for the gift of
prayer. The Gospels repeatedly tell us that Jesus
withdrew to pray alone with his Father (see Mk.
1:35-35; Lk. 6:12; Mt. 14:23).

The first reading invites us to reflect that victory is
not found in weapons, but in trust in God (the Book
of Exodus speaks only of Israel's victory over the
Amalekites). For Jews, the way to pray to God is
with raised hands, which expresses their need and
at the same time their search for God (this is the
symbol of Moses' raised hands during the battle).
Regarding the Gospel (the unjust judge and the poor
widow), Jesus, who knows us well, teaches us
through a parable how we should always pray,
without fainting, without becoming discouraged,
reminding his disciples, those then and those now,
that we must always place our trust in the Father,
remain in communion with Him and in persevering
prayer, thus experiencing that He will never cease
to listen to us, love us, and be on our side.

This Sunday's Word strongly reminds us that
persevering and trusting prayer must necessarily be
a prayer of sensitivity and concern for the weak and
the poor, and that this concern must be expressed by
administering justice to them.

Are the poor of the world and their needs present in
our prayer?

God doesn't delay. To whom does He turn? Day and
night. He executes justice without delay. But will
this faith be found on earth?

In this Eucharist, we ask Jesus again: "Lord, teach
us to pray!" and we unite our supplications with
His. Am I aware of this request when He prayed the
Lord's Prayer?

iPaz y Bien!, estimados hermanos y hermanas en
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo.

Este domingo celebramos el Domund (Domingo
Mundial de las Misiones), el papa Pio XI establecio
que el peniltimo domingo de octubre fuera para toda
la Iglesia el Domingo Mundial de las Misiones, en
favor de la Obra Pontificia de la Propagacién de la Fe;
un dia para mover a los catélicos a amar y apoyar
econdmicamente la causa misionera. Asimismo, el
papa Ledn X1V invita “a cada parroquia catélica del
mundo a participar en la Jornada Mundial de las
Misiones. Sus oraciones y su apoyo ayudan a anunciar
el Evangelio, a sostener programas pastorales y
catequéticos, a construir nuevas iglesias y a atender
las necesidades de salud y de educacion de nuestros
hermanos y hermanas en tierras de misiéon” (Mensaje
del santo Padre Ledn X1V, 2025).

Yo fui testigo de esta jornada de oracién y solida-
ridad, de este Domingo Mundial de las Misiones.
Pues por dos afios vivi en Nicaragua, en una gran
parroquia llamada: San Isidro Labrador, El Rama,
Nicaragua (300 kilémetros de la Managua, la capital
del pais). Dicha parroquia tiene alrededor de cien
pequefias comunidades, dispersas entre la montafia en
el Atlantico Sur de Nicaragua, en donde como misio-
nero podia atender tres veces al afio, estas pequefias
capillas para celebrar la Santa Misa y los sacramentos.
En ocasiones tomaba el bote, a cuatro horas rio arriba,
luego dos o tres horas a caballo guiado por un baquia-
no (guia que conocia la zona), para llegar al pequefio
pueblo, perdido entre la jungla, no habia electricidad,
ni sefial de teléfono. La pequefia iglesia era el centro
del pueblo, en donde se reunian las personas que
caminaban una hora o dos horas a caballo, domingo
con domingo para celebrar la Palabra (un delegado de
la Palabra (laico), dirigia la Liturgia de la Palabra), y
los catequistas preparaban a los nifios, jovenes y
parejas para recibir los sacramentos, durante las giras
misioneras del sacerdote (en este caso de mi persona,
para celebrar la Santa Misa, confesar, celebrar las
primeras comuniones y realizar los matrimonios).
Tengo muchas anécdotas durante mis giras misio-
neras, entre ellas recuerdo: en una ocasién mientras
iba montado en un caballo, el baquiano (guia de la
zona), paso por debajo de un arbol y €ste a su vez
alboroto un panal de avispas, y al pasar yo por el
mismo lugar, las avispas se me tiraron encima a mi
persona y a la bestia (caballo), el animal empezo a

correr y como pude lo detuve y al mismo tiempo me
quitaba las avispas, en total como 20 piquetes de
avispa (que me ardia y picaba en todo el cuerpo, pero
debia seguir, pues era la primera capilla de una
semana entera de mision). En otra ocasion, me dirigfa
a realizar un matrimonio, debajo de una lluvia torren-
cial y el caballo que habia montado vio una serpiente,
se asusto y giro violentamente (el animal), provocan-
do que cayera al suelo al frente de la serpiente (que
susto mas grande), pero nada levantarme del suelo y
volver a montarme en el mismo caballo, para llegar a
la capilla: empapado de la cabeza a los pies, adolorido
del golpe de la caida y al llegar a la humilde capilla,
buscar un rio para limpiarme del lodo, luego tomar
algo caliente, celebrar el matrimonio y regresar por el
mismo camino, para celebrar la misa en la parroquia
(sabado por la noche).

Por ultimo, otro recuerdo durante una gira misional:
otra caida de un caballo, pero en estd ocasidn, se me
hizo un gran chichote (hinchazoén en ia frente), en ese
momento, pensé que me iba a estallar la frente... sin
embargo, montar nuevamente el caballo, llegar a la
orilla del rio y tomar el bote dos horas rio abajo, para
llegar a la parroquia. Que recuerdos, pero si dudar, los
mejores de mi vida como misionero, testigo de
primera mano del amor, el fervor de estas humildes
personas y la fe que me transmitian a mf (como sacer-
dote), en su lucha diaria y sus sacrificios por mantener
la fe, en un pais en donde la iglesia sufre la persecu-
cidn (tres obispos expulsados, junto a un centenar de
sacerdotes expulsados de Nicaragua), en donde cada
domingo celebraba la misa con dos policias en la
puerta principal del templo y al finalizar la Santa
Misa, se me acercaban a preguntarme: ;Padre, cuél
fue su mensaje central de su predicacion?, sin embar-
go, la policia grababan mis homilias y me tomaban
fotografias, mientras celebraba la Santa Misa.

Este domingo la Palabra de Dios, nos invita a
reflexionar sobre la oracidén. Y de forma inmediata
vino a mi mente la cita biblica de San Pablo a los
Tesalonicenses: “Orar sin cesar” (Tes. 5, 17), {cdmo
puede el cristiano orar sin cesar?, o bien jcoémo orar
0 hacer oracion? La respuesta es simple como nos
dice el evangelista: “Sefior, enséiianos a orar... ",
debemos dirigirnos al Sefior y pedirle con humildad,
el don de la oracion; los evangelios repetidamente nos
dicen que Jesus se retiraba a orar a solas con su
Padre (Cfr. Mc. 1, 35-35; Lc. 6, 12; Mt. 14, 23).



La primera lectura nos invita a reflexionar que la
victoria no esta en las armas, sino en la confianza en
Dios (el libro del Exodo, habla tan solo de la victoria
de Israel contra los amalecitas), para el judio la forma
de orar a Dios es con las manos en alto, que expresa
su necesidad y al mismo tiempo la basqueda de Dios
(este es el simbolo de las manos en alto de Moisés
durante la batalla).

En cuanto al evangelio (el juez injusto y la pobre viu-
da), Jests, que nos conoce bien, a través de una paré-
bola, nos ensefla como debemos orar siempre, sin
desfallecer, sin desanimarnos recordando a sus disci-
pulos, los de entonces y los de ahora, que debemos
poner siempre nuestra confianza en el Padre, estar en
comunién con Ll y en la oracién perseverante, experi-
mentar asi que nunca va a dejar de escucharnos,
querernos y estar de nuestra parte.

La Palabra de este domingo nos recuerda fuertemente
que una oracion perseverante y confiada debe ser
necesariamente una oracion de sensibilidad y preocu-
pacion por los débiles y por los pobres, y que esa
preocupacién debe expresarse administrandoles justi-
cia.

(En nuestra oracion estan presentes los pobres del
mundo y sus necesidades? :
Dios no da largas, a ;quién acude a EI?, dia y noche.
Hace justicia sin tardar. Pero... jencontrard esta fe en
la tierra?

En esta eucaristia pedimos de nuevo a Jesas: “jSeflor,
enséiianos a orar!” y unimos nuestras suplicas a las de
él. ; Estoy consciente de esta peticion, cuando rezé la
oracién del Padre Nuestro?
