Sixth Sunday of Ordinary Time
February 15, 2026

Peace and Goodness! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ,

1.Introduction

For the past two Sundays, we have been reading chap-
ter five of the Gospel of Saint Matthew. Today we
continue with this chapter and will finish reading it next
Sunday. It is known as the Sermon on the Mount
(Chapter 5 of Saint Matthew). In it, we find what we
might call the “fundamental catechism” of all
Christian life. The beginning of today’s Gospel offers a
good key to interpreting the entire sermon. Jesus con-
trasts two types of justice: that of the scribes and
Pharisees and his own, which he calls “a greater
righteousness than that of the scribes and Pharisees.”

The first two readings, from the Book of Sirach and
from Saint Paul to the Corinthians, speak of wisdom.
And Paul specifies that the wisdom he speaks of is the
wisdom of the perfect, since it is revealed by the Spirit,
“who penetrates all things, even the depths of God.” It
is a wisdom different from that of the wise of this world.
Clearly, this wisdom is that of Jesus, the wisdom we
have heard in the Gospel readings of the past two
Sundays and the wisdom we will hear in today's Gospel.

Biblical Reflection on the Texts

The first reading from Ecclesiasticus (a book of wis-
dom) is framed within a context about the mystery of
sin and human freedom. The problem is posed as an
answer to the well-known origin of sin or evil: Is God
responsible for the evil we experience? The fact that
human beings are weak 1s neither a misfortune nor a
limitation of creation. The author of this book answers,
in this case, that we have complete freedom to cloose:
between water and fire, between life and death, between
good and evil.

The second reading, from the Letter of the Corinthians
2:6-10, continues the message of Christian wisdom. The
wisdom of the “mystery of God” (I Corinthians 2:1)
cannot be imposed with facile words, nor even with the
Hellenistic reasoning still highly valued in the city of
Corinth. This wisdom, moreover, is explained from the
cross, from the failure of the one who has most made us
admire the “mystery of God.”

Paul senses that the wise of this world, whether pagan
or religious, could reproach the Christians; in fact, they
did rebuke him: “What kind of wisdom is it that looks
upon a crucified man? What kind of wisdom denies
man freedom and the right to do as he pleases?” But
the apostle is not ashamed; he is convinced that
Christianity possesses a wisdom, the wisdom of'its God,
that is mysterious, hidden, and contradictory: a wisdom
that knows how to forgive and love; that builds a world
of relationships, not on power, money, or force, but on
giving to those who have no opportunity, on being
something, on being persons, on having dignity, even if
they lack knowledge. This is not wisdom based on
speculation, but rather wisdom made possible by the
Spirit of God, with whom all God's children are
endowed.

The Gospel invites us to consider Jesus' alternative to
the law and to defend the weak. Matthew 5:21-26
speaks of "killing" (killing begins in many ways and
forms). That is, we must not allow anger to take root in
our hearts, nor have adversaries in court or in the prac-
tice of religion, because all of this separates us from the
Beatitudes (Sermon on the Morunt).

Furthermore, marriage 1s not simply about sexual rela-
tions, but about a relationship of equality based on
mutual respect, mutual support, and mutual defense,
especially the defense of the weaker party. In that so-
ciety, the weak were women, children, orphans, and
widows. Divorce is an attack on love, and in any case,
if separation becomes necessary because love has died,
the man and the woman have the same right (the Church
does not speak of divorce, but rather of a dispensation
from marriage when it finds flaws in the sacrament of
marriage. Such flaws could include lies that one spouse
has concealed from the other, a mental illness that
renders one incapable of receiving the sacrament, or
having been forced into marriage).

The same can be said about oaths. In a certain way, they
too are an attack on love. Where there are healthy
relationships, where there is fraternity, where there 1s
the capacity for forgiveness, where there is mutual trust,
no oath is necessary. An oath indicates distrust, a fear
that the other will lie. Loyalty should govern human
relationships.



Unfortunately, legalism is still prevalent in many pla-
ces today. Feigning virtue or devotion is a temptation
that besets religious people. The expression, “I don’t
kill, steal, or harm anyone,” demonstrates a misunder-
standing of the Gospel. For it is not only about not
stealing, but about sharing generously.

Let us ask ourselves some questions to delve deeper
into this Word of Salvation:

1. Do I live the commandments as a rigid and burden-
some rule that I must bear, or rather as that which
orders my life and leads me to freedom?

2. Do [ strive to live the commandments each day? Do
[ understand that the reward is in the Kingdom of
Heaven?

3. What good is it to keep the Law if I lack love? Do |
understand that the fullness of the Law lies in love?

4. What does the commandment “Thou shalt not kill”
tell me? Does it feel foreign to me? With what
attitudes, gestures, or thoughts do [ eliminate my
brothers and sisters from my life?

Introduccion

Desde hace dos domingos estamos leyendo el capitulo
cinco del evangelio de San Mateo. Hoy seguimos con
este capitulo y terminaremos su lectura el domingo que
viene. Es el conocido como Sermon de la Montaiia
(Cap. 5 de San Mateo). En ¢l encontramos lo que
podriamos calificar de “catecismo fundamental” de
toda vida cristiana. El comienzo del evangelio de hoy
ofrece una buena clave para interpretar todo el sermon.
Jests contrapone dos tipos de justicia: la de los escribas
y fariseos y la suya propia, que él califica de “justicia
mayor que la de los escribas y fariseos”.

Las dos primeras lecturas, la del libro del Eclesiastico y
la de san Pablo a los Corintios, hablan de sabiduria. Y
Pablo precisa que la sabiduria de la que ¢l habla es la
sabiduria de los perfectos, ya que la revela el Espiritu,
“que todo lo penetra, hasta las profundidades de
Dios”. Se trata de una sabiduria distinta a la de los
sabios de este mundo. Evidentemente, esta sabiduria es
la de Jesus, la que hemos ido escuchando en el evangelio
de estos dos domingos pasados y la que escucharemos
en el evangelio de hoy.

Reflexion biblica de los textos

La primera lectura del Eclesiastico (libro sapiencial =
sabiduria), estd enmarcada en un contexto sobre el
misterio del pecado vy la libertad humana. El
problema se plantea como una respuesta al famoso
origen del pecado o del mal; gacase Dios es
responsable del mal que experimentamos? El hecho de
que el ser humano sea débil no es una desgracia, ni una
limitacion creacional. La respuesta del autor de este
libro, en este caso, es precisamente de que tenemos toda
la libertad para elegir: entre el agua y el fuego, entre
la vida y la muerte, entre el bien y el mal.

La segunda lectura, de la carta ICor. 2,6-10, prosigue
con el mensaje de la sabiduria cristiana. La sabiduria del
“misterio de Dios” (ICor. 2,1) no puede imponerse con
la palabra facil, ni siquiera con el raciocinio helenista
que es algo muy apreciado todavia en el ambito de la
ciudad de Corinto. Esa sabiduria, ademas, se explica
desde la cruz, desde el fracaso de quien mas nos ha
hecho admirar el “misterio de Dios”.

Pablo siente que los sabios de este mundo bien paganos
o bien religiosos, le podian reprochar a los cristianos, de
hecho, le increparon: ;jqué sabiduria es la suya que
miran a un hombre crucificado? ;qué sabiduria es
esa que niega al hombre ser libre y hacer lo que le
plazca? Pero el apostol no se avergiienza por ello; esta
convencido de que el cristianismo tiene una sabiduria,
la de su Dios, que es misteriosa, escondida,
contradictoria: aquella que sabe perdonar y amar; que
construye un mundo de relaciones, no en el poder, en el
dinero, en la fuerza, sino en dar a los que no tienen
posibilidad, ser algo, ser personas, tener una dignidad,
aunque no tengan muchos conocimientos. No es una
sabiduria que se fundamenta en especulaciones, sino
aquella que hace posible el Espiritu de Dios, para el que
estan dotados todos los hijos de Dios.

En el evangelio nos invita a mirar la alternativa de Jesus
ante la ley y a tomar la defensa de los débiles. Mateo 5,
21-26 nos habla de “matar” (se comienza a matar de
muchas formas y de muchas maneras). Es decir, no dejar
espacio en nuestro corazon a la ira, ni tener adversarios
en tribunales ni a la hora de practicar la religion, porque
todo eso nos aparta de las bienaventuranzas (Sermdn de
la Montaiia).

Por otra parte, el matrimonio no se reduce a relaciones
sexuales, sino a una relacion de igualdad en el respeto
mutuo, en la ayuda mutua, en la defensa mutua, sobre
todo en la defensa del mds débil; y en aquella sociedad
el débil era la mujer, el nifio, el huérfano y la viuda. El
divorcio es un atentado contra el amor y, en todo caso,
si se hiciera necesaria una separacion porque el amor ha
muerto, el mismo derecho tienen el varon y la mujer (la
Iglesia no habla de divorcio, pero si de una dispensa
matrimonial, cuando encuentra vicios durante el
sacramento del matrimonio, tales vicios podrian ser:
mentiras que un conyuge haya ocultado al otro, alguna
enfermedad mental que haga incapaz de asumir el
sacramento o haberse casado forzado por alguien).

Digase lo mismo a proposito del juramento. En cierto
modo también es un atentado contra el amor. Alli donde
hay relaciones sanas, donde hay fraternidad, donde hay
capacidad de perdon, donde hay confianza mutua no es
necesario ningun juramento. El juramento indica
desconfianza. miedo a que el otro mienta. La lealtad
debe regir las relaciones humanas.



Desgraciadamente, hoy el legalismo sigue presente en
muchas partes. Fingir virtud o devocion es una tentacion
que acecha al hombre religioso. La expresion:“ yo no
mato, ni robo, ni hago mal a nadie”, demuestra que no
se ha entendido el evangelio. Pues no se trata solo de no
robar, sino de compartir generosamente.

¢ Comprendo que la recompensa estd en el Reino de
los Cielos?

3. ¢De qué sirve cumplir la Ley si carezco de amor?
¢ Comprendo qué la plenitud de la Ley radica en el
amor?

4. ;Qué me dice el mandamiento “no mataras”, siento
que me es ajeno? ;Con qué actitudes, gestos o
pensamientos elimino a mis hermanos de mi vida?
