T hird Sunday of Faster
April 1<, 2024

Dear Parishioners,

During this Easter season, we are reminded of the
beautiful Sacrament of Baptism. We had three
young men of our parish receive the Sacrament at
the Easter Vigil, and this Sunday, we will have
seven children receive the Sacrament. In this
Sacrament of Baptism, our original sin that we
inherited through Adam and Eve, was wiped away.
We became children of God - sons and daughters
of our Heavenly Father. We received the Seven
Gifts of the Holy Spirit - wisdom, knowledge,
counsel, understanding, fortitude, fear of the Lord,
and piety. We also became members of a very big
family, the Catholic Church. In the Sacrament of
Baptism, our parents committed themselves to
teaching us the Catholic Faith, leading by both
word and example. They chose godparents for us,
that are also living the Catholic Faith, and promi-
sed during the Sacrament, that they would help our
parents in raising us in the Catholic Faith. This is a
very important point. First, we ask that the
parents be registered in the Parish as members,
part of our parish family, so that their child
becomes part of our parish community as well,
attending Mass together each weekend. The
Church then asks that the godparents obtain a
"sponsor form" from their parish, stating that they
have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy
Communion, Confirmation, and if married,
Married in the Catholic Church. It is also impor-
tant that the godparents are practicing the Catholic
Faith, attending Mass each weekend, and being
that good example for their future godchild to
follow. Here is part of the Rite of the Sacrament of
Baptism, which shows the important role that both
parents and godparents have in the spiritual
formation of the child to be baptized. "Dear
parents and godparents: You have come here to
present this child for baptism. By water and the
Holy Spirit, he (she) is to receive the gift of new
life from God, who is love. On your part, you mist
make it your constant care to bring him (her) up in
the practice of the faith. See that the divine life
which God gives him (her) is kept safe from the

poison of sin, to grow always stronger in his (her)
heart. If your faith makes you ready to accept this
responsibility, renew now the vows of your own
baptism. Reject sin; profess your faith in Christ
Jesus. This is the faith of the Church. This is the
faith in which this child is about to be baptized."”
My brothers and sisters, let us thank God for the
Sacrament of Baptism. Let us live holy lives
because we were baptized into the Death and
Resurrection of Jesus Christ, and let us be that
good example for others to follow as faithful
disciples of Jesus Christ. God bless!

I’LL PASS

“Everything written about Me in the law
of Moses and the prophets and psalms had
to be fulfilled.” —Luke 24:44

Wouldn’t it have been a wonderful thing to
have walked with Jesus and the two disciples
on the road to Emmaus? We would have
heard every Scripture in the Old Testament
that prophesied about Jesus’ Passion, death,
and Resurrection.

Well, the Church has just read to us in the
daily liturgies of Lent many of those same
Old Testament Scriptures that Jesus opened
up for the disciples (Lk 24:27). The disciples
passed those Scriptures on to many others;
these Scriptures have since been passed on
by the Church, all the way down to us.

During Easter, we focus on celebrating the
Resurrection of Jesus. The Lord Himself,
however, testifies: “If [you will] not listen to
Moses and the prophets, [you] will not be
convinced even if one should rise from the
dead” (Lk 16:31). Faith in the risen Jesus
comes through hearing the Word of God
(Rm 10:17). Therefore, during this season of
Easter, attend Mass as frequently as
possible, even daily, to hear the Word of
God. Meditate on this Word day and night
(Ps 1:2; Jos 1:8). Treasure it in your heart
(Lk 2:19). Devour the prophetic Word
during this season of Easter (Jer 15:16).

What kind of passing will you do with the
Lenten and Easter Scriptures that prophesy
about Jesus? Will you pass them on to those
you meet? Or will you merely pass them up,
and let new life in Christ pass you by?

Prayer: Father, give me a heart to seek
You, ears to hear You, and the will to
worship, love, and serve You.

Promise: “God raised [Jesus] from the

dead, and we are His witnesses.” —Acts
3:15

Praise: “O Lord, our Lord, how glorious is
Your name over all the earth!” (Ps 8:2)
Alleluia to You, risen Lord Jesus, our
Savior!

Queridos feligreses,
