Peace and All Good! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ.

My Lord and my God!
Introduction

Since the year 2000, the Congregation for Divine
Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments has
added the phrase "or of Divine Mercy' to the
designation of the Second Sunday of Easter, in
accordance with the express wish of Pope Saint John
Paul II. Nevertheless, the Second Sunday of Easter is
popularly known in the liturgy as "Saint Thomas
Sunday," since—across all three liturgical cycles—
the Gospel reading for the day, featuring the scene
with Thomas, establishes the meaning and signifi-
cance of the accompanying readings. During these
Sundays, leading up to Pentecost, the cycle of
Matthew gives way to the Gospel of John, allowing
the latter-—with its unique theology and spirituality —
to serve as a guide and source of catechesis for the
Christian communities celebrating the Resurrection.

Commentary on the Readings for This Sunday

The text from Acts 2:42-47 (First Reading) offers a
synthesis of the life of the community, as presented to
us by the author of the Acts of the Apostles (Saint
Luke). However, a question arises: Did the early
Christian community truly live in this manner?
Undoubtedly, they did—though without the need to
assume that everything was perfect or that no pro-
blems whatsoever existed during the Church's
infancy.

This passage—highlighting the “four steadfast
practices' (the Apostles' teaching, *koinonia* or
fellowship, the breaking of the bread/Eucharist, and
prayer)—holds particular significance following the
event of Pentecost (the coming of the Holy Spirit) and
Peter's subsequent discourse. This leads to the
conclusion that there were no poor among them
(within that early Christian community)—a direct
consequence of *koinonia* (fellowship), which is not
merely a spiritual concept, but also a social and
practical reality (manifested through the sharing of
material goods with the poorest among them).
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The First Letter of Peter (Second Reading: 1 Pet 1:3—
9) is an epistle addressed to those living in the "Dis-
persion" and—undoubtedly—amidst "persecution.”
The text serving as today’s Second Reading begins on
a solemn note, proclaiming—above all else—the
resurrection of Jesus. And it is this very resurrection
that serves as the foundation for Christian "hope."

For this reason, the call to faith—which is a trust in
the "power'” of God—shapes the message conveyed
in verses 8-9. In this way, then, the aim has been to
establish a link with the concluding teaching of
today’s Gospel regarding Thomas and the beatitude
of "believing without seeing."

The Gospel text (Jn 20:19-31) is quite simple; it
consists of two parts (vv. 19-23 and vv. 26-27),
linked by the explanation in verses 24-25 regarding
Thomas’s absence. Both sections begin with the same
indication that the disciples are gathered together, and
in both instances, Jesus appears among them with the
greeting of peace (vv. 19, 26). These appearances,
therefore, represent a renewed encounter between the
risen and living Jesus and his disciples.

The "breath" upon the disciples calls to mind biblical
events that speak to us of a new creation—of new life
—brought about through the Spirit. One is reminded
here of Genesis 2:7 or Ezekiel 37. The Spirit of the
Risen Lord initiates a new world; and with the
sending forth of the disciples on their mission, a
"New Israel” 1s inaugurated—one that believes in
Christ and bears witness to the truth of the
Resurrection.

The figure of Thomas—the "doubting apostle"—
serves to illustrate the difficulties to which our own
faith is exposed. Thomas places no trust in the word
of his brothers; he seeks to believe solely on his own
terms, relying entirely on his own frailty. Ultimately,
he is setting himself upon an arduous path. Yet God
will not fail him now, any more than before; Jesus
Christ—the Risen One—will indeed "show himself"
in the very manner Thomas desires-—the very manner
in which so many of us wish for God to reveal himself
to us. However, by proceeding in this way, one will
not truly "enrcounter' the Lord. That is not the way



to "see' anything, to understand anything, or to
believe anything.

Thomas, therefore, must begin anew: he will not be
able to touch with his own hands the wounds in the
hands, feet, and side of the Risen One. For this figure
is not merely an "image," but rather the pure reality
of the One who possesses true life. And it is precisely
in the face of this experience—an experience of a life
distinct from his own, yet undeniably real—that
Thomas feels called to believe as his brothers do, and
as all humanity is called to believe. By saying, "My
Lord and my God," we accept that faith ceases to be
mere individualism and becomes, instead, a commu-
nion rooted in communal trust—allowing us to
experience that the God of Jesus is a God of life, not
of death.

Brothers and sisters, I wish you a Happy Easter in
the Lord! 1 take this opportunity to express my deep
gratitude to each of you who made the effort during
these holy days to participate in the religious services
(the Paschal Triduum), to contribute to the beautiful
Easter decorations, and to serve in the many other
ministries—often quietly and behind the scenes—that
helped make this Holy Week an experience of faith
and an encounter with the Risen Lord. Finally, I wish
to encourage all those brothers and sisters who
received the Sacraments of Christian Initiation (Bap-
tism, Eucharist, and Confirmation) during the Solemn
Easter Vigil to continue participating in and growing
in the faith within our parish community of St. John
the Baptist. I also invite you to ask yourselves: "In
which ministry can | serve the community?" Perhaps
as a lector, a catechist, a member of the choir, or by
joining the parish’s support and financial stewardship

group.

iSefior mio y Dios mio!
Introduccion

Desde el afio 2000 la Congregacion del Culto Divino
y de los Sacramentos ha afiadido, a la denominacién
de II* Domingo de Pascua, la expresion "o de la
Divina misericordia”, por expreso deseo del Papa
San Juan Pablo II. No obstante, el segundo domingo
de Pascua se le conoce popularmente en la liturgia por
el domingo de Santo Tomés, ya que, en los tres ciclos,
el evangelio del dia, con la escena de Tomas, se
determina el sentido y la fuerza de las lecturas. En
estos domingos, hasta Pentecostés, el ciclo de Mateo
deja paso al evangelio de Juan, para que éste, con su
teologia y con su espiritualidad, sirva de pauta y
catequesis a las comunidades cristianas que celebran
la resurreccién.

Comentario de las lecturas de este domingo

El texto de Hechos 2,42-4 (I Lectura), es una sintesis,
de la vida de la comunidad que el autor de los Hechos
de los Apostoles nos ofrece (San Lucas). Pero surge
una pregunta: ;Vivid asi la comunidad cristiana
primitiva? Sin duda que si, pero sin necesidad de
llegar a pensar que todo era perfecto y no habia
problema alguno al inicio de la iglesia.

Este texto de las cuatro perseverancias (ensefianza de
los apostoles, comunion/koindnia, fraccion del
pan/eucaristia) y la oracién) es especialmente signifi-
cativo después del acontecimiento de Pentecotés
(venida del Espiritu Santo) y del discurso de Pedro.
Lo anterior deriva a una conclusion de que no habia
pobres entre ellos (antigua comunidad cristiana), que
es la consecuencia de la koinonia (comunidn), que no
es solamente algo espiritual, sino también social y
practico (compartir los bienes materiales con los mas
pobres).

La primera carta de Pedro (Il Lectura 1Pe 1,3-9) es un
escrito a los que viven en la "dispersion" y, sin duda,
en la “persecucién”. En un tono solemne comienza el
texto que hoy sirve de 1" Lectura que proclama, ante

todo, la resurreccion de Jestis. Y es esa resurreccion
la que fundamenta la "esperanza” cristiana.

Por eso, la llamada a la fe, que es una confianza en el
"poder” de Dios, determina lo que se nos dice en los
vv. 89. Y de esta manera, pues, se ha pretendido
enlazar con la ensefianza final del evangelio de hoy
sobre Tomads y la bienaventuranza de "creer sin ver”.
El texto del evangelio (Jn 20,19-31), es muy sencillo,
tiene 2 partes (vv. 19-23 y vv. 26-27) unidas por la
explicacion de los vv. 24-25 sobre la ausencia de
Tomés. Las dos partes inician con la misma
indicacidn sobre los discipulos reunidos y en ambas
Jests se presenta con el saludo de la paz (vv. 19.26).
Las apariciones, pues, son un encuentro nuevo de
Jesus resucitado y vivo entre sus discipulos.

El "sople'" sobre los discipulos recuerda acciones
biblicas que nos hablan de la nueva creacién, de la
vida nueva, por medio del Espiritu. Se ha pensado en
Gn. 2,7 o en Ez. 37. El espiritu del Sefior Resucitado
inicia un mundo nuevo, y con el envio de los
discipulos a la misidn se inaugura un nuevo Israel que
cree en Cristo y testimonia la. verdad de la
resurreccion.

La figura de Tomads, el apostol incrédulo, nos quiere
presentar las dificultades a que nuestra fe esta expues-
ta. Tomas no se fia de la palabra de sus hermanos;
quiere creer desde €l mismo y desde su misma debili-
dad. En definitiva, se estd exponiende a un camino
arduo. Pero Dios no va a fallar ahora tampoco; Jesu-
cristo, el resucitado, va a «mostrarse» como Tomas
quiere, como muchos queremos que Dios se nos
muestre. Pero asi no se "encontrard' con el Sefior.
Esa no es forma de "ver” nada, ni entender nada, ni
creer nada.

Tomds, pues, debe comenzar de nuevo: no podra tocar
con sus manos las heridas de las manos del
Resucitado, de sus pies y de su costado, porque éste,
no es una «imageny, sino la realidad pura de quien
tiene la vida verdadera. Y es ante esa experiencia de
una vida distinta, pero verdadera, cuando Tomas se
siente llamado a creer como sus hermanos, como
todos los hombres. Diciendo «Sefior miio y Dios
nrion, es aceptar que la fe deja de ser puro personalis-
mo para ser comunion que se enraice en la confianza



comunitaria, y experimentar que el Dios de Jesis es
un Dios de vida y no de muerte.

Hermanos les deseo una ;jFeliz Pascua en el Sefior!
Aprovecho la ocasién para agradecer profundamente
a cada uno de ustedes que hicieron un esfuerzo en
estos dias santos, de participar en los oficios
religiosos (Tridium Pascual), la hermosa decoracion
de Pascua y otros tantos ministerios desde el silencio
para hacer de esta Semana Santa una experiencia de
fe y encuentro con el Sefior Resucitado. Por ltimo,
deseo animar a todos aquellos hermanos que
recibieron los sacramentos de iniciacién cristiana
(bautismo, eucaristia y confirmacion) en la Solemne
Vigilia Pascual, a seguir participando y creciendo en
la fe, en nuestra comunidad Parroquial de St. John the
Baptist. Y a preguntarse a si mismos: ;en cudl
ministerio puedo servir a la comunidad?: quizas como
lector, catequista, el coro o integrarse al grupo de
apoyo y sostén econdmico de la parroquia.
