The Solemnity of Corpus Christi
June 22, 2025

Dear Parishioners,

This weekend we will celebrate the Solemnity of
the Most Holy Body and Blood of our Lord
Jesus Christ, also known as “Corpus Christi”,
and on Tuesday (June 24th) will be the
Solemnity of the Birth of Saint John the
Baptist. On Sunday, we will gather together for
a luncheon as a parish community, to celebrate
both feasts, which is Providential because our
Patron Saint John the Baptist always pointed to
Jesus Christ. Who was Saint John the Baptist?
First, he was the miracle child of Zechariah and
Elizabeth. He was a “miracle” because his
mother Elizabeth became pregnant with him
when she was elderly. John was sanctified in his
mother’s womb when our Blessed Mother Mary
visited her while pregnant with Jesus. This
beautiful meeting between the two pregnant
mothers shows us the joy of motherhood with
the sacredness of life in the womb. Secondly,
John the Baptist clearly knew his purpose in life.
His entire life was a preparation for Jesus - his
cousin and his Lord. As soon as Jesus began His
public ministry, John the Baptist pointed others
towards Him, saying: “Behold the Lamb of God
who takes away the sins of the world”. With
great humility, John the Baptist led others to
Jesus and away from himself. The greatest gift
that we can give another person is to point
them to Jesus and the Kingdom of Heaven.
Thirdly, Saint John the Baptist was not afraid to
speak the truth. John the Baptist was killed for
standing up for the truth about Marriage. He
told King Herod the truth - that his adulterous
relationship with his brother’s wife was wrong.
The king did not want to hear the truth, and so he
had John killed. The truth about Marriage is that
it is permanent, only between one man and one
woman, and must be blessed by the Lord in a
Sacrament in the Church (i.e. a civil “marriage”
is not a marriage before the eyes of God). We
live in a society that does not always want to
hear the truth, and yet as disciples of Jesus Christ
who is the Way, the Truth, and the Life, we

must never be afraid to speak the truths of our
Saith with courage and love. The sacredness of
every human life, our purpose on earth in getting
to Heaven, and courageously speaking the truth—
these are three lessons that we can learn from
our Patron Saint. Saint John the Baptist, pray
Jfor us! God bless!

JESUS, CONSUME ME

“Every time, then, you eat this bread and
drink this cup, you proclaim the death of
the Lord until He comes!” —1
Corinthians 11:26

When we celebrate the Eucharist at Mass or
visit the Blessed Sacrament in Eucharistic
Adoration, there are notes of discordance:

we recall that the Eucharist is linked to Jesus
being betrayed and handed over (1 Cor
11:23),

we recall that the Body of Christ is broken
(1 Cor 11:24),

we recall that the Eucharist is a sacrifice.
Jesus is the Lamb of God Who was slain (Rv
5:6) and offered as a Victim (Is 53:7), and
the death of Jesus is proclaimed (1_Cor
11:26).

Retlecting on these painful aspects of the
Holy Eucharist, we realize that we are being
called, even commanded, to join in that
sacrifice. By partaking of the Eucharist, we
covenant with Jesus by being joined to His
Body. We are called to embrace the cross.

We consume the Body and Blood of Jesus as
our Food (Jn 6:55). Then we allow the Lord
to consume us (see Heb 12:29). Knowing
this, stop and reflect before you receive the
Eucharist today. Will you let the FEucharistic
Jesus consume you?

Prayer: Jesus, ] am all Yours. Consume me
and use me as You will.

Promise: “They all ate until they had
enough. What they had left, over and above,
filled twelve baskets.” —Lk 9:17

Praise: “Sweet Sacrament, we Thee adore.
O, make us love Thee more and more.”

Queridos feligreses,

Este fin de semana celebraremos la Solemnidad del
Santisimo Cuerpo y Sangre de nuestro Sefior
Jesucristo, también conocida como "Corpus Christi”, y
el martes 24 de junio sera la Solemnidad del
Nacimiento de San Juan Bautista. El domingo, nos
reuniremos en un almuerzo como comunidad
parroquial para celebrar ambas festividades, lo cual es
providencial porque nuestro Patrén, San Juan Bautista,
siempre seflald a Jesucristo. ;Quién fue San Juan
Bautista? Primero, fue el hijo milagroso de Zacarias y
[sabel. Fue un "milagro” porque su madre Isabel quedd
embarazada de ¢l cuando era mayor. Juan fue
santificado en el vientre de su madre cuando nuestra
Santisima Madre Maria la visitdé mientras estaba
embarazada de Jests. Este hermoso encuentro entre las
dos madres embarazadas nos muestra la alegria de la
maternidad con lo sagrado de la vida en el vientre. En
segundo lugar, Juan el Bautista claramente conocia su
propdésito en la vida.

Con gran
humildad, Juan ¢l Bautista llevé a otros a Jesus y lejos
de si mismo. El mayor regalo que podemos darle a
otra persona es seitalarle a Jesus y al Reino de los
Cielos. En tercer lugar, San Juan Bautista no tenia
miedo de decir la verdad. Juan el Bautista fue
asesinado por defender /a verdad sobre el Matrimonio.
Le dijo la verdad al rey Herodes: que su relacion
addltera con la esposa de su hermano estaba mal. El
rey no queria escuchar la verdad, y por eso hizo matar
a Juan. La verdad sobre el Matrimonio es que es
permanente, solo entre un hombre y una mujer, y debe
ser bendecido por el Sefior en un Sacramento en la
[glesia (es decir, un "matrimonio" civil no es un
matrimonio ante los ojos de Dios). Vivimos en una
sociedad que no siempre quiere escuchar la verdad vy,
sin embargo, como discipulos de Jesucristo, que es el
Camino, la Verdad y la Vida, nunca debemos tener
miedo de decir las verdades de nuestra fe con valentia
y amor. La santidad de cada vida humana, nuestro
proposito en la tierra para llegar al Cielo y decir la
verdad con valentia: estas son tres lecciones que
podemos aprender de nuestro Santo Patron. jSan Juan
Bautista, ruega por nosofros! {Dios los bendiga!
