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Dear Parishioners,

In less than a month, we will begin our Religious
Education program for the new school year. Now
that the summer is over and everyone is back to their
“regular schedule”, we will hopefully have more
people returning to Mass. Over these past few
months, the attendance at Mass has been very low.
Hopefully “going on vacation” did not mean “going
on vacation from Church”. If this has been the case,
I invite you to go immediately to the Sacrament of
Confession, so that you are able to receive Jesus
again in Holy Communion. At this time of the year,
we also receive many phone calls at the Rectory
about sponsor certificates for those seeking to be
godparents for the Sacrament of Baptism or sponsors
for the Sacrament of Confirmation. The Church
takes seriously the role of a godparent/sponsor. In
the Rite of Baptism, the godparents are asked: “Are
you ready to help the parents of this child in their
duty as Christian parents? ”. The following words
are then addressed to them and the parents: “Dear
parents and godparents: You have come here to
present this child for baptism. By water and the Holy
Spirit, he (she) is to receive the gift of new life from
God, who is love. On your part, you must make it
your constant care to bring him (her) up in the
practice of the faith. See that the divine life which
God gives him (her) is kept safe from the poison of
sin, to grow always stronger in his (her) heart. If
your faith makes you ready to accept this
responsibility, renew now the vows of your own
baptism. Reject sin; profess your faith in Christ
Jesus. This is the faith of the Church. This is the faith
in which this child is about to be baptized.”
Unfortunately, I am not able to give sponsor
certificates to many people because they have either
not received the Sacraments of the Church (Baptism,
Holy Communion, and Confirmation), or they are
“married” outside of the church (living in adultery),
or they are not practicing their faith (coming to Mass
each week). Many see these minimal requirements
for being a godparent or sponsor as a burden and
even excessive. A priest is labeled as “strict”, or
“conservative”, or “mean”, if he dares to make sure
that they are followed. My brothers and sisters, as
your Pastor, I take my responsibility very seriously.

When I die, [ will go before the Lord and have to
account for my life, and specifically if I was faithful
or not to the Lord as His priest. Please pray for me
and all priests, that we remain faithful to the Lord
and His Teachings, and know that each day, I offer
my prayers for you to do the same. God bless!

HAVE A HEART

“The son grew angry at this and would not
go in.” —Luke 15:28

The parable of the prodigal son is not meant
primarily for the younger, sinful son but rather
for the older, righteous son. Jesus specifically
addresses the parable to “the Pharisees and
scribes” (Lk 15:2-3). Jesus is trying to teach
people who go to Church, who pray, who read
this publication, who have never left the loving
house of the Father (see Lk 15:31). It's easy to
forget that most of us resemble the audience
Jesus addressed more than we resemble the
sinful son.

The eldest son is unable to love those whom
his father loves. He is unable to rejoice when
his father rejoices (Lk 15:32). If the eldest son
had the heart of his father, he would celebrate
with his father. This parable strongly teaches
that those who have never outwardly rebelled
against God are as much in need of conversion
as those who have completely rejected the
Lord.

We are meant to learn to love and forgive “from
[our] heart” (Mt 18:35). Jesus calls us to forgive
wholeheartedly, as He forgives (Lk 23:34). No
matter how much someone has hurt us, they
have not hurt us as much as Jesus has been
hurt. Yet Jesus has the forgiving heart of the
prodigal son’s father. Jesus embraces those
who cause Him pain. He forgives, suffers, and
celebrates without reckoning the cost. “Go and
do the same” (Lk 10:37).

Prayer: “Father, | have sinned against...You"
(Lk 15:18). “Be merciful to me, a sinner” (Lk
18:13). Help me to forgive from my heart all
who have hurt me (Mt 18:35).

Promise: “You can depend on this as worthy of
full acceptance: that Christ Jesus came into the
world to save sinners.” —1 Tm 1:15
