Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross
September 14, 2025

Peace and goodness, dear brothers and sisters, in our
Lord Jesus Christ.

This Sunday, the Church celebrates the feast of the
Exaltation of the Holy Cross, which has a historical
background (the discovery of the Cross of our Lord
Jesus Christ). After the victory of Constantine I
(Battle of the Milvian Bridge, 312 AD), it is said that
the night before the great battle, Constantine I had a
dream in which he saw the sun (a symbol of Apollo,
the Roman god), but with a cross in front of it,
obscuring it. Below the cross, a Latin inscription read
"In hoc signo vinces" (Under this sign, you will
conquer!) Upon awakening, Constantine [ had a cross
placed on the soldiers’ shields, which Constantine |
attributed to the great victory of the battle. Later, Saint
Helena (mother of Emperor Constantine I) undertook
a journey to Jerusalem in search of the holy places
where Our Lord lived, preached, suffered, died, and
rose again. In order to guard and preserve these Holy
places. Upon arriving in Jerusalem, she asked to be
taken to Calvary, where Jesus Christ had died, and
where the Holy Cross of the Lord was to be sought,
which they found in a cistern (a depository for
crosses). Church Tradition says they found three
crosses, and to determine which was Christ's, they
placed a lifeless body (of a recently deceased) on the
cross, and it came back to life, thus attributing that it
was the Holy Wood where our Lord had died. This
happened on September 13, 335, so the following day
was the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross (in
some countries this feast is celebrated on May 3).
Based on this historical background, I wish to reflect
on some points regarding the celebration of this
Sunday.

I. The Holy Cross. The symbol par excellence of
Christian salvation is the Cross, because it is on it that
salvation was given to us. Thus we sing on Good
Friday: "Behold the tree of the Cross, on wiich the
salvation of the world was nailed. Come and adore
it!" In this same celebration, we venerate the Holy
Wood with a kiss, a bow, or by touching the Cross,
for we recognize that Christ “died for sinners” (1 Pet.
3:18). The Cross of Jesus is a sign of sorrow, but of
joy because on it, the disobedience (sin) of our first
parents, Adam and Eve, was restored (they disobeyed
by eating the forbidden fruit and were expelled from
paradise, c¢f. Gen. 3:6-24). In today's second reading
to the Philippians, Saint Paul tells us:

“In obedience he accepted even death, even death on
a cross” (Phil, 2:8). With his death, Jesus cancels the
sin of disobedience of Adam and Eve. That is, Christ
paid our debt—and at what cost? —with his death on
the cross, to which Saint Paul will say: “Jews demand
signs, Greeks seek wisdom; But we preach Christ
crucified: a stumbling block fo Jews and foolishness
to Gentiles, but to those who are called, both Jews
and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom
of God” (I Cor. 1:22-23). This is why the Church
preaches the Kerygma (first proclamation): that
Christ suffered, died, and rose again, because the
cross was an instrument of torture and death. But,
thanks to the love of Christ, it has become an
instrument of victory and salvation. Christ reigns
from the Holy Wood of the Cross, and does not do so
from a throne of power similar to the rulers of the
world; this is why we celebrate the Exaltation of the
Cross, in a world that is increasingly hostile to the
Cross of Christ (an enemy because it does not value
the sacrifice for love of Jesus in dying on the cross for
our sins).

2. The scenes of the Cross. Today's world is a
reflection of the suffering of men and women. The
wars that afflict us: Russia-Ukraine (February 2022)
and Israel-Gaza (October 2023) are living witnesses
to the suffering of a divided humanity. Immigrants
seeking a better future in developing countries (Latin
America, which emigrates to the United States;
Africa, which emigrates to the Old Continent:
Europe). Poverty, where hundreds of millions of
human beings lack access to what they need to live
with dignity. Children suffering from abuse and
sexual exploitation (pornography networks); the
scourge of drugs that enslave thousands, reducing
them to misery. In short, these are some of the scenes
of pain (Cross). However, Christ suffered and gave
his life, so that we might have life and eternal life (Jn.
3:15). The first reading says that the serpent's venom
killed several Israelites (Numbers 21:60), but Jesus
was lifted up on the Cross (John 3:14), so that all who
contemplate the Cross may receive relief from the
poison of sin (pain, anguish, and despair), from the
ancient serpent (the devil, ¢f. Rev. 12:9). Yes, if we
merely look at the CROSS (contemplate), we would
be healed of the pain that afflicts the world, for the
Cross of Christ soothes, heals, and redeems.



3. Secularism. From the Latin saeculum, meaning
worldly. That is, unrelated to religion. However, more
than unrelated to religion, today it is associated with
CONTEMPT FOR ALL THINGS RELIGIOUS. For
example, in Europe, years ago the display of
crucifixes in all public buildings was banned (because
it violates individual religious freedom). In some
places, religious education was replaced by an ethics
class, and in some places, oaths on the Bible are no
longer administered in Courts of Justice (because it
offends the sensibilities of nonbelievers). Therefore,
it is not simply worldliness (contrary to piety), but a
discrediting of the sacred, which represents faith and
affects the practice of Christian life. Today, religious
symbols are insulted, mocked, or simply used as
marketing material; they no longer represent the
sacred and the holy.

4. How should we live this celebration of the
Exaltation of the Holy Cross? First, by becoming
aware that Jesus died for our sins and that our
salvation cost the blood of Christ (pain and suffering).
Second, as Christians, we are invited to associate our
pain and suffering with the merits of Christ's Passion
(for our own salvation or to offer them for Christ's
Church). Third, to consider that the Cross is not
simply an element that beautifies a Church; for
Christians, it is the sign of SALVATION, because
Christ offered himself as a victim of expropriation for
our sins (He paid our debt with his own life out of
obedience to the Father and love for humanity). And
finally, I invite each of you, my brothers and sisters,
to wear a cross on your chest, to help us meditate on
the Passion of our Lord Jesus Christ. May there be a
holy crucifix in every home, fo remember the Lord's
love for his sons and daughters. Welcoming Saint
Paul's invitation: "that at the name of Jesus every
knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and among
the dead, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ
is Lord, to the glory of God the Father" (Phil. 2:10-
11), because whoever accepts the Cross of Christ
adores and professes him before their brothers and
sisters.

This year, as we celebrate the Exaltation of the Cross,
may we embrace in our hearts the desire to live
according to the will of God our Father. And I invite
you to make our own the prayer of Saint Francis of
Assisi: "We adore you, most holy Lord Jesus Christ,
here and in all the Churches throughout the world,
and we bless you, for by your holy Cross you have
redeemed the world."

Exaltacion de la Santa Cruz
14 de Septiembre, 2025

iPaz y Bien!, estimados hermanos y hermanas, en
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo.

Este domingo la Iglesia celebra la fiesta de la Exaltacion
de la Santa Cruz, que tiene un trasfondo histdrico (el
hallazgo de la Cruz de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo).
Después de la victoria de Constantino I (Batalla del
Puente Milvio 312 d.C,), se dice que la noche anterior a
la gran batalla, Constantino I, tuvo un suefio en donde:
vio al sol (simbolo de Apolo - dios romano), pero con
una cruz adelante, ocultadndolo. Debajo de la cruz, una
inscripcién en latin decia “In hoc signo vinces” (; Bajo
este signo, vencerds!), al despertar Constantino I, hizo
poner en los escudos de los soldados una cruz; la cual
Constantino I, atribuy6 a la gran victoria de la batalla.
Mas tarde Santa Helena (madre del emperador
Constantino 1), emprendio un viaje a Jerusalén en
bisqueda de los lugares santos, en donde vivio, predicd,
padecid, murid y resucitd Nuestro Sefior; con el fin de
custodiar y preservar estos lugares Santos. Al llegar a
Jerusalén pidi6 ser llevada al Calvario, en donde habia
muerto Jesucristo y se buscara la Santa Cruz del Sefior,
que hallaron en una cisterna (deposito de cruces), la
Tradicion de la Iglesia, dice que hallaron tres cruces, y
para saber /cual era la de Cristo?, pusieron sobre la cruz
un cuerpo sin vida (de un recién muerto), y éste volvio
a la vida, atribuyendo asi que era el madero Santo donde
habia muerto nuestro Sefior. Esto acontecid el 13 de
septiembre del 335, por lo que al siguiente dia se celebrd
la Fiesta de la Exaltacion de la Santa Cruz (en algunos
paises esta fiesta se celebra el 03 de mayo). A partir de
este tras-fondo historico deseo reflexionar sobre
algunos puntos acerca de la celebracion de este
domingo.

1. La Santa Cruz. El signo por excelencia de salvacion
del cristiano es la Cruz, porque en ella se nos dio la
salvacion. Asi cantamos el Viernes Santo: Mirad el
arbol de la Cruz, en donde estuvo clavada la salvacion
del mundo. [Venid a adorarlo!” En esta misma
celebracion veneramos el Madero Santo, con un beso,
una reverencia o tocando la Cruz, pues reconocemos
que Cristo: “murio por los pecadores” (1Pe. 3, 18). La
Cruz de Jesus es signo de dolor, pero de gozo porque en
ella se restaurd la desobediencia (pecado), de nuestros
primeros padres: Adan y Eva (desobedecieron al comer
del fruto prohibido y fueron expulsados del paraiso Cff.
Gen. 3, 6-24). San Pablo en la segunda lectura de hoy a
los Filipenses nos dice: “por obediencia acepté incluso
la muerte, y una muerte de cruz” (Filp. 2, 8), con su

muerte Jests cancela el pecado de desobediencia de
Adan y Eva. Es decir, que Cristo pago nuestra deuda, y
;a qué costd?, con su muerte en la cruz, a la que san
Pablo dira: “Los judios exigen signos, los griegos
buscan sabiduria; pero nosotros predicamos a Cristo
crucificado: esciandalo para los judios, necedad para
los gentiles; pero para los llamados -sean judios o
griegos-, un Cristo que es fuerza de Dios y sabiduria
de Dios” (1Cor. 1,22-23). Por eso la Iglesia predica el
Kerigma (primer anuncio), que Cristo: padecid, murid y
resucitd, porque la cruz era un instrumento de suplicio
y de muerte. Pero, gracias al amor de Cristo, se ha
convertido en instrumento de victoria y de salvacion.
Cristo reina desde el Madero Santo de la Cruz, y no lo
hace desde un trono de poder semejante a los
gobernantes del mundo; por esto celebramos la
Exaltacion de la Cruz; en un mundo cada vez enemiga
de la Cruz de Cristo (enemiga por qué no valora el
sacrificio por amor de Jesus al morir en la cruz por
nuestros pecados).

2. Los escenarios de la Cruz. El mundo de hoy es un
reflejo del sufrimiento del hombre y la mujer. Las
guerras que nos afligen: Rusia - Ucrania (febrero 2022),
y Israel - Gaza (Octubre 2023), son testigos vivos del
sufrimiento de wuna humanidad dividida. Los
inmigrantes que buscan un mejor futuro en paises del
primer mundo (América Latina, qué emigra a Estados
Unidos. Africa que emigra al Viejo Continente:
Europa). La pobreza, donde cientos de millones de seres
humanos, no tienen acceso a lo necesario para vivir con
dignidad. Nifios que sufren de abusos y son explotados
sexualmente (red de pornografia), el flagelo de las
drogas que esclavizan a miles de miles, reduciéndoles a
la miseria. En fin, son algunos de los escenarios del
dolor (Cruz). Sin embargo, Cristo que sufrid y entregd
su vida, para que El tengamos vida y Vida eterna (Jn. 3,
15). La primera lectura dice que el veneno de la
serpiente mato a varios israelitas (Num. 21, 6), pero
Jesus fue levantado en la Cruz (Jn. 3, 14), para que todo
aquél que contemple la Cruz reciba el alivio del veneno
del pecado (dolor, angustia y desesperacion), de la
antigua serpiente (demonio Cfr. Apoc. 12, 9). Si, tan
solo miramos la CRUZ (contemplar), quedaria sanados
del dolor que aflige el mundo, pues la Cruz de Cristo,
alivia, sana y redime.

3. Secularismo. Del latin saeculum, que significa
mundano. Es decir, no relacionado con la religion. Sin

embargo, mas que no relacionado con la religion, hoy
en dia esta asociado al DESPRECIO A TODO LO



RELIGIOSO. Por ejemplo, en Europa, hace afios se
prohibi6 en todo edificio publico tener un crucifijo
(porque atenta contra la libertad religiosa del indivi-
duo), en algunas partes la ensefianza religiosa, se susti-
tuyo por una clase de ética y en algunos lugares ya no
se toma juramento en los Tribunales de Justicia, sobre
la Biblia (lo anterior por que ofende la sensibilidad de
una persona que no cree). Por lo tanto, no es simple-
mente la mundanalidad (contrario a la piedad), sino un
desprestigio a lo sagrado, que representa la FE y afec-
tando la practica de la vida cristiana. Hoy los signos
religiosos son insultados, motivo de mofa o simple-
mente representa un marketing para la publicidad, ya no
representa lo sagrado y lo santo.

4. ;Cémo vivir esta celebracion de la Exaltacién de
la Santa Cruz? En primer lugar, tomando conciencia
que Jesus murid por nuestros pecados y que nuestra
salvacidn costo la sangre de Cristo (dolor y sufrimien-
to). Segundo, como cristianos estamos invitados asociar
nuestros dolores y sufrimientos, a los méritos de la
Pasion de Cristo (por nuestra salvacion propia u
ofrecerlos por la Iglesia de Cristo). Tercero, a tomar en
consideracion que la Cruz, no es simplemente un
elemento que embellece una Iglesia, para el cristiano es
el signo de SALVACION, porque Cristo se ofrecio
como victima de expropiacion de nuestros pecados (El
pago nuestra deuda, con su propia vida por obediencia
al Padre y amor a la humanidad). Y, por ultimo, invito a
cada uno de ustedes hermanos a llevar una cruz sobre su
pecho, que nos ayude a meditar sobre la Pasion de
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, que en cada casa haya un santo
crucifijo, para recordar el amor del Sefior, para con
sus hijos e hijas. Acogiendo la invitacion de San
Pablo: “para que al Nombre de Jesis se doble toda
rodilla en los cielos, en la tierra y entre los muertos, y
toda lengua proclame que Cristo Jestis es el Sefior,
para gloria de Dios Padre” (Filp. 2, 10-11), porque el
que acoge la Cruz de Cristo, lo adora y lo profesa ante
sus hermanos y hermanas.

Que este afno al celebrar la Exaltacién de la Cruz,
acojamos en nuestros corazones el deseo, de vivir
conformes a la voluntad de Dios, nuestro Padre. Y les
invito hacer nuestra la oracion de San Francisco de Asis:
“Te adoramos, Santisimo Sefior Jesucristo, aqui y en
todas las Iglesias que hay en el mundo, y te
bendecimos, pues, por tu Santa Cruz redimiste el
mundo.”.

The HOlh‘j Cross

Today we celebrate the fehst of the Exaltation, or
Triumph, of the Holy Cross on which Our Lord died.
The cross was an instrument of torture used to punish
criminals and to show other people what would happen
to them too, if they broke the Roman laws. Our Lord
used the cross for a different reason though. He offered
His sufferings on the cross to repay for the sins of’
everyone else in the world. He died in a place where
many people could see Him so that they could sec and
know how much He loves us.

In the 300's AD, St. Helena,
who was a Christian queen,
went to Jerusalem to find the ¢
cross of Jesus, She found :
