Fourth Sunday of Faster
April 26, 2026

Peace and Good! Dear brothers and sisters in our
Lord Jesus Christ.

Introduction

Today we celebrate Good Shepherd Sunday and the
World Day of Prayer for Vocations, instituted for the
Catholic Church on April 11, 1964, by Pope Paul VI.
Since 1971, it has been celebrated on the Fourth
Sunday of Easter, known as Good Shepherd Sunday.

The first reading presents the continuation of Peter’s
discourse in Jerusalem on the day of Pentecost (the
feast of the giving of the Law) before the multitude
that had gathered from many places for that feast; the
efficacy of his preaching was spectacular: on that day,
some three thousand people were baptized. Psalm 22
compares God’s relationship with Israel to the care a
shepherd shows toward his flock; His attentiveness
inspires total confidence. In the second reading,
Saint Peter compares those who lack faith to straying
sheep (such were the Christians to whom he addresses
his letter before they came to faith); he describes Jesus
as the "shepherd and guardian of their souls." The
Gospel passage speaks both of the Good Shepherd’s
care for His sheep and of the danger that false
shepherds pose to them.

Biblical Commentary on the Readings

The first reading from the Acts of the Apostles
(2:36-41) aims to demonstrate the consequences of
the Apostle Peter’s discourse—which was the focal
point of the reading on the previous Sunday (the Se-
cond Sunday of Easter). The message must resonate
powerfully, just as it resonates in verse 36: The One
who was crucified is the Lord and Messiah. And it is
God who has constituted Him as such.

Peter’s preaching constitutes a baptismal text inten-
ded to outline a baptismal itinerary, describing the
process as follows: a) cenversion (*metanoia®)—a
change of mindset; b) baptism in the name of the
Lord Jesus, which implies accepting His life, His
death, and His resutrection; ¢) The forgiveness of sins
is the effect of conversion and baptism; it is the
experience of salvation. d) The gift of the Spirit

signifies how all of this becomes present in the life of
the believer.

The Second Reading, from the First Letter of Peter
(2:20-25), serves as a kind of baptismal hymn; for
baptism is a participation in the mystery of Christ’s
death—just as Paul expressed it in his Letter to the
Romans (Rom. 6). Saint Peter the Apostle expresses
this beautifully with the phrase: "by his wounds we
have been healed.” This passage sets forth the
concept of "solidarity in suffering"—the shared
pain—that Jesus experienced throughout his life. It is
an expression that, in itself, merits an entire theology
and a profound reflection, aligning with Paul’s
*theologia crucis* (theology of the cross). To say
that his wounds have healed us is to affirm that his
self-giving has saved us from a world devoid of mercy
and heart.

The Gospel of John (10:1-10) speaks to us of the
"Good Shepherd”"—the central image of the day in
the liturgy for this Fourth Sunday of Easter. The
image of the gate represents freedom and trust: one
does not enter by way of rooftops, windows, or in
secret. It is, therefore, an image of confidence and
trust. In the Old Testament, there is mention of the
gates of the Temple: "Open for me the gates of
trivmph, and I will enter to give thanks to the Lord.
This is the gate of the Lord; the victors shall enter
through it" (Ps. 118:19-20).

In this Gospel passage—and in keeping with
Johannine theology (that of Saint John the Evange-
list)—IJesus presents himself as the one in whom we
can place our trust; through /im, we are able to "go in
and out" to encounter God and to discover true life.
Anyone who remains outside that gate—anyone who
attempts to build a world apart from Jesus—is free to
do so; yet, there is no other path by which to encounter
the God of life and the truth of our own existence.

The text speaks of "going in and out”"—two verbs
that serve as profound metaphors for life itself, much
like the acts of being born and dying. In Jesus—the
true gate of life—life acquires an incomparable
dimension. Through the revelatory formula of the "f
am," the aim is to portray Jesus as one who acts in



direct contrast to the thieves who enter the house in-
discriminately—to steal, to kill, and to take whatever
they can. Jesus enters to offer salvation and eternal
life to all who desire to enter through the gate of the
Good Shepherd.

Brothers and sisters, I invite you to pray for vocations
to the priestly and religious life on this Good
Shepherd Sunday. Without priests, there is no
Eucharist; and without the Eucharist, the Church
cannot administer the Bread of Eternal Life. Let us
pray to the Lord of the harvest to send forth
abundant laborers into His Church—to preach, to
celebrate the sacraments, and to lead us into the
Kingdom of God.

Finally, I wish to express my deepest gratitude to each
of you who brought desserts to sell last Sunday, as
well as to those who purchased one. Thank you for
your generosity toward our parish; I also take this
opportunity to encourage you to continue selling
raftle tickets—priced at $5 each—to help fund the
upcoming Feast of Saint John the Baptist.

Jesus, Eternal Shepherd of Souls / Grant us many
holy priestly vocations.

Introduccion

Celebramos hoy el Domingo del Buen Pastor y la
Jornada Mundial de Oracion por las Vocaciones,
instituida para la Iglesia Catolica el 11 de abril de
1964 por el Papa Pablo VI. Desde el afio 1971 se
celebra el Cuarto Domingo de Pascua, conocido
como el Domingo del Buen Pastor.

La primera lectura recoge la continuacion del dis-
curso de Pedro en Jerusalén el dia de Pentecostés
(fiesta del don de la Ley) ante la multitud venida de
muchos lugares para csa fiesta; la cficacia de su
predicacion fue espectacular: aquel dia se bautiza-
ron unas tres mil personas. El Salmo 22 compara la
relacion de Dios con Israel con el cuidado que
muestra un pastor hacia su rebaifio; sus atenciones
inspiran una confianza total. En la segunda lectu-
ra, san Pedro compara a quienes no tienen fe con
ovejas descarriadas (asi eran antes los cristianos a
los que dirige su carta); califica a Jesus de «pastor
y guardidn de sus almasy. El pasaje evangélico
habla tanto del cuidado del Buen Pastor por sus
ovejas como del peligro que representan para estas
los falsos pastores.

Comentario Biblico de las lecturas

La primera lectura de los Hechos de los Aposto-
les (2, 36-41) quiere mostrar las consecuencias del
discurso del apdstol Pedro, que era el centro de esta
lectura en el domingo anterior (I Domingo de
Pascua). El mensaje debe resonar con fuerza, como
resucna en el v. 36: el crucificado, es el Seiior y
Mesias. Y es Dios quien lo ha constituido como tal.

La predica de Pedro, se trata de un texto bautismal
que desea mostrar un itinerario bautismal, que des-
cribe €l proceso: a) comversion (metanoia), un
cambio de mentalidad; b) e/ bautismo en el nom-
bre del Seitor Jesiis implica aceptar su vida, su
muerte y su resurreccion; c) el perdon de los peca-
dos es el efecto de la conversion y el bautismo, es

la experiencia de salvacidn; d) el don del Espiritu
significa como se hace presente todo ello en la vida
del creyente.

La II* Lectura de la Carta a Pedro (2, 20-25), es
como una especie de himno bautismal; porque el
bautismo es una participacion en el misterio de su
muerte, tal como lo expresaba Pablo en la carta a
los Romanos (Rom. 6). San Pedro ¢l apostol, lo
expresa maravillosamente con «sus heridas nos
han curado». Se propone el sentido del “dolor
solidario” que Jess ha vivido en su vida. Es una
expresion que por si mismo merece toda una teolo-
gia y una reflexién de alcance en la linea de la
“teologia crucis” (teologia de la cruz) de Pablo.
Decir que sus heridas nos han curado es poner de
manifiesto que su entrega nos ha salvado de un
mundo sin piedad y sin corazon.

El evangelio de Juan (10, 1-10), nos habla del
«buen pastor» que es la imagen del dia en la litur-
gia de este cuarto domingo de Pascua. La imagen
de la puerta es la imagen de la libertad, de la
confianza: no se entra por las azoteas, por las
ventanas, a escondidas. Es la imagen, pues, de la
confianza. En el Antiguo Testamento se habla de las
puertas del templo: "Abridme las puertas del
tfriunfo y entraré para dar gracias al Sefior. Esta

- es la puerta del Seiior, los vencedores entrardin por

ella" (Sal. 118, 19-20).

Jeslis en este evangelio se propone, segun la teolo-
gia joanica (San Juan evangelista), como la perso-
na en la que podemos confiar; por EI podemos
entrar y salir para encontrar a Dios y para encon-
trar la vida. Quien esté fuera de esa puerta, quien
pretenda construir un mundo al margen de Jests lo
puede hacer, pero no hay otro camino para encon-
trarse con ¢l Dios de vida y con la verdad de nuestra
existencia.

Se habla de un “entrar y salir” que son dos verbos
significativos de la vida, como el nacer y el morir.
En Jesus, puerta verdadera de la vida, ésta adquie-
re una dimension inigualable. Por la férmula de
revelacion, del “po”, se quiere mostrar a Jesis que



hace lo contrario de los ladrones que entran de
cualquier manera en la casa, para robar, para matar,
para llevarse todo lo que pueden. Jesus entra para
ofrecer la salvacién y la vida eterna, aquellos que
desee entrar por la puerta del Buen Pastor.

Hermanos y hermanas, les invito a orar por las
vocaciones a la vida sacerdotal y religiosa, en este
Domingo del Buen Pastor. Sin sacerdotes no hay
Eucaristia y sin la Eucaristia, la Iglesia no puede
administrar el pan de vida eterna. Oremos al Sefior
de la mies, que envié trabajadores abundantes a su
Iglesia, para predicar, celebrar los sacramentos y
conducirnos al Reino de Dios.

Por ultimo, deseo agradecer profundamente a cada
uno de ustedes que trajeron sus postres, para ven-
der el pasado domingo y aquellos que compraron un
postre. Gracias por su generosidad para con nuestra
Parroquia y aprovecho para seguir motivado a
llevar nimeros de la rifa de $5 para preparar la
fiesta de San Juan Bautista.
