Thirty-Third Sunday of Ordinary Time
November 16, 2025

Peace and all good, dear brothers and sisters in our
Lord Jesus Christ.

The readings for this Sunday have an apocalyptic
tone (end times). This is a sign that the liturgical
year is drawing to a close. Since time immemorial,
the end of the world has been spoken of. Let us
recall the famous case of the founder of Jehovah's
Witnesses (Charles Russell), who predicted this
event on several occasions: the first time in 1914,
when God would destroy the world through a final
battle known as Armageddon. Since it did not
happen on this date, another date was given, 1918,
but his preaching failed again. His successor,
Joseph Rutherford, recalculated and gave another
date, 1925, and again the same thing happened—
that is to say, NOTHING. Thus, Jehovah's
Witnesses predicted the battle of Armageddon for
1975. Therefore, 50 years have passed since this
sect's four attempts to bring about the destruction of
the world through a battle described in the Book of
Revelation as Armageddon (ar in Hebrew means
mountain, and magedon referred to the city of
Megiddo).

Reading the prophecy of Malachi tells us: the day
of Yahwel, the day of God's action. But this day of
Yahweh is presented in an apocalyptic tone:
“Behold, the day is coming, burning like a furna-
ce, when all the arrogant and all evildoers will be
stubble; the day that is coming will consume them,
says the Lord of hosts” (Malachi 3:19). However,
these pronouncements mean that for those who
have lived arrogantly, in injustice, in the blindness
of power and corruption, it will be their end. But
those who have lived according to God's plan have
no reason to fear: “But for you who fear my name,
the sun of righteousness will rise, and healing will
be found in its shade” (Malachi 3:20a). 1t 1s logical
to think that someone has to denounce the arrogant
and proud, that one day all this will end; in this
sense, apocalyptic messages have much that is
prophetic. It is, at times, the cry of vindication of
those who have endured injustice and disgrace.

In the reading from 2 Thessalonians, Paul gives his
personal testimony that, even as an apostle with the
right to live off his work (cf. 1 Cor. 9:6ff; Gal. 6:6),
he nevertheless worked only what was necessary to

subsist (Acts 18:3; 1 Cor. 4:12). This reading seeks
to correct certain abuses that occurred in some
communities where people with an apocalyptic
mindset, awaiting the end of the world, either stood
idly by or took advantage of those who were more
sensible and aware that, as long as the world exists
and history unfolds, one must live in it with dignity
and responsibility. Under a distorted religious
mindset, abuses can occur that should not be tole-
rated in the community. In simple terms: LET US
NOT BE AFRAID OF THE FUTURE! LET US
BE VIGILANT!

The text of Luke's Gospel corresponds to what has
been called Jesus’ eschatological discourse (the end
of the world), which appears in the three Synoptic
Gospels (Matthew, Mark, and Luke), although with
different perspectives from one to another.

When the Gospel of Luke was written, something
tragic had occurred for the people of Israel: the fall
of the Temple in Jerusalem, the place where every
Jew placed their security. This event was so grave
that it was interpreted as a warning, a sign that the
end of the world was near. This conviction was not
only present in the Jewish world, but Christians
themselves were also convinced of it. The Gospel
text itself tells us: “Do not be afraid, for these
things must happen first, but the end is not yet.”
(Luke 21:9) It is time to work, to extend the King-
dom of God, to create a new world, that is, a com-
munity of men and women who “follow the path of
Jesus.” This world must change; But neither the
wise nor the politicians will change it. It will be
changed by those who take Jesus' testament serious-
ly: “Love one another as I have loved you” (Jolhn
13:34). This world will change with a revolution:
the revolution of the heart, the revolution of love.
In short, no Christian should fear the final judg-
ment. This approaching Advent season (November
30th, the beginning of Advent) invites us to be
vigilant and to await with joy the Lord who comes
like a thief. But above all, a God of mercy and love
for all his children. The only key, one might say, is
to contemplate the cross.

Paul spoke of Jesus as the crucitied one and did not
understand the resurrection without first seeing and
experiencing the crucified one.



Questions for reflection:

How should we live our lives in light of Christ's
return?

Will we be able to destroy our selfish desires to
possess, to possess only grace and experience
everything as a gift? Will we be willing to let active
patience set the pace of our faith life?

XXXIIT Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
16 de Noviembre, 2025

iiPaz y Bien!, estimados hermanos y hermanas en
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo.

Las lecturas de este domingo tienen un tono apo-
caliptico (fin de los tiempos). Esto es sefial de que
el afio litdrgico va llegando a su fin. Desde tiempo
memorable se ha hablado del fin del mundo. Re-
cordemos el famoso caso del fundador de los
Testigos de Jehova (Carlos Ruseel), que predijo
dicho acontecimiento en varias ocasiones: la pri-
mera vez en 1914 en la que Dios destruiria el mundo
por medio de una batalla final conocida como el
Armagedcn, como no sucedid en esta fecha fijada
se presentd otra datacion 1918 pero su predicacion
volvid a fallar y su sucesor José Rutherfood rehizo
los calculos y dio otra fecha 1925 y nuevamente
ocurrid lo mismo es decir NADA. De este modo los
Testigos de Jehova pronosticaron la batalla de
Armagedoén para 1975. Por lo tanto, ha transcurrido
50 afios de cuatro intentos de esta secta acerca de la
destruccion del mundo mediante una batalla que se
describe en el Libro del Apocalipsis con el nombre
de Armagedcon (ar en hebreo significa Monte y
magedon hace referia la ciudad de Meguido).

La lectura de la profecia de Malaquias, nos habla:
el dia de Yahvé, el dia de la actuacion de Dios.
Pero este dia de Yahvé, es presentado en tono apo-
caliptico: “He aqui que llega el dia, ardiente como
un horno, en el que todos los orgullosos y malhe-
chores serin como paja; los consumird el dia que
estd Hlegando, dice el Seiior del universo (Mal. 3,
19). Sin embargo, estas afirmaciones: para los que
han vivido arrogantemente, en la injusticia, en la
ceguera del poder y la corrupcidn, serd su final.
Pero los que han vivido segun el proyecto de Dios
no tienen por qué temer: “Pero a ustedes, los que
temen mi nombre, les iluminard un sol de justicia
vy hallardn salud a su sombra” (Mal. 3, 20a). Es
logico pensar que alguien tiene que denunciar a los
arrogantes y soberbios que un dia todo eso se
acabard; en ese sentido los mensajes apocalipticos
tienen mucho de profético. Es, a veces, el grito rei-
vindicativo de {os que han soportado la injusticia y
el oprobio.

La lectura de la 2* Tesalonicenses, Pablo da su
testimonio personal de que €l, aun siendo apdstol y
teniendo derecho a vivir de ese trabajo (Cf 1Cor.

9,6ss; Gal. 6,6), sin embargo, trabajé lo necesario
para subsistir (Hch. 18,3; 1Cor. 4,12). Esta lectura
busca corregir ciertos abusos que se dieron en algu-
nas comunidades donde, personas con mentalidad
apocaliptica que esperaban el fin del mundo, se¢ cru-
zaban de brazos o se aprovechaban de los que eran
mas sensatos y conscientes de que, mientras el
mundo sea mundo y la historia sea historia real, se
debe vivir en ella con dignidad y responsabilidad.
Bajo la mentalidad religiosa desenfocada se pueden
producir abusos que no deben ser tolerados en la
comunidad. En simples palabras: ;NO TENGA-
MOS MIEDO AL FUTURO! ;VIGILEMOS!

El texto del evangelio de Lucas corresponde a lo
que se ha llamado el discurso escatoldgico de Jesis
(fin del mundo), que aparece en los tres evangelios
sindpticos (Mateo, Marcos y Lucas), aunque con
visiones diferentes entre uno y otro.

Cuando se escribe ¢l evangelio de San Lucas ha
ocurrido algo trigico para el pueblo de Israel: la
caida del Templo de Jerusalén, lugar donde todo
judio tenia puesta su seguridad. Tan grave es este
acontecimiento que lo interpretan como un aviso,
una sefial de que el fin del mundo ya estaba cerca.
Esta conviccion no solo se hizo presente en el mun-
do judio, sino que los mismos cristianos estaban
convencidos de ello. El mismo texto del evangelio
de hoy nos dice: “ne tengan miedo; porque es
necesario que sucedan primero estas cosas, pero
el fin no es inmediato”. (Le. 21, 9) Es tiempo de
trabajar, de extender ¢l reino de Dios, de hacer un
mundo nuevo, es decir, un colectivo de hombres y
mujeres que “sigan el camino de Jests”. Este mun-
do tiene que cambiar; pero no lo van a cambiar ni
los sabios, ni los politicos. Lo cambiaran aquellos
que tomen en serio el testamento de Jestis: “dmen-
se unos a otros como yo les he amado” (Jn 13, 34).
Este mundo cambiard con una revolucion: la
revolucion del corazon, la revolucion del amor.
En resumen, ninguno cristiano debe temer ¢l juicio
final. Este tiempo de Adviento que se acerca (30 de
noviembre con el inicio del Adviento), invita a estar
vigilantes a esperar con alegria al Sefor que viene
como un ladrén. Pero ante todo un Dios de
misericordia y amor para con todos sus hijos. La
tnica clave podria decir es contemplar la cruz,
