Peace and Goodness! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ,

1.Introduction

On Wednesday, with the imposition of ashes, we
began the season of Lent, the 40 days leading up to
Easter. It is a time to set things right and prepare
ourselves for the commemoration of the Passion,
Death, and Resurrection of the Lord. A penitential
season, a time to emphasize the need for conversion
and to recognize what separates us from God, from
others, and from ourselves... and to try to take the
necessary steps to change it, so that our lives may
more closely resemble what they should be according
to our faith.

The temptations in the desert, which we heard this
Sunday, help us to fook with truth and depth at our
fragile reality, so often tempted in our lives by a lie:
that happiness and fulfillment can _be achieved
apart from God. The three temptations of Jesus are
the same three that every human being experiences,
each in their own way, but the same three: having,
appearing to be, and having power.

Biblical Reflection

This Sunday's first reading from Genesis (Gen. 2:7-
9; 3:1-7) is taken from Genesis 2-3 (a potter's cateche-
sis), the creation of man from the dust of the earth; the
biblical tradition of paradise with its trees of life and
the knowledge of good and evil, and the serpent (the
devil), as the prototype of the mystery of evil that
mysteriously appears to change the course of God's
creation.

Man and woman (all humanity), "who are the living
story of God," because they have been created in his
"image and likeness," discover in the emptiness, in
the silence... that wanting to be like gods is an
ambiguity. The hagiographer (holy writer) knows
well something profoundly mysterious: that evil is
alluring, even though it leaves anguish and
desolation in its wake. It is a void like death. Who
will be able to clothe humankind once again in
hope and joy?

The second reading from St. Paul to the Romans
(Rom. 5:12-19) tells us that God does not abandon
humanity to the mercy of sin (disobedience). The
entire history of salvation is a constant drawing near
of God to humanity to restore its lost identity (the
image and likeness of God). This is to remind us how
to live life to the full through justice and love, forgive-
ness and self-giving.

A story of salvation, the story of humanity, culmina-
ting in the incarnation of the Son of God and his self-
sacrifice out of love, even unto death, for humankind,
to eradicate the stain of evil and sin from the human
heart, to reconcile it each time it succumbs to the
deception of the tempter (the devil).

This is what Paul says in this passage from the Letter
to the Romans: just as sin entered through Adam
(Genesis), forgiveness came through Jesus and his
self-sacrificing love. The disobedience of Adam and
the obedience of Christ, the distrust of the first man,
and the absolute and trusting surrender of Jesus of
Nazareth, true God, but also true man.

The Gospel leads us to the desert (Mt. 4:1-11): “Jesus
was led by the Spirit into the wilderness to be
tempted by the devil” (Mt. 4:1). It is not a spiritual
stroll; it is the place where our dependencies are laid
bare. The tempter begins with the basics: “If you are
the Son of God, tell these stones to become bread”
(Mt 4:3). The proposal seems reasonable: to solve the
need immediately. But Jesus responds with a freedom
born of trust: “Man shall not live by bread alone, but
by every word that comes from the mouth of God”
(Mt 4:4).

The second temptation is more subtle: to seek God as
a spectacle, forcing him to prove himself. We too are
tempted by a “faith_of proof”’: if you answer me, I
believe; if not, I shut down. Jesus does not negotiate
with the Father nor manipulate what is sacred.

And when the third temptation arrives (power,
control, success...), the Lord cuts it off at the root:
“Gef behind me, Satan!” (Mt 4:10), and establishes
the center of life: “You shall worship the Lord your
God and him only shall you serve.” This phrase is



medicine for a culture that pushes us to live for
applause, consumption, and self-sufficiency.

This Lent is not about enduring forty days, but about
learning the freedom of Jesus. Fast so that your heart
may cease to obey the immediate. Pray to hear the
Word that sustains you. And, if you find yourself
restless, remember St. Augustine: “Our hearts are
restless until they rest in you.” As Pope Leo X1V said:
“God loves us, God loves everyone, and evil will not
prevail!”

The Gospel ends with a promise: “Then the devil left
him, and behold, angels came and ministered to
him” (Mt 4:11). Let us walk without fear: the desert
is not the final word; it is the path to a purer worship
that sets us free.

22 de Febrero, 2026

iPaz y Bien! Estimados hermanos y hermanas en
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo.

Introduccion

Comenzabamos el miércoles, con la imposicién de
la ceniza, el tiempo de Cuaresma. Los 40 dias
previos a la Pascua. Un tiempo para ordenar y
prepararnos para la conmemoracién de la Pasion,
Muerte y Resurreccion del Sefior. Un tiempo
penitencial, un tiempo donde acentuar la necesidad
de la conversion, y reconocer lo que nos separa de
Dios, de los demas v de nosotros mismos... y tratar
de poner los medios para cambiarlo, de modo que
nuestra vida se parezca mas a lo que deberia ser
segun nuestra fe.

Las tentaciones del desierto que este Domingo
escuchamos, nos ayuda a mirar con verdad y
hondura nuestra realidad débil que se ve tentada
tantas veces en nuestra vida por una mentira: gque la
felicidad y la plenitud pueden alcanzarse al
margen de Dios. Las tres tentaciones de Jesus, son
las mismas tres que todo ser humano vive, cada
cual, a su modo, pero las tres mismas: el tener, el
parecer v el poder.

Reflexion biblica

La primera lectura del Génesis (Gen. 2,7-9;3,1-
7), de este domingo esta tomada del conjunto de
G¢énesis 2-3 (una catequesis de alfarero), la creacion
del hombre del barro de la tierra; la tradicion biblica
del paraiso con sus arboles de la vida y de la ciencia
del bien y del mal y la serpiente (¢l demonio), como
prototipo del misterio del mal que aparece
misteriosamente para cambiar el rumbo de la
creacion de Dios.

El hombre y la mujer (la humanidad entera), “que es
el relato vivo de Dios”, porque ha sido creada a su
“imagen y semejanza” descubren en ¢l vacio, en el
silencio... que querer ser como dioses €s una
ambigiiedad. El hagiograto (escritor santo), sabe
bien una cosa profundamente misteriosa: que el
mal encanta, aunque deje luego a sus espaldas
angustia y desolacién. Es un vacio como de

muerte ;quién podra vestir, de nuevo, al ser
humano de esperanza y de alegria?

La segunda lectura de San Pablo a los Romanos
(Rom. 5, 12-19), Dios no abandona al ser humano a
merced del pecado (desobediencia). Toda la historia
de la Salvacidn es un acercarse constante de Dios al
ser humano para devolverle su identidad perdida
(Imagen y Semejanza de Dios). Para recordarle
cémo vivir en plenitud desde la justicia y el amor,
desde el perdon y la entrega.

Una historia de salvacion la historia de la
humanidad, que culmina en la encarnacién del Hijo
de Dios. y de su entrega por amor hasta la muerte
por ¢l género humano, para acabar con esa huella
de mal y de pecado del corazon del hombre, para
reconciliarlo cada vez que sucumbe al engafio del
tentador (el demonio).

Eso dice Pablo en este pasaje de la carta a los
Romanos: como por Adan entrd el pecado
(Génesis), por Jesas y su entrega de amor, llego el
perdén. La desobediencia de Adan y la obediencia
de Cristo, la desconfianza del primer hombre, y la
entrega absoluta y confiada de Jesus de Nazaret,
verdadero Dios, pero también verdadero hombre.

El Evangelio nos lleva al desierto (Mt. 4, 1-11):
«Jesus fue llevado por el Espiritu al desierto para
ser tentado por el diablo» (Mt. 4,1). No es un paseo
espiritual; es el lugar donde se desenmascaran
nuestras dependencias. El tentador empieza por lo
basico: «Si eres Hijo de Dios, di que estas piedras
se conviertan en panes» (Mt 4,3). La propuesta
parece razonable: resolver la necesidad ya. Pero
Jesiis responde con una libertad que nace de la
confianza: «No solo de pan vive el hombre, sino de
toda palabra que sale de la boca de Dios» (Mt.
4,4).

La segunda tentacion es mds sutil: buscar a Dios
como espectaculo, obligandolo a probarse. Tam-
bién a nosotros nos tienta una “fe de pruebas”: si
me respondes, creo; si no, me cierro. Jesus no
negocia con el Padre ni manipula lo sagrado.




Y, cuando llega la tercera tentaciéon (poder, control,
éxito...), el Sefior corta de raiz: «Apdrtate, Sata-
ndsy (Mt. 4,10), y fija el centro de la vida: «Al
Sefior tu Dios adorards y sélo a El dards cultoy.
Esta frase es medicina para una cultura que nos
empuja a vivir para el aplauso, el consumo y la
autosuficiencia.

Esta Cuaresma no es para soportar cuarenta dias,
sino para aprender la libertad de Jests. Ayuna para
que tu corazon deje de obedecer a lo inmediato.
Reza para escuchar la Palabra que te sostiene. Y, si
te descubres intranquilo, recuerda a san Agustin:
«Nuestro corazon estd inquieto hasta que descanse
en Ti». Como ha dicho el Papa Leon XIV: «Dios
nos quiere, Dios los ama a todos, [y el mal no
prevalecerd!».

El Evangelio termina con una promesa: «Enfonces
el diablo le deja. Y he aqui que se acercaron unos
angeles y le serviany (Mt. 4,11). Caminemos sin
miedo: el .desierto no es la ultima palabra; es el
camino hacia una adoracién mas pura que nos hace
libres.
