Second Sunday of Advent
December 10, 2023

Dear Parishioners,
On this Second Sunday of Advent, there is a
message of repentance, coming from the patron
saint of our parish - St. John the Baptist. John is
preaching the message of “repentance for the
Jorgiveness of sins”. John preached this message of
repentance, and lived it as well. Our beautiful murals
in the sanctuary depict John the Baptist in the desert,
“dressed in camel’s hair, with a leather belt around
his waist”, preaching and living the message of
repentance. What do each of us need to repent of,
as we continue our Advent preparation for
Christmas? What baggage are we carrying and
holding onto? What are some of the faults, sins,
weaknesses, and temptations that we need to avoid,
so as to draw closer to Jesus Christ our newborn
King? An easy way in which we can do this
examination of conscience for ourselves is to simply
look at the different areas of our life. For example, if
you are married, could you be spending more time
with your spouse, and communicating more with one
another? As parents, are you spending time together
with your children, something that is becoming more
difficult to do as the use of technology becomes
more prevalent? Do you teach your children the
Catholic Faith, especially leading by example? For
our children present, are you obeying your parents?
Do you answer back to them a lot? Do you offer to
do chores and help out around the house without
being asked? Another area we could examine is with
our jobs? Do we give it our all at work? Are we
good at meeting deadlines, as well as fulfilling our
duties while at work? With our spiritual lives: Are
we praying daily? Does our communication with our
Lord involve listening, or is it all us talking to Him?
Do we take the Mass seriously, or is it just an
obligation that we “fulfill” each week? With our
relationships with others, we could ask ourselves if
we are being kind enough, charitable, giving of our
time to one another? Or do we talk about one
another, gossip, put people down, and constantly
criticize their faults? Let us ask the Lord to help us
examine our lives more deeply, leading us to true
repentance, so that we can then celebrate Christmas
with hearts open to the Lord. God bless!

CHRISTMAS COMFORT

“Comfort, give comfort to My people, says
your God. Speak tenderly.” —Isaiah 40:1-2
The Lord promises to comfort and speak
tenderly to us (Is 40:1-2). In today’s second
reading, the Church proclaims in the name
of the Lord that “the heavens will vanish
with a roar; the elements will be destroyed
by fire” (2 Pt 3:10). How comforting! In the
Gospel reading, we meet St. John the
Baptizer, one of the least comforting
characters in the Bible and in history

(see Mk 1:2ff). The Lord’s ways are not our
ways, and His idea of comfort is not our idea
of comfort (see Is 55:8).

The Lord does not want to give us the
superficial comfort of temporary relief.
Rather, the Lord promises to baptize us in
the Holy Spirit (Mk 1:8), the Paraclete, the
Comforter (see e.g. Jn 14:16, 26; 15:26;
16:7). This divine Comforter will free us
from generations of slavery, sin, guilt, and
punishment (Is 40:2).

Comfort will begin with the Holy Spirit
convicting the world and us of sin, justice,
and condemnation (Jn 16:8). Then we must
let the Spirit lead us from conviction to
repentance, confession, and forgiveness.
After this, we will personally experience that
“where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is
freedom™ (2 Cor 3:17).

In the comfort of the Spirit, we will truly
enter into the freedom of the Lord. We will
displace the culture of death with a
civilization of love and life. Come, Holy
Spirit of Christmas and comfort!

Prayer: Father, comfort me Your way.

Promise: “Here is your God! Here comes
with power the Lord God, Who rules by His
strong arm.” —I[s 40:9-10

Praise: Praise to You, risen Jesus, “Prince
of Peace” (Is 9:5). All glory and honor to
You. Alleluia!
