During the season of Lent, there are two
“Solemnities” that are celebrated. “Solemnity” is
the title used for the highest liturgical rank of a
feast in the Church calendar. This Sunday (March
19th), is the Solemnity of Saint Joseph, the
Husband of Mary (although this year, it will
celebrated on Monday the 20th because Sunday is
the Fourth Sunday of Lent). This coming Saturday
(March 25th), is the Solemnity of the
Annunciation. In the Masses for these
Solemnities, the “Gloria" is even said, which is
omitted during the Lenten season. Joseph and
Mary are the two greatest Saints that we honor in
the Church. Saint Joseph was chosen by the Lord,
to be the husband of Mary and the foster father of
Jesus. He was a sinner like us, but he lived with
two perfect people - Jesus our Lord and Mary our
Mother. As the husband of Mary, Joseph cared for
her, protected her, loved her, and was always
faithful to her. As the Foster father of Jesus, he
cared for Him, loved Him, protected Him, and
taught Him in the ways of the Heavenly Father.
Joseph led by example, teaching fesus how to
work as a carpenter. Joseph was also a good,
righteous, and faithful son of God the Father. He
studied the Sacred Scriptures and was a man of
prayer. With a strong faith in the Lord, he accepted
the news that Mary was pregnant with Jesus.
Because Joseph was a holy man of faith, he didn't
want to expose Mary's apparent infidelity toward
him. He was going to divorce her quietly, until the
angel appeared to Joseph in a dream, telling him
that is was by the Holy Spirit that Jesus was
conceived. He received this Divine news with
faith, and then was obedient to the Lord. As we
celebrate this great Saint, let us ask for his
intercession in our lives, and let us also imitate his
example of faith, humility, obedience to the Lord,
purity, and great love for Jesus and Mary. Qur
Blessed Mother Mary was also chosen by the
Lord. She was chosen to be the mother of Jesus
our Savior. At the Annunciation, Mary accepted
with faith and humility, the news from the angel

Gabriel that she was pregnant with Jesus, Mary
was a woman of great faith in the Lord, faithful
spouse of Joseph her husband, and loving Mother
of Jesus. Let us seek her intercession in our lives,
as well as imitate her faith, humility, and love for
Jesus in our own lives. Joseph and Mary, pray for
us! God bless!
