GROUNDS FOR WHAT?

“For just as from the heavens the rain and
snow come down and do not return there till
they have watered the earth, making it fertile
and fruitful, giving seed to him who sows and
bread to him who eats, so shall My word be
that goes forth from My mouth, it shall not
return to Me void, but shall do My will,
achieving the end for which I sent it.” - Isaiah
55:10-11

Farmers periodically take samples of their
ground and have them tested. If your spiritual
ground was tested now, would you be:

an infertile footpath? (Mt 13:4)

infertile rocky ground? (Mt 13:5)

fertile but unfruitful ground overgrown with
thorns? (Mt 13:7)

fertile, fruitful ground bearing a 30-fold
harvest? (Mt 13:8)

fertile, fruitful ground bearing a 60-fold
harvest? (Mt 13:8)

fertile, fruitful ground bearing a 100-fold
harvest? (Mt 13:8)

When a farmer finds from testing that his soil
is deficient, he does not ignore this information
but takes measures to improve the condition of
his ground. This should also be true spiritually.
If you are an infertile footpath or rocky ground,
repent and go to Confession as soon as
possible. If you are fertile but unfruitful, ask
the Holy Spirit to convict you of your thorny
compromise with the ways of the world (Jn
16:8). If you want to increase from a 30-fold
harvest to 60-fold or 100-fold, you need
community life and daily Bible study. In good
ground, you can grow almost anything worth
growing. In bad ground, you can hardly grow
anything. The condition of the ground is
critical. Recognize the condition of your
ground and improve it.

Promise: “I consider the sufferings of the
present to be as nothing compared with the
glory to be revealed in us.” —Rm 8:18

(16 de julio)

La historia de la Devocion a Nuestra Sefora
del Monte Carmelo: Segun tradicion carmelita, el dia
de Pentecostés, ciertos piadosos varones, que habian
seguido la traza de vida de los Profetas Elias y Eliseo,
abrazaron la fe cristiana, siendo ellos los primeros que
levantaron un templo a la Virgen Maria en la cumbre
del Monte Carmelo, en el lugar mismo desde donde
Elias viera la nube, que figuraba la fecundidad de la
Madre de Dios. Estos religiosos se llamaron Hermanos
de Santa Maria del Monte Carmelo, y pasaron a
Europa en el siglo XIII, con los Cruzados, aprobando
su regla Innocencio IV en 1245, bajo el generalato de
San Simoén Stock. El 16 de julio de 1251, la Virgen
Maria se aparecio a ese su fervoroso servidor, y le
entregd el habito que habia de ser su signo distintivo.
Inocencio bendijo ese hébito y le otorgd varios
privilegios, no so6lo para los religiosos de la Orden,
sino también para todos los Cofrades de Nuestra
Sefiora del Monte Carmelo. Llevando éstos el
escapulario, que es la reduccion del que llevan los
Carmelitas, participan de todos los méritos y oraciones
de la Orden y pueden esperar de la Santisima Virgen
verse pronto libres del Purgatorio, si hubieran sido
fieles en observar las condiciones impuestas para su
uso. En este dia pidamos que se acreciente la devocion
a Maria Santisima que es tan espléndida con sus
devotos al prometer a los que lleven puesto su santo
escapulario la eterna salvacion y el alivio y reduccion
de las penas del Purgatorio. Vayamos a Maria, quien
nos llama con su voz dulcisima de Madre.

Some people // ‘\-
hear God's word and it starts to grow in /
them, but they have so many other things —

going on in their lives that they forget God. %T‘J:

The people who hear the word of God and let it grow in
them are like the good soil. When the sower plants the seed
in the good soil it gets deep roots, grows high and produces a
good harvest. When we receive the word of God well, it
takes root in us so that it is really deep in our
hearts. It grows when we feed it by learning
more about God and trying to love Him

more. It produces a harvest when other
people come to love God because of us.
