Dear Parishioners,

This weekend, we begin our Religious Education
program, which every child of our parish is expected to
attend every year, from preparing for their First Holy
Communion to receiving the Sacrament of
Confirmation. Our religious education program
supplements the primary educators of the Faith to
the children - the parents. It’s no secret that many
parents have not come with their children to Mass
during the past three months, since the end of last
year’s Religious Education program. My hope and
prayer is that this changes, beginning NOW - this
weekend. Yes, it will be mandatory for every child to
attend Mass every weekend as part of Religious
Education, but even more than this obligation, we want
to help the children (and parents) understand why it is
so important to attend Mass every weekend. The
purpose of our lives is to know, love, and serve the
Lord while here on earth, so to be with Him forever in
Heaven. This Thursday, October 12th, we celebrate in
the Church the Feast Day of a young man who
understood his purpose in life. Blessed Carlo Acutis
was born in London, England, on May 3, 1991 to
parents from Milan, Italy. He was a pious child,
attending daily Mass, frequently praying the rosary,
and making weekly confessions. Carlo’s mother,
Antonia Salzano, said that, “Jesus was the center of his
day. He really had Jesus in his heart, really the
pureness”. Priests and nuns would tell her that the
Lord had a special plan for her son. Carlo did little
things with faithfulness, love and joy. He was filled
with a burning love for the Lord, especially in the
Eucharist. His friends remember him saying, “Every
day I live the Holy Communion as a constant dialogue
with Jesus, as an authentic hope. The Eucharist is my
freeway to heaven!” Carlo Acutis is most remembered
for documenting Eucharistic miracles from all over the
world, dating back from medieval times right up to
those that took place just a few years ago. All of his
work is available on a website that he built before he
died. In addition to his love for the Lord and his
programming and computer skills, Carlo loved to play
video games and soccer. He also had a great love for
others. His mother said: “His immense generosity
made him interested in everyone: the foreigners, the
handicapped, children, beggars. To be close to Carlo
was to be close to a fountain of fresh water”. Carlo
was continually filled with joy and was very kind and

generous to those around him. Carlo said: “Think of
Jesus as one among you, your best friend or your
brother, as well as a man who needs your help. To me
being a Christian is to observe the world and bring my
Joy, my strength to others...If you see a friend
struggling, help him or her, don’t leave them alone,
don’t close your eyes”. After being diagnosed with
leukemia, Carlo offered all his suffering up for the
Church and for the Pope. During his illness, he said:
“I'm happy to die because I've lived my life without
wasting even a minute of it doing things that wouldn’t
have pleased God”. Carlo died of leukemia at the age
of 15 years old. Blessed Carlos Acutis, pray for us!

BORN TO BE WILD?

“Why...did it bring forth wild grapes?” —
Isaiah 5:4

God took perfect care of His vineyard, the
house of Israel (Is 5:1ff). With a perfect
Gardener and perfect care, you would expect
the vineyard to produce domesticated, fruitful
grapes. No one would logically expect wild
grapes to be produced. For this to happen, the
domesticated grapevines that were planted
would need to acquire the plant physiology of
wild grapes.

Therefore, God told the people of Israel, and
us also, that if they wanted to be wild, He
would let them live in a condition which fits
their desire for wildness. Thus, the Lord tore
down the walls which protected the vineyard,
allowing wild conditions, wild plants, and
wild animals to invade (Is 5:5-6). Perhaps
then the Israelites would come to their senses
(see Lk 15:17ff) and return to the Lord.
Perhaps the wild grapes would learn from the
merciless effects of wild living and humbly
return to their domesticated, fruitful nature
that comes with being children of God.

When Jesus proclaimed the parable of the
vineyard in today’s Gospel reading, those who
heard understood Jesus’ message clearly

(see Mt 21:45). However, most of those who
heard Him rejected His message, rejected God
and His protection, and chose wildness and
separation from Him.

The message is clear. God’s plan is to bring us
into His family so we’ll bear good fruit (Jn
15:5, 8, 16). Repent of any desire to “run
wild” and rebel against the Lord (Ex 32:25).

Prayer: Father, do in me whatever it takes in
order to do through me whatever You will.

Promise: “Then God’s own peace, which is
beyond all understanding, will stand guard
over your hearts and minds.” —Phil 4:7

Praise: Praise Jesus, rejected, crucified, and
risen Lord God!

Para mi
ser cristiano es observar el mundo y llevar mi alegria,
mi fuerza a los demds...Si ves a un amigo luchando,
ayudalo, no lo dejes solo, no cierres los ojos”.
Después de ser diagnosticado con leucemia, Carlo
ofrecié todo su sufrimiento por la Iglesia y por el Papa.
Durante su enfermedad, dijo: "Estoy feliz de morir
porque he vivido mi vida sin perder ni un minuto
haciendo cosas que no agradarian a Dios". Carlo
murid de leucemia a la edad de 15 afios. Beato Carlos
Acutis, jruega por nosotros! iDios los bendiga!
