Sixth Sunday of Faster
May 10, 2026

Peace and Good! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ.

Introduction

Easter. A Church that is being born—as recounted
in the Acts of the Apostles—cannot remain con-
fined within its walls; it goes forth to evangelize
Jews outside of Jerusalem, as well as the Samari-
tans, who were considered heretics and pagans.
Philip (a deacon) went down to the city of Samaria,
which was filled with joy: What message did Philip
proclaim? Once the people's response became
known, Peter and John (apostles)—sent by the
community—traveled to Samaria to lay hands upon
them so that they might receive the Holy Spirit.

And in the Gospel of Saint John, we hear of Jesus’
departure to the Father and of His return. Jesus, the
Son of God, is with us; it is a matter for each indivi-
dual to choose to receive Him and to keep Him
present. in our lives. The reality of the encounter
between the Father and the Son is the Spirit-—who
is pure LOVE.

Biblical Commentary on the Readings

In today’s first reading, we see Philip (Acts 8:5-8,
14-17)—one of the seven chosen men (deacons)
and, likely, the successor to Stephen (the proto-
martyr deacon)—reaching the "cursed" territory of
the Samaritans. The animosity between Jews and
Samaritans is already evident in the Gospels (Luke
9:521f; John 4). This was a momentous step, for the
Samaritans were regarded as pagans (due to their
failure to offer sacrifices at the Temple in Jeru-
salem). This represented a decisive undertaking—
one that was, at the same time, a commitment
guided by the Spirit of Pentecost, the feast for which
we are currently preparing (May 24). The Samari-
tans welcomed the Word of God-—as Luke tells us
in this account—prompting the community to send
Peter and John to minister to and confirm in the
faith this new community that had opened itself to
the power of the saving Word. Our text (Second
Reading: 1 Pefer 3:15-18) presents us with a
theological thesis—a teaching—that must be foun-

dational for the followers of Jesus: that we must
always be ready to give an account of our hope. The
carly Christians often had to explain the grounds of
their faith and hope to those who asked for them.
Those were times of persecution—and, consequen-
tly, very difficult times—for the nascent Christian
community.

The point is not to mount an apologetic defense of
our hope, but rather to live with hope: hope in
Christ, in a world of peace and harmony—a world
that, moreover, possesses a future extending
beyond this earthly history, because Jesus, the Lord,
has won that new world for all: heaven, eternal life.

The Gospel of John (14:15-21) continues with its
discourse of revelation from the Last Supper. A
connection is established between love and the
commandments. To enable the fulfillment of this
commandment, Jesus promises to send a "defen-
der'"—a helper: The Spirit (the "Paraclete").
Jesus promises not to leave us orphaned; the Spirit
is stronger than the world—just as love and truth
are stronger than the world—even if appearances
might suggest otherwise.

The Gospel speaks to us of the "Paraclete’” whom
Jesus promises to his own. The Greek term *para-
kletos®* (meaning "one who is called upon'"—
derived from the Greek verb *kaleo*, "to call" or
"to intercede for") originates in the legal realm; it
designates someone summoned to serve as a
defender in a court of law—in short, an advocate. It
is understood that the disciples are destined to face
a struggle within the world. The author of the
Gospel is already witnessing this firsthand; conse-
quently, he constructs this discourse regarding the
"Paraclete," who "will be with you forever' (Jn
14:16). This is the Spirit of "Truth’—one of the
ways in which Jesus has presented himself in this
Gospel (Jn 14:6)—and a dominant theme within
Johannine catechesis (the Gospel of Saint John).
Thus, the Spirit comes to carry out the very work
that Jesus performed while he was among them.

What is the significance of this entire discourse
delivered by Jesus to his apostles at the Last



Supper? It is this: even though Jesus is no longer
physically present, we shall never lack his Spirit. It
constitutes a new form of Jesus' presence—a pre-
sence that follows his Resurrection, and one whose
existence—both now and in the future—we can
never doubt. In this world of ours—rife with inter-
minable disputes and all-too-human interests—
having a "defender" or advocate is virtually a
necessity if we are to avoid being left helpless.
Consequently, Christians possess their own
Advocate, upon whom they may rely, for he is an
"Advocate of the Truth that sets our consciences
ﬁee. r

As we prepare to celebrate the solemnities of the
Ascension and Pentecost. Each of us could take a
few minutes to pause and connect with our fears—
perhaps even to list them on a piece of paper. What
is troubling me right now? What is causing me
anxiety? Then, each of us could spend a few
minutes listening to Jesus, as He comforts us with
the promise of the Spirit and the promise of His
presence within us. We can allow ourselves to feel
relief, joy, and peace—perhaps even tears. Finally,
we can express our deep gratitude and say:

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of Your faithful
and kindle in them the fire of Your love. Send
Sforth Your Spirit, and they shall be created, and
You shall renew the face of the earth.

Introduccion

La Pascua. Una Iglesia que nace, como cuentan los
Hechos de los Apdstoles, no se puede quedar dentro
de sus muros, sale a evangelizar a judios fuera de
Jerusalén, a los samaritanos, quienes eran conside-
rados: herejes y paganos. Felipe (didcono), bajd a la
ciudad de Samaria que se llené de alegria: ;Qué
mensaje comunico Felipe? Conocida la respuesta
del pueblo, Pedro y Juan (apéstoles), enviados por
la comunidad, se trasladaron a Samaria para impo-
ner las manos y recibieran el Espiritu Santo.

Y en el evangelio de San Juan se nos habla de la
ida de Jesas al Padre y de su vuelta. Jests, ¢l Hijo
de Dios, esta con nosotros y es cuestion de cada uno
el hecho de recibirlo, tenerlo presente en nuestra
vida... La realidad del encuentro del Padre v el Hijo
es el Espiritu, todo AMOR.

Comentario biblico de las lecturas

En la primera lectura de hoy vemos a Felipe
(Hechos 8,5 -8. 14-17), uno de los siete elegidos
(didconos) y, probablemente, el lider sucesor de
Esteban (didcono proto-martir), llega hasta el
territorio maldito de los samaritanos. El odio entre
judios y samaritanos ya aparece en el evangelio (Le.
9, 52ss; Jn. 4). Este era un paso muy importante
porque se les consideraba como unos paganos (por
no ofrecer sacrificios en el Templo de Jerusalén).
Esta era una apuesta decisiva, a la vez que un com-
promiso conducido por el Espiritu de Pentecostés,
para cuya fiesta nos preparamos {(Mayo 24). Los
samaritanos acogieron la Palabra de Dios, nos dice
Lucas en este relato, y enviaron a Pedro y a Juan
para que pudieran atender y confirmar en la fe a esta
nueva comunidad que se habia abierto a la fuerza de
la palabra salvadora.

Nuestro texto (/I Lectura I Pedro 3, 15-18), nos
proporciona una tesis teoldgica (ensefianza), que
debe ser determinante para los seguidores de Jesus:
que debemos estar siempre dispuestos a dar razén
de nuestra esperanza. Los primeros cristianos tuvie-

ron que explicar muchas a veces, a quien se lo
pedia, los motivos de su fe y de su esperanza. Eran
tiempos de persecucion y por ende muy dificiles en
la naciente comunidad cristiana.

No se trata de hacer una defensa apologética de
nuestra esperanza, pero si es necesario vivir con
esperanza: la esperanza en Cristo, en un mundo de
paz y de concordia; en un mundo que tiene, ademas,
un futuro mas all4 de esta historia, porque Jesus, el
Sefior, ha ganado para todos ese mundo nuevo: ¢l
cielo, la vida eterna).

El evangelio de Juan (14, 15-21), prosigue con su
discurso de revelacion de la Gltima cena. Se hace
una conexién entre amor y mandamientos. Para
llevar adelante este mandamiento Jesfs pedird un
«defensor», un ayudador: el Espiritu (“Pard-
clito”). Jesus promete no dejarnos huérfanos: El
Espiritu es mas fuerte que el mundo, como el amor
y la verdad son mas fuertes que el mundo, aunque
nos parezea lo contrario.

El evangelio nos habla del “Pardclito” que Jesis
promete a los suyos. El término griego parakletos
{(que significa “llamado”, del verbo griego kaleo,
“llamar, interceder por”™) tiene su origen en ¢l
mundo juridico y designa a alguien que es llamado
como defensor en un ftribunal, un abogado, en
definitiva. Se sabe que los discipulos han de
afrontar en ¢l mundo una lucha. EI autor del
evangelio ya lo estd viendo con sus 0jos y por eso
construye este discurso sobre el “Pardclito” que
“estard con ustedes para siempre” (Jn. 14, 16). Es
el Espiritu de la “Verdad”, que es una de las formas
en que Jesus se ha presentado en este evangelio (Jn.
14, 6), un tema dominante de la catequesis joanica
(evangelio de San Juan). Por lo mismo, el Espiritu
vendrd a hacer o que hacia Jesis mientras estaba
con ellos.

¢ Qué sentido tiene todo este discurso de la dltima
cena de Jesus con sus apdstoles? Pues que, aunque
falte Jests, no nos faltara su Espiritu. Es una presen-
cia nueva de Jests, una presencia que viene después
de la Resurreccion y que no podemos dudar que
existe y existird. En este mundo nuestro de disputas
interminables y de intereses muy humanos, tener un



abogado “defensor” es como una necesidad para no
estar desamparados. Los cristianos, por lo mismo,
tienen el suyo y pueden apoyarse en €l, porque es
un “abogado de la verdad que libera” nuestras
conciencias.

Mientras nos preparamos para celebrar las solemni-
dades: Ascension y Pentecostés. Cada uno de
nosotros podria tomarse unos minutos para hacer
una pausa y conectar con sus miedos, tal vez incluso
para enumerarlos en un trozo de papel. ;Qué es lo
que me inquieta ahora? ;Qué es lo que me causa
ansiedad? 1.uego, cada uno podria dedicar unos
minutos a escuchar a Jestis consoldndonos con la
promesa del Espiritu y la promesa de su presencia
en nuestro interior. Podemos permitirnos sentir
alivio, alegria, paz, tal vez incluso lagrimas. Final-
mente, podemos expresar nuestra profunda gratitud
y decir:
