Twenty-Third Sunday of Ordinary Time
September 10, 2023

Dear Parishioners,

This Monday is the 22nd Anniversary of “9/11".
September 11", 2001 - This date is very familiar
to all of us. In fact, we can probably remember
exactly where we were when we heard the
devastating news that terrorists had flown two
planes into the World Trade Center buildings,
another plane into the Pentagon, and a fourth
plane, which ended up in a field in Pennsylvania.
The official death toll from the terrorist attacks on
our country was 2,996 people (including the 19
hijackers). I was a Franciscan brother studying to
be a priest at St. Joseph's Seminary in Yonkers,
NY, during this time. When the attacks happened,
the Rector of the seminary came into our theology
class to tell our professor the news. All of us
seminarians then went to the chapel to pray the
Rosary. Since we didn't have classes on
Wednesdays at the seminary, | was able to take the
subway down to the city with some of the other
friars to go pray and be with family members
whose loved ones were killed, as well as pray with
others who were there and in need of consolation
and hope. It is very interesting that the terrorists’
attacks happened on September 11th, because it is
on September 14th that the Catholic Church
celebrates the Feast of the Exaltation of the
Cross of Jesus Christ. Three days after Jesus was
crucified, we celebrate His Resurrection from the
dead, so it was three days after the terrible terrorist
attacks, that we celebrate as a Church the
Exaltation of the Holy Cross - a symbol of hope
for the whole world. [ believe it was no
“coincidence”, but rather a "God incident", that
there were two steel beams found in the shape of a
cross in the midst of the devastation at Ground
Zero. Fr. Brian Jordan, OFM, spoke over the cross
days after the attacks and declared it to be a
"symbol of hope and healing". When a family of a
man who died in the attacks came to the cross
shrine and left personal effects there, a minister at
the site said: “It was as if the cross took in the
grief and loss. I never felt Jesus more.” So as we
remember all those who have died in the 9/11

attacks, as we continue to face terror in our world
each and every day, let us never lose sight of the
Cross of Christ, by which Salvation was won for
each of us. In the Cross, is our hope, our strength,
and even our joy. Let us boldly proclaim the Cross
and its message of hope to all the world, which is
desperately looking for, and in need of Jesus
Christ. God bless!

HATING THE SIN,
LOVING THE SINNER

“If I tell the wicked man that he shall
surely die, and you do not speak out to
dissuade the wicked man from his way,
he [the wicked man] shall die for his
guilt, but I will hold you responsible for
his death.” —Ezekiel 33:8

“You can depend on this as worthy of full
acceptance: that Christ Jesus came into
the world to save sinners” (1 Tm 1:15).
Therefore, as followers of Jesus, we must
be very concerned about sin. First, we
must remove the plank of sin from our
eyes so that we will see clearly to remove
the specks of sin from the eyes of our
brothers and sisters (Mt 7:5). Then we
should correct and warn the person who is
sinning (Ez 33:8), “but keep it between
the two of” us (Mt 18:15). If privately
correcting a person who sins against us is
not well received (Mt 18:16), we should
bring other Christians into this “ministry
of reconciliation” (2 Cor 5:18). Moreover,
“anyone who sees his brother sinning, if
the sin is not deadly, should petition God,
and thus life will be given to the sinner”
(1.Jn 5:16). “Remember this: the person
who brings a sinner back from his way
will save his soul from death and cancel a
multitude of sins” (Jas 5:20). Finally, we
must rejoice with the Lord, the saints, and

the angels “over one repentant sinner”
(Lk 15:7, 10).

Prayer: Father, use me to lead many to
the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

Promise: “Owe no debt to anyone except
the debt that binds us to love one another,
He who loves his neighbor has fulfilled
the law.” —Rm 13:8

Praise: Praise Jesus, risen, glorified, and
seated at the right hand of the Father!

Queridos feligreses,

Este lunes es el 22° aniversario del “9/11”. 11 de
Septiembre de 2001 - Esta fecha nos es muy
familiar a todos. De hecho, probablemente
podamos recordar exactamente doénde estdbamos
cuando escuchamos la devastadora noticia de que
los terroristas habian estrellado dos aviones contra
los edificios del World Trade Center, otro avidon
hacia el Pentadgono y un cuarto avion, que se
estrelld en un campo en Pensilvania.

esperanza. Es muy interesante que los atentados
terroristas ocurrieran el 11 de Septiembre, porque
es el 14 de septiembre que la Iglesia Catolica
celebra la Fiesta de la Exaltacion de la Cruz de
Jesucristo. Tres dias después de la Crucifixion de
Jesus, celebramos Su resurreccion de entre los
muertos, por lo que fue tres dias después de los
terribles ataques terroristas, que celebramos como
Iglesia la Exaltacion de la Santa Cruz, un simbolo
de esperanza para el mundo entero. Creo que no
fue una "coincidencia", sino mas bien un "inci-
dente de Dios", que se encontraron dos vigas de
acero en forma de cruz en medio de la devastaciéon
en la Zona Cero.
