Nineteenth Sunday of Ordinary Time
August 13, 2023

Dear Parishioners,

I'love sports. I grew up both playing and watching
many different sports. The best part of any sport is
the victory, and the celebration that follows it. This
Tuesday we celebrate the victory of Jesus’ death and
Resurrection over sin, death, and the devil, and the
sharing in that victory, through the Assumption of
our Blessed Mother body and soul into Heaven. On
November 1%, 1950, in the Apostolic Constitution
Munificentissimus Deus, Pope Pius XII infallibly
declared: “after having completed the course of her
earthly life, Mary was assumed body and soul into
heavenly glory”. He said “that what is
commemorated in this feast of the Assumption of
Mary is not simply the total absence of corruption
Jrom the dead body of the Blessed Virgin Mary but
also her triumph over death and her glorification in
Heaven, after the pattern set by her only Son, Jesus
Christ”. In this beautiful document, Pope Pius XII
uses the word “victory” many times, in speaking of
Jesus’ victory over sin and death with His
Crucifixion and Resurrection, as well as our Blessed
Mother sharing in this victory of her Son through
being assumed body and soul into Heaven. The Lord
wants us also to share in His Victory over sin and
death. He desires that we seek a closer relationship
with Him every day, so that we may share Eternal
Life with Him forever in Heaven. We can
accomplish this through a greater devotion to our
Blessed Mother Mary. As our guide, intercessor, and
example, our Blessed Mother can help us draw
closer to her Son Jesus and the Kingdom of Heaven,
avoiding the occasions and temptations of sin.
Mary’s sole desire for each one of us, is to lead us to
Heaven, to share in that victory of her Son Jesus
over sin, death, and the devil. Let us ask our Blessed
Mother to pray for us, and let us imitate her faithful
example here on earth — her holiness and devotion to
the Lord; her virtues of humility, kindness toward
others, patience, love for those who are difficult to
love; her silence and refraining from gossip and
talking about others; her constant attitude of
gratitude, praise, and thanksgiving to God; and her
constant “yes” to the Will of God in her life. Mary
will help us get to Heaven if we allow her to lead us.

The devil will throw obstacles in our way, trying to
lead us astray, and to distract us from the path to
Eternal Life. We just need to call on Mary, and ask
her to help us: “Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for
us sinners, now and at the hour of our death.
Amen”. God Bless!

JESUS, I TRUST IN YOU

“It is I.” —Matthew 14:27

By walking on the sea, Jesus manifested
Himself to His apostles. They were
captivated, even “terrified,” by the miraculous
sight of a person walking on the water (Mt
14:25-26). Jesus spoke to the apostles,
revealing His divine identity by saying “It is
[” (Mt 14:27; see also Ex 3:14; Jn 8:58).

When St. Peter encountered Jesus showing
His sovereignty over the chaos of the sea, he
said to Jesus, “Lord, if it is really You, tell me
to come to You” (Mt 14:28). Jesus then
responded: “Come!” (Mt 14:29)

Simon Peter spoke words that Jesus would
surely like to hear coming from our own lips.
Have you ever felt that the Lord was calling
you in a certain direction, but you weren’t
sure if it was truly Him? Jesus would surely
like us to respond as Simon Peter, “Lord, if
this is truly Your leading, tell me clearly.”
Jesus answers, “Come to Me” (Mt 11:28; Mt
14:29).

The next step is ours. We may falter and begin
to sink in our troubles. Imitate Simon Peter by
crying out to Jesus, “Lord, save me!” (Mt
14:30) Jesus may seem far away, but, as you
cry out to Him, immediately His arm is there
to lift you up (Mt 14:31). “Trust in Him at all
times” (Ps 62:9).

Prayer: Lord Jesus, give me water-walking
faith. Jesus, I trust in You.

Promise: “The Lord Himself will give His
benefits; our land shall yield its increase.” —

Ps 85:13

Praise: Praise the risen Jesus, Who gives us
life by His death!
