Peace and All Good! Dear brothers and sisters
in our Lord Jesus Christ,

Introduction

Holy Thursday is the day to celebrate, give thanks,
and adore the “Love of Loves.” Today, we feel
more like brothers and sisters—closer and more
united. Words are superfluous. A single image tells
us everything. Upon seeing Jesus kneeling before
each apostle in the humble gesture of washing their
feet, we discover what His life was truly about and
the very meaning of our own existence. The
Eucharist—entrusted to the Church through the
Sacrament of Holy Orders—serves as the memorial
of His self-giving. From this source, we are sent
forth to become bread ourselves—bread that is
broken and shared for the sake of the world.

Good Friday: The Passion of Jesus is one of the
most well-known narratives in Christianity.
Throughout the centuries, entire generations of
believers have listened to, meditated upon, and
contemplated these events, which lie at the very
heart of our faith., The Gospel of Saint John
powerfully underscores Jesus’ suffering, solitude,
and dramatic struggle; yet, the Evangelist also
offers a deeper—and, in a certain sense,
surprising—perspective. For him, the Passion is not
merely the moment of Jesus’ human defeat, but also
the moment in which His true identity is revealed:
“I AM.” Amidst humiliation, glory emerges; amidst
death, life begins to manifest itself.

Holy Saturday: the rites of fire and light; the glo-
rious hymn of the Lord’s Resurrection (Easter
proclamation), the journey through the most signi-
ficant milestones of Salvation History (the Word of
God as revealed in the Old Testament); the reaffir-
mation and renewal of our baptismal vows; the
celebration of the memorial of our redemption... all
these elements speak to us and evoke—on this Holy
Night—the presence and active work of a God who
is near. He is a God committed, through His libera-
ting power, to opening up a horizon of complete
hope within the unfolding story of our lives. Yes!

The Lord Jesus Christ has risen! And never again
shall destructive evil have the final word. He has
risen, and He fills our hearts with absolute confi-
dence in His Victory!

Resurrection Sunday—today is the day on which
the Lord Jesus Christ has risen from the dead! He is
our joy and our delight. United with Peter, we
celebrate, bear witness to, and proclaim His
Resurrection. He has united us to the Father through
a new and eternal ¢covenant.

Reflection for Resurrection Sunday

The first reading (Acts 10:34, 37-42) is a dis-course
of a kerygmatic nature (a Greek word meaning
"proclamation”), centered on the Paschal announ-
cement: the death and resurrection of the Lord. In
the Book of Acts, this account is known as the
"Gentile Pentecost,” in contrast to the events re-
counted in Acts 2 (the Coming of the Holy Spirit),
which focused on the Jews of the entire known
world at that time. Through this discourse delivered
by Peter before the household of Cornelius—a
Gentile family described as "God-fearers" (sympa-
thetic to Judaism, yet not "preselytes,” as they had
not yet accepted circumcision) — the aim is to
present to this Gentile family, with its affinity for
Jewish religiosity, the novelty of the path Christians
have embarked upon following the Resurrection:
namely, that salvation is offered to all who believe
in Jesus Christ,

The second reading, from Colossians 3:1-4, is
undoubtedly a baptismal text. This implies that it
originated within—or was composed for-—the
baptismal liturgy, the central moment of which took
place during the Paschal Vigil (Holy Saturday),
when early catechumens (a Greek word meaning
"those who listen") received their baptism in the
name of Christ. The text draws out the implications
for Christians of believing in and accepting the
Paschal mystery: a passage from death to life, from
the world below to the world above. Through
baptism, therefore, we are incorporated into the life
of Christ and enter into the trajectory of his future.



The Gospel text from Saint John (20:1-9)—pro-
claimed every year on this day of Easter—invites us
to accompany Mary Magdalene to the tomb, a
powerful symbol of death and its human silence. It
evokes the astonishment and perplexity arising
from the discovery that the Lord is no longer in the
tomb; indeed, He who has surrendered His life
forever cannot remain there. In the tomb, there is no
life; yet He had presented Himself as the Resurrec-
tion and the Life (Jn 11:25). Mary Magdalene
discovers the Resurrection, but she cannot yet
interpret it. In John’s Gospel, this narrative choice
is deliberate, serving the symbolism of granting
primacy to the Beloved Disciple and to Peter. Yet,
let us not forget that—within this very text of John
20:1iff—she receives an extraordinary mission;
this comes about, however, through a process in
which she no longer “sees’’ the Risen Jesus merely
as the Jesus she had known, but rather "recognizes"
Him in a different, more intimate, and personal
way. This woman, most certainly, is a witness.to the
Resurrection.

Let us remember, brothers and sisters: Death has
been vanquished; it is consummated; it has been
transformed into life through the God whom Jesus
championed even unto death.

I wish you a BLESSED EASTER OF THE
RESURRECTION.

Fresh Bread

“Get rid of the old yeast to make of yourselves
fresh dough, unleavened loaves, as it were;
Christ our Passover has been sacrificed.” —]1
Corinthians 5:7

Alleluia! Jesus has risen! He’s alive! Alleluia!

For many Christians, the Good News of Jesus’
Resurrection from the dead isn’t “news” anymore.
It’s old. They’ve heard it (or not heard it) for years.
Instead of being evangelized to Christianity, they
have been immunized to it. They mistakenly think
that the lukewarm version of FEaster they’ve
received is all there is to the Good News.

We must get rid of the old yeast of sin. We must
repent of compromising with the values of the
world and of thereby letting the risen Christ be
upstaged by NCAA basketball, major league
baseball, spring break, chocolate Easter bunnies,
or even marshmallow chicks. We must proclaim
Jesus® Resurrection with power by making major
financial moves and lifestyle changes — all
because of the risen Christ (see Acts 4:33-35).

Jesus died and was buried because of our sins.
Unless we break out of the tomb of sin, we will not
be witnesses for the risen Christ but anti-witnesses.
We will conceal the risen Lord rather than reveal
Him. Therefore, we must ask for the forgiveness of
our sins through His name (Acts 10:43). On the
first Easter Sunday evening, Jesus offered us
forgiveness (Jn_20:23). We must repent if we are
to be credible witnesses for the risen Jesus.

Introduccion

Jueves Santo es el dia para celebrar, agradecer y
adorar al “Amor de los amores”. Hoy nos sentimos
mas hermanos, mas cerca y mas unidos. Sobran las
palabras. Una imagen nos lo dice todo. Al ver a
Jesus arrodillado ante cada aposto! en el gesto
servicial de lavar los pies descubrimos lo que fue su
viday el sentido de nuestra existencia. La Eucaristia
confiada a la Iglesia mediante el Orden Sacerdotal
es memorial de su entrega. Desde ella somos
enviados a hacernos también nosotros pan, un pan
partido, y compartido para el mundo.

Viernes Santo, la pasion de Jesis es uno de los
relatos mas conocidos del cristianismo. A lo largo
de los siglos, generaciones enteras de creyentes han
escuchado, meditado y contemplado estos aconteci-
mientos que se sitianen el centro de la fe. El Evan-
gelio de San Juan subraya con fuerza el sufrimiento,
la soledad y el drama de Jesus, el evangelista intro-
duce una mirada mas profunda y, en cierto modo,
sorprendente. Para €l, la pasion no es solamente el
momento de la derrota humana de Jesis, sino tam-
bién el momento en que se revela su verdadera
identidad: “ yo soy”. En medio de la humillacién
aparece la gloria; en medio de la muerte comienza
a manifestarse la vida.

Sabado Santo, los ritos del fuego y de la luz, el
cantico glorioso de la Resurreccion del Sefior
(pregon pascual), el recoirido por los hitos mas
significativos de la Historia de la Salvacién (la
Palabra de Dios a través del Antiguo Testamento),
la actualizacidn y renovacion de los compromisos
bautismales, la celebracion del memorial de nuestra
redencion... todo nos habla y nos evoca en esta
Noche Santa la presencia y actuacion de un Dios
cercano, comprometido con su fuerza liberadora
para abrir en nuestra historia un horizonte de
esperanza plena. iSi. El Sefior Jesucristo ha resu-
citado. Y nunca ya el mal destructor tendrd la tltima

palabra. El ha resucitado y llena nuestros corazones
de confianza plena en su Victoria!

Domingo de Resurreccion, jHoy es el diaen ¢l que
el Sefior Jesucristo ha resucitado de entre los muer-
tos! El es nuestra alegria y nuestro gozo. Unidos a
Pedro celebramos, testificamos y anunciamos su
Resurreccién. El nos ha unido al Padre con una
nueva y eterna alianza.

Reflexion Domingo de Resurreccion

La primera lectura (Hch 10,34.37-42), es un dis-
curso de tipo kerygmatico (palabra griega que signi-
fica anuncio), que tiene su eje en el anuncio pascual:
muerte y resurreccion del Seiior. Este relato es
conocido en el libro de los Hechos como el ' Pente-
costés pagano", a diferencia de lo que se relata en
Hch 2 (Venida del Espiritu Santo), que esta centra-
do en los judios de todo el mundo de entonces. Con
este discurso de Pedro ante la familia de Cornelio,
(una familia pagana "femerosos de Dios", simpati-
zantes del judaismo, pero no "prosélitos’, porque
no llegaban a aceptar la circuncision), se pretende
exponer ante esta familia pagana, simpatizante de la
religiosidad judia, la novedad del camino que los
cristianos han emprendido después de la resurrec-
cion, que la salvacion es ofrecida para todos
aquellos que crean en Jesucristo.

La segunda lectura a los Colosenses 3,1-4, es un
texto bautismal sin duda. Quiere decir que ha
nacido en o para la liturgia bautismal, que tenia su
momento central en la noche pascual (Sdbado
Santo), cuando los primeros catecimenos (palabra
griega que significa los que escuchan), recibian su
bautismo en nombre de Cristo. El texto saca las
consecuencias que para los cristianos tiene €l creer
y aceptar el misterio pascual: pasar de la muerte a
la vida; del mundo de abajo al mundo de arriba. Por
el bautismo, pues, nos incorporamos a la vida de
Cristo y estamos en la estela de su futuro.

El texto del evangelio de san Juan 20,1 - 9, que
todos los afios se proclama en este dia de la Pascua,



nos propone acompaflar a Maria Magdalena al
sepulcro, que es todo un simbolo de la muerte y de
su silencio humano; nos insinia el asombro y la
perplejidad de que el Sefor no esta en el sepulcro;
no puede estar alli quien ha entregado la vida para
siempre. En el sepulcro no hay vida, y El se habia
presentado como la resurreccion y la vida (Jn.
11,25). Maria Magdalena descubre la resurreccion,
pero no la puede interpretar todavia. En Juan esto es
caprichoso, por el simbolismo de ofrecer una
primacia al discipulo amado y a Pedro. Pero no olvi-
demos que ella recibird en el mismo texto de Jn.
20,11ss una mision extraordinaria, aunque pasando
por un proceso de no “ver” ya a Jesis resucitado
como el Jestis que habia conocido, sino “recono-
ciéndolo” de otra manera mas intima y personal.
Pero esta mujer, desde luego, es testigo de la
resurreccion.

Recordemos hermanos: L.a muerte ha sido vencida,
esta consumada, ha sido transformada en vida por
medio del Dios que Jesus defendio hasta la muerte.
