Twenty-Second Sunday in Ordinary Time
August 31, 2025

Peace and Goodness, brothers and sisters.

This Sunday's first reading is taken from the Book
of Sirach, part of the Wisdom Books. Biblical
wisdom encourages us to live sensibly and
rationally to achieve true happiness in a simple way
(in contrast to human thinking). The sacred author's
theme for reflection in chapter 3 is humility: "My
son, conduct your affairs with humility, and you
will be loved more than a gencrous man. Make
yourself less as you are greater, and you will find
favor with the Lord" (Eccl 3:17). Likewise, the
Gospel meditates on the parable of the guests at the
wedding banquet (Luke 14:7-14), who seek the
highest places, to which Jesus exhorts: “Do not sit
in the highest place, lest someone more important
than you be invited, and the one who invited you
both come and say to you, ‘Give this man the place,’
and you go and take the lowest place in shame”
(Luke 14:8-9). T would like to meditate on Christian
humility on this 22nd Sunday in Ordinary Time.
Christian Humility '

Today's world does not want to know this word,
it goes in another direction: power, prestige, and
appearance. Jesus proposes to us: “Learn from me,
for I am gentle and humble in heart” (Mt 11:29).
Learn from me. But what does true Christian and
evangelical humility consist of? Humility isn't
making oneself small or poor. One can be
insignificant, but very arrogant... It isn't about
feeling small or seemingly worthless. This can be a
terrible inferiority complex, something dangerous
that can even lead to depression.

Humility means making oneself small out of love,
to serve others and lift them up (this is the humility
of Jesus). He stripped Himself of every-thing,
taking on our human form (pain, hunger, physical
exhaustion), to save us, to serve us... This is why
He is right when He tells us: learn from me, for I
am meek and humble of heart (Mr 11:29). Truly
humble, only God, only He, cannot elevate HHimself
because He is supreme. Every movement He makes
is to descend, and He does this all the time. From
creation to remaining with us in the Eucharist, the
entire history of salvation is a history of descent and
divine humility. '

We must recognize that humility is not some-
thing natural to us. It is said that about 75% of the
human body is made up of water, and paraphrasing
this biological fact, we could say that 75% of the
human spirit is made up of pride, arrogance, and
vanity. In our process of transfiguration, we so need
the Holy Spirit. Pope Francis once invited us in a
short homily with these words, which I want to
share with you at this moment: /et us invoke the
Holy Spirit at all times to guide us on the path of
Christ's disciples. The Pope says to invoke him
every day. I make this suggestion to you, so that the
Holy Spirit will draw you closer to Jesus Christ,
who is "gentle and humble of heart” (Mt 11:29).

The meaning of our theme to welcome or better
still to be able to welcome the gift of humility, and
to be able to discover the true root of humility, it is
necessary to return to the Master, that is to say to
Jesus: “meek and humble of heart” (Mt 11, 29),
what did Jesus do, to proclaim himself thus
solemnly?, humble, we already said he DOWN-
LOADED himself, not-in THOUGHTS, or in
IDEAS, he did it concretely with the facts, being in
glory where he had everything (with the Father),
DESCENDED, took the form of a servant (slave),
and humbled himself, became obedient to the point
of death and death on the cross the apostle of the
Gentiles (Saint Paul) will tell us.

We said earlier, once Jesus' descent from God to
slave began, he never stopped; he continued his
descent throughout his life. Finally, in the Upper
Room, he kneels before his apostles, washing their
feet: "I am among you as one who serves" (Luke
22:27), saying this at the moment after having
washed his disciples' feet. But he does not stop; now
he descends deeper into death, "and humbled
himself by becoming obedient to death, even death
on a cross' (Phil 2:8). Appropriate to this extreme
of death and abasement, Paul adds: he resurrects
him, gives him the name above all names, and
commands that every knee should bow before him,
and that the whole universe should proclaim that
Jesus is Lord (¢f Phil 2:9-11). From a servant
humbled to the depths, the Lord Jesus is born.



Humility is therefore a willingness to descend, to
make oneself small in order to serve one's brothers
and sisters, for the will of service, a service done
with love and not for other purposes. In a certain
sense, we can say that humility is a willingness and
gratitude, giving oneself freely... abasing oneself
without self-interest, without calculating that things
will return with some good. Saint Francis, in the
prayer of Praise to the Most High God, says of God:
You are charity, You are wisdom, and at a certain
moment he proclaims: You are humility. Tow is this
possible? God: glory, splendor, and holiness. How
is this possible? God is humility. We have said it
before: God always descends towards us, out of
love, and simply out of love. Continuing with Saint
Francis, who is a model of the simplicity of
Christian thought, he managed to express it this way
in one of his admonitions:

See that he humbles himself daily (cf. Phil 2:8), as
when from the royal throne (Wis 18:15) he came to
the womb of the Virgin, daily he comes fo us,
appearing humble; daily he descends from the
bosom of the Father (cf. Jn 1:18) onto the altar in
the hands of the priest (Adm 1:16-18).

I wish, brothers and sisters, to invite you to
meditate on this Word and to live the Holy
Eucharist every Sunday, to contemplate the
humility of God in a piece of bread and a little wine.
- Saint John the Baptist, pray for us.

iPaz y Bien!, hermanos y hermanas.

La primera lectura de este domingo ¢s tomada del
libro del Eclesiastico, que forma parte de los libros
sapienciales (sabiduria). La sabiduria biblica hace
vivir de modo sensato y racional para alcanzar la
verdadera felicidad de una forma sencilla (en
contraste al pensamiento del hombre). El tema a
reflexionar del autor sagrado, en ¢l capitulo 3 es la
humildad: “Hijo mio, en tus asuntos procede con
humildad v te amaran mds que al hombre dadivo-
so. Hazte tanto mds pequefio cuanto mds grande
seas y hallards gracia ante el Sefior” (Ecl 3, 17).
De igual modo el evangelio medita en la parabola
de los invitados af banquete de bodas (Lc 14, 7-14),
que buscan los primeros lugares, a lo que Jesus
exhorta: “no te sientes en el lugar principal, no sea
que haya algun otro invitado mds importante que
t, y el que los invité a los dos venga a decirte:
‘Déjale el lugar a éste’, y tengas que ir a ocupar,
- lleno de vergiienza, el ultimo asiento” (Lc 14, 8-9).
. Me gustaria meditar acerca de la humil-dad
cristiana, en este Domingo XXII del Tiempo
Ordinario.

La humildad cristiana

El mundo de hoy no quiere conocer esta palabra,
va en ofra direccidn: poder, prestigio y apariencia.
Jeslis nos propone: “aprendan de mi, que soy man-
so y humilde de corazén” (Mt 11, 29), aprendan de
mi. Pero en ;,qué cosa consiste la verdadera humil-
dad cristiana y evangélica?, la humildad no es
hacerse pequefio, pobre, uno puede ser aunque
insignificante, pero muy arrogante..., no consiste
en sentirse pequefio o sin valor alguno aparente.
Esto puede ser un terrible complejo de inferiori-
dad, algo peligroso que nos puede llevar incluso a
la depresién.

Humildad significa hacerse pequefio por amor,
para servir a los demds y realzar a los otros (esta es
la humildad de Jests), El se ha despojado de todo,
asumiendo nuestra forma humana (dolor, hambre,
cansancio fisico), para salvarnos, para servirnos...
por esto tiene razon cuando nos dice: aprendan de
mi, que soy manso y humilde de corazon (Mt 11,
29), humilde verdaderamente s6lo DIOS, sélo EL,
no puede elevarse por qué El, es maximo. Cada
movimiento que El, hace es para descender y esto

lo hace todo ¢l tiempo. Desde la creacién hasta
permanecer en la Eucaristia con nosotros. Toda la
historia de Salvacién es una historia de descenso y
de humildad divina.

Debemos reconocer que la humildad no es algo
natural en nosotros. Se dice que cerca el 75 % del
cuerpo humano estd constituido por agua, y para-
fraseando este dato biol6gico, podriamos decir que
el 75 % del espiritu humano esta constituido de
orgullo, soberbia y vanidad. En nuestro proceso de
transfiguracién tenemos tanta necesidad del Espi-
ritu Santo. El Papa Francisco, una vez en una
pequeiia homilia nos invitaba con estas palabras,
que quiero compartirlas con ustedes en este
momento: invoquemos el Espiritu Santo en todo
momento para que nos gute sobre el camino de los
discipulos de Cristo. Dice el papa de invocarlo cada
dia, les hago esta propuesta, asi el Espiritu Santo te
acercara a Jesucristo, que es “manso y humilde de
corazon” (Mt 11, 29).

El sentido de nuestro tema para acoger o mejor afin
para poder acoger el don de la humildad, y para
poder descubrir la verdadera raiz de la humil-dad,
es necesario volvernos al Maestro, es decir a Jests:
“manso y humilde de corazon” (Mt 11, 29), jqué
cosa hizo Jesfis, para proclamarse asi solem-
nemente?, humilde, ya dijimos se ABAJO asi
mismo, no en PENSAMIENTOS, o en IDEAS, lo
hizo concretamente con los hechos, estando en la
gloria donde tenia todo (con el Padre), DESCIEN-
DE, toma la condiciéon de siervo (esclavo), y
humillado, haciéndese obediente hasta la muerte y
muerte en cruz nos dird ¢l apostol de los gentiles
(San Pablo).

Dijimos anteriormente una vez iniciado este
descender de Jests: de Dios a esclavo, nunca se
detuvo, continud a descender toda la vida. Final-
mente en el Cendculo, se pone de rodillas delante
de sus apostoles, lavando sus pies: “Yo estoy en
medio de ustedes como el que sirve” (Lc 22, 27),
dicho esto en aquel momento después de haber
lavado los pies a sus discipulos. Pero no se detiene,
desciende ahora mas profundo hasta la muerte “y se
humillo a st mismo, obedeciendo hasta la muerte
y muerte de cruz” (Filp 2, 8). Propio a este extremo
de la muerte y del abajamiento, Pablo



agrega: lo resucita, le da el nombre sobre todo
nombre y ordena que toda rodilla se doble delante a
ELy que todo el universo proclame que Jesus es el
SENOR (Cfr. Filp 2, 9-11). De siervo humillado
hasta el fondo, nace el Sefior Jess.

La humildad es por tanto disponibilidad, para
descender, hacerse pequefio para servir a los her-
manos y hermanas, para la voluntad del servicio,
servicio hecho con amor y no para otros objetivos.
En un cierto sentido podemos decir que la humil-
dad es DISPONIBILIDAD y GRATITUD, darse
gratuitamente. .., abajarse sin algun interés propio,
sin un calculo que las cosas retornen con algin bien.
San Francisco en la oracién de las Alabanzas al
Dios Altisimo, dice de Dios: Tu eres caridad, T
eres sabiduria y en un cierto momento proclama:
Tt eres humildad, ;como es posible? Dios: gloria,
esplendor y santidad ;como es posible?, Dios es
humildad. Lo habiamos dicho anteriormente Dios
siempre desciende hacia nosotros, por amor y
simplemente por amor. Continuando con san
Francisco, que es un modelo de la simplicidad del
pensamiento cristiano, ¢l lo lograr expresar de esta
forma en unas de sus admoniciones:

Vean que diariamente se humilla (cf. Fil 2,8),
como cuando desde el trono real (Sab 18,15) vino
al utero de la Virgen, diariamente viene a nosotros
él mismo apareciendo humilde; diariamente
desciende del seno del Padre (cf. Jn 1,18) sobre el
altar en las manos del sacerdote (Adm 1,16-18).

Deseo hermanos y-hermanos, invitarles a meditar
esta Palabra y a vivir todos los domingos la Santa
Eucaristia, para contemplar la humildad de Dios en
un trozo de pan y un poco de vino. San Juan
Bautista, ruega por nosotros.
