July 5, 2026

Peace and Goodness! Dear brothers and sisters in
our Lord Jesus Christ.

Introduction

This Sunday’s readings place us before one of the
Gospel’s most beautiful promises: "And you will
find rest for your souls."” We live in a world
marked by haste, constant demands, and the weight
of so many worries that end up exhausting the heart.
Yet, the rest Jesus offers is neither a mere pause nor
an escape from problems. It is something far
deeper: the peace that arises when we stop trying
to sustain our lives solely through our own
strength and learn to surrender ourselves into
God's hands.

The prophet Zechariah presents a humble king who
arrives without imposing himself, bringing peace
rather than war. Saint Paul reminds us that true tife
springs from the action of the Spirit dwelling within
us. And Jesus reveals that the mysteries of the
Kingdom are opened to the little ones—to those
who recognize their need for salvation. Rest for the
soul is, therefore, the fruit of an inner
transformation: allowing the Spirit to shape our
hearts according to the meek and humble heart
of Christ.

Today, the Word invites us to ask ourselves: where
do we seek our rest, and what burdens do we carry?
Perhaps the Lord is showing us that the peace we
long for is found not in exerting more control, but
in trusting more.

Biblical Commentary on the Readings

The First Reading, from the prophet Zechariah
(9:9-10), speaks of the restoration of Israel and
Jerusalem through the just and victorious Messiah.
Reminding us that weapons and war chariots never
bring peace to the world, the text proposes the
destruction of chariots and weaponry —what a
wonderful thing! —for this is precisely what we
need today. No war leads anywhere; it sows only
death and destruction.

[t is precisely through the power of humility that
this king will destroy the instruments of war. Is
harmony and peace not possible? Are chariots truly
necessary for Jerusalem to be the city of peace? The
Evangelists described Jesus' entry into Jerusalem
under the inspiration of this text. However, the
Jewish authorities did not believe he was coming in
peace. They sought to protect Jerusalem from the
boldness of this peaceful prophet and orchestrated a
political trial against him, handing him over to the
Romans to be crucified.

We are looking at one of the most beautiful,
profound, and pivotal passages of Saint Paul’s
famous Letter to the Romans (8:9, 11-13), a
passage that speaks of new life in the Spirit. Paul
outlines the most abundant path for the Christian
life: living according to the Spirit rather than
under the Law. The Law reveals our sins, but the
Spirit purifies, saves, and sets us free.

The presence of the Spirit within us cannot differ
from the presence Christ experienced. Therefore, to
live, to be inhabited by the Spirit, means experien-
cing within ourselves and in relation to God what is
described in today’s Gospel.

This Sunday’s Gospel features one of the most
beautiful passages from Matthew (11:25-30)—a
Gospel that does not often dwell on the mystery of
God’s gratuitous love. Today, Jesus reveals two
defining realities about Himself: that He alone
knows the Father with absolute depth, and that
He is "meek and humble of heart" (Mt 11:29).
We can also discover here two attitudes necessary
tfor understanding and living out what Jesus offers
us: simplicity and the desire to draw near to Him.

The wise and the learned often struggle to enter into
the mystery of the Kingdom because they are not
open to the newness of divine revelation; God never
ceases to reveal Himself, yet they believe they
already know everything and, consequently, that
God can no longer surprise them. The simple, on
the other hand—Iike children at their best—are
receptive; they are like sponges absorbing water,
possessing a capacity for wonder and awe. There



are exceptions, of course; even experts in the human
sciences can remain humble regarding the
knowledge of God.

Finally, | would like to encourage you to support
the parish in its various projects: repairing the
church roof, a cost exceeding $11,000, and
performing necessary maintenance in the boiler
room (which requires attention due to years of
neglect and the need to replace several rusted
pipes). The parish holds a monthly collection for
maintenance and fuel (gas); | encourage you to
contribute a little more to this monthly offering so
that we can address these essential repairs to our
church. As we prepare for a parish ministry fair
(taking place in September), we as a parish must ask
ourselves: How do I serve the Lord—as a lector,
Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion, usher,
or catechist? Do I place my talents at the service of
the Lord—talents so needed by the parish, such as
gardening, carpentry, masonry, electrical work, or
others? Do I attend weekday Mass and participate
in Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament (Fridays
from 9 am. to 7 p.m.)?

Introduccion

Las lecturas de este domingo nos sitlian ante una de
las promesas mas hermosas del Evangelio: "Y
encontraran descanso para sus almas'. Vivimos
en un mundo marcado por la prisa, la exigencia
constante y el peso de tantas preocupaciones que
terminan agotando el corazén. Sin embargo, el
descanso que Jesus ofrece no ¢s una simple pausa
ni una evasion de los problemas. Es algo mucho
mas profundo: la paz que nace cuando dejamos
de sostener nuestra vida udnicamente con
nuestras propias fuerzas y aprendemos a aban-
donarnos en las manos de Dios.

El profeta Zacarias presenta a un rey humilde que
llega sin imponerse, trayendo la paz y no la guerra.
San Pablo recuerda que la verdadera vida surge de
la accion del Espiritu que habita en nosotros. Y
Jesus revela que los misterios del Reino se abren a
los pequefios, a quienes reconocen que necesitan ser
salvados. El descanso del alma es, por tanto, el fruto
de una transformacion interior: dejar que el Espi-
ritu modele nuestro corazén segin el corazon
manso y humilde de Cristo.

La Palabra nos invita hoy a preguntarnos ;donde
buscamos nuestro descanso y qué cargas lleva-
mos? Tal vez el Sefior nos estd mostrando que la
paz que anhelamos no se encuentra en controlar
mas, sino en confiar mas.

Comentario biblico de las lecturas

La I* Lectura del profeta Zacarias (9, 9-10) habla
sobre la restauracion de Israel, de Jerusalén, en ra-
zon del Mesias justo y victorioso. Recordandonos
que las armas y los carros de guerra nunca traen la
paz al mundo; el texto propone la destruccion de los
carros y de las armas: jqué maravilla!, porque eso
es también lo que necesitamos hoy. Ninguna guerra
lleva a ninguna parte; solamente siembra muerte y
destruccion.

Precisamente es la fuerza de la humildad con la que
este rey destruiré los instrumentos de la guerra. jNo
es posible la concordia y la paz? ;Son necesarios
los carros para que Jerusalén sea la ciudad de la
paz? La entrada de Jests en Jerusalén fue descrita
por los evangelistas bajo la inspiracién de este tex-
to. Sin embargo, las autoridades judias no creyeron
que viniera en son de paz. Querian preservar
Jerusalén de la osadia del profeta pacifico y le mon-
taron un juicio politico, entregandolo en manos de
los romanos, para ser crucificado.

Estamos ante uno de los textos mas bellos, profun-
dos y determinantes de esta famosa carta de San
Pablo a los Romanos (8, 9.11-13), que es la vida
nueva en el Espiritu. Pablo traza la alternativa més
desbordante para la vida cristiana: vivir segin el
Espiritu y no bajo la Ley: La Ley nos muestra
nuestros pecados, pero el Espiritu nos purifica,
nos salva, nos libera.

La presencia del Espiritu en nosotros no puede ser
distinta de la que experiment6 Cristo. Por tanto, vi-
vir, ser habitados por el Espiritu, es sentir sobre uno
mismo y sobre Dios, lo que se nos ha de describir
en el evangelio de hoy.

El evangelio de este domingo es uno de los textos
mas hermosos del evangelio de Mateo (11,25-30),
que no se prodiga precisamente en el misterio de la
gratuidad de Dios. Hoy, Jesis nos muestra dos
realidades que le definen: que El es quien conoce
al Padre con toda la profundidad y que El es
«manso y humilde de corazén» (Mt 11,29). Tam-
bién podemos descubrir ahi dos actitudes necesarias
para poder entender y vivir lo que Jesis nos ofrece:
la sencillez y el deseo de acercarnos a El

A los sabios y entendidos frecuentemente les es
dificil entrar en el misterio del Reino, porque no
estan abiertos a la novedad de la revelacion divina;
Dios no deja de manifestarse, pero ellos creen que
ya lo saben todo y, por tanto, Dios ya no les puede
sorprender. Los sencillos, en cambio, como los
nifios en sus mejores momentos, son receptivos, son
como una esponja que absorbe el agua, tienen ca-
pacidad de sorpresa y de admiracion. También hay



excepciones, ¢ incluso, hay expertos en ciencias
humanas que pueden ser humildes por lo que al
conocimiento de Dios se refiere.
