Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed
November 2 , 2025

Peace and goodness! Dear brothers and sisters, in our
Lord Jesus Christ.

This year, the liturgy invites us to celebrate the
Commemoration of the Faithful Departed this Sunday,
which reminds us of our Christian vocation: in the wa-
ter of baptism, we were symbolically buried to rise to a
new life, into which our deceased brothers and sisters
have now definitively entered, and consequently, we
must walk in that new life. Likewise, on November 1,
we celebrate the Solemnity of All Saints, which re-
minds us that holiness is an essential part of Christian
life, as the Second Vatican Council exhorts us in the
document Lumen Gentium: "that all the faithful, of
whatever state or condition, are called to the fuliness of
Christian life and to the perfection of charity, and this
holiness inspires a more humane standard of life even in
earthly society" (LG 40).

The origin of the Commemoration of the Faithful
Departed dates back to the dawn of human history. In
the fullness of time (cf. Gal. 4:4), with the event of
Jesus' Resurrection (cf. Mt. 28:8-15), memory and
devotion toward them were radically enriched. Already
the earliest Christians, as can easily be seen in the cata-
combs, carved the figure of the resurrected Lazarus on
tombs, as a sign of the hope that their beloved relative
would also be brought back to life through Christ (cf.
Jn. 11:38-44). But it was only in the ninth century that
the liturgical commemoration of the dead appeared, a
legacy of the monastic custom, already in vogue in the
seventh century, of devoting an entire day to prayer for
the dead within monasteries. The pious practice, how-
ever, was already present in the Byzantine rite, which
celebrated the dead on the Saturday before the begin-
ning of Lent or during a period between the end of
January and February. Later, in 809, the Bishop of Trier,
Amalarius Fortunatus of Metz, would place the
liturgical memorial of the deceased, who await to
contemplate the face of the Father, on the day after that
dedicated to the saints, who already enjoyed divine life.
Finally, in 998, at the request of the Abbot of Cluny,
QOdilo de Mercoeur, the solemnity was set for November
2, including a nine-day preparatory period, known as the
Novena of the Dead, which begins on October 24 As for
the origin of the Solemnity of All Saints, its roots are
ancient: in the 4th century, the commemoration of the
martyrs, common to several Churches, began to be
celebrated. The first traces of this celebration are found
in Antioch, on the Sunday after Pentecost; Saint John
Chrysostom already spoke of it. Between the 8th and 9th
centuries, the feast began to spread throughout Europe,

and specifically in Rome in the 9th. Here, it was Pope
Gregory III (731-741) who chose the date of November
1st to coincide with the consecration of a chapel in St.
Peter's dedicated to the relics "of the Holy Apostles and
of all the holy martyrs and confessors, and of all the just
made perfect who rest in peace throughout the world."
By the time of Charlemagne, this feast was already
widely known and celebrated.

This Sunday is a special occasion to remember our
deceased in a special way, in the Holy Eucharist and to
visit cemeteries. Not only as a remembrance of their
lives, but also as an opportunity to pray for our brothers
and sisters who have preceded us to the Father's house.
In fact, the word "cemetery” comes from the Greek
koimetérion, meaning bedroom. According to Christian
tradition, in the cemetery, bodies sleep until the day of
resurrection or the final judgment.

The Trappist monks chose "Memento mori" (Remem-
ber that you will die) as the motto of their Monastic
Order, and thus we can speak about death in two ways:
kerygmatic: "to proclaim that Christ has risen and con-
quered death"; that there is no longer a wall against
which everything falls apart, but a bridge to eternal life.
And the other key is sapiential or existential, reflecting
on the reality of death as it presents itself to human
experience, in order to draw lessons from it for living
well (it captivates more... E.g., we dream about what our
funeral day will be like... we even tend to give others
instructions on how they should proceed with our
funeral services?), but we forget that we are beings born
to die. However, we can die in two ways: physically (the
decomposition of our body) and spiritually (sin). Thus,
when a man or woman is born, many hypotheses are
made: maybe they will be ugly; maybe they will be
poor; imaybe they will live a long time, or perhaps not...
But no one says: maybe they will die or maybe they will
not die. This is the only absolutely certain thing in life
(death). When we know someone is sick with cancer,
we say: "they are doomed, there is no cure." But
shouldn't we say the same about some-one who is born?
“Poor man or woman, he must die, there is no remedy,
he is condemned! Death is the fatal disease contracted
at birth. And if this is so, brothers and sisters, why don't
we die to ourselves in our pride, arrogance, vanity, false
humility, hypocrisy, and lack of charity, in order to
dedicate ourselves completely to the Lord in our lives?
Finally, for our personal reflection:

Saint Francis surprises us by calling death a sister. This
is how he describes it in the Canticle of Creatures:
Praise be to you, my Lord, through our sister, bodily



death, from which no living person can escape. Woe fo
those who will die in mortal sins! Blessed are those
whom you will find in your most holy will, for the
second death will do them no harm" (this year marks
the 800th anniversary of the composition of this
beautiful canticle).

Do I think of Sister Death, or did it prepare me for a
good death?

Do I think of holiness as a vocational choice, based on
the vocation to which I have responded to the Lord?
Do [ pray for the faithful departed or offer an intention
at Mass for the faithful departed? Let us remember that
a flower fades before the tomb, but a prayer never fades
before the throne of God.

May this celebration of All Saints' Day help us reflect
on the path to holiness in our personal, family, and
community lives. And may we prepare for a good death,
as our holy brother Peter of Bentacurt invited us to do at
night on the streets of Antigua Guatemala: ""Remember,
brothers, that we have one soul, and if we lose it, we
never get it back."

May eternal rest be granted to them, Lord.

May perpetual light shine upon them.

Rest in peace. Amen

Conmemoracion de Todos los Fieles Difuntos
2 de Noviembre, 2025

iPaz y Bien!, estimados hermanos y hermanas, en
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo.

Este afio la liturgia no invita a celebrar este domingo la
Conmemoracién de los fieles difuntos, que nos
recuerda nuestra vocacion cristiana: en el agua del
bautismo fuimos simbdlicamente sepultados para
resucitar a una vida nueva donde han entrado ya
definitivamente nuestros hermanos difuntos y por
consiguiente debemos caminar en esa vida nueva. Asi
mismo el 01 de noviembre, celebramos la Solemnidad
de todos los Santos, que nos recuerda que la santidad
¢s parte esencial de la vida del cristiano, asi nos exhorta
el Concilio Vaticano I, en el documento de Lumen
Gentium: “gue todos los fieles, de cualquier estado o
condicion, estin Hamados a la plenitud de la vida
cristiana y a la perfeccion de la caridad y esta santidad
suscita un nivel de vida mds humano incluso en la
sociedad terrena” (LG 40).

El origen de la Conmemoracién de los fieles difuntos,
se remonta a los albores de la historia de la humanidad.
En la plenitud de los tiempos (cf. Ga. 4, 4), con el evento
de la Resurreccion de Jesus {(cf. Mt. 28, 8-15), la
memoria y la piedad hacia ellos se enriquecié
radicalmente. Ya los primeros cristianos, como se puede
ver facilmente en las catacumbas, esculpian en las
tumbas la figura de Lazaro resucitado, como signo de la
esperanza de que su pariente amado también volveria a
la vida gracias a Cristo {(cf. Jn. 11, 38-44). Pero sélo en
el siglo [X aparece la conmemoracién litdrgica de los
difuntos, herencia de la costumbre monastica ya en boga
en el siglo VII de consagrar, dentro de los monasterios,
un dia entero a la oracién por los difuntos. La piadosa
practica, sin embargo, ya estaba presente en el rito
bizantino que celebraba a los difuntos el sabado anterior
al inicio de la cuaresma o en un periodo entre finales de
enero y el mes de febrero. Més tarde, en el afio 809, el
obispo de Tréveris, Amalario Fortunato de Metz,
colocarfa la memoria litdrgica de los difuntos que
esperan contemplar el rostro del Padre al dia siguiente
de la dedicada a los santos, que ya gozan de la vida
divina. Finalmente, en el afio 998, a disposicion del
Abad de Cluny, Odilén de Mercoeur, se fij6 la
solemnidad para el 2 de noviembre incluyendo un
periodo de preparacion de nueve dias, conocido como la
Novena de los Difuntos, que comienza el 24 de octubre.
En cuanto al origen de la Solemnidad de todos los
Santos, sus raices son antiguas: en el siglo [V se empez6
a celebrar la conmemoracion de los martires, comun a
varias Iglesias. Los primeros rastros de esta celebracion

los encontramos en Antioquia, en el domingo después
de Pentecostés; san Juan Crisdéstomo ya hablaba de ello.
Entre los siglos VII1 y IX, la fiesta comenz6 a difundirse
en Europa, y en Roma especificamente en el IX: aqui
fue el Papa Gregorio 11T (731-741) quien eligid la fecha
del 1 de noviembre para coincidir con la consagracion
de una capilla en San Pedro dedicada a las reliquias “de
los Santos Apodstoles y de todos los santos martires y
confesores, y de todos los justos hechos perfectos que
descansan en paz en todo ¢l mundo”. En la época de
Carlomagno esta fiesta ya era ampliamente conocida y
celebrada.

Este domingo es una ocasion especial para recordar a
nuestros difuntos de manera especial, en la Santa
Eucaristia y visitar los cementerios. No solo como un
recuerdo de sus vidas, sino una oportunidad de orar por
nuestros hermanos y hermanas que nos han precedido a
la casa del Padre. De hecho, que la palabra cementerio
viene del griego keoimetérion, que significa dormitorio.
Segin la tradicién cristiana, en el cementerio, los
cuerpos duermen hasta el dia de la resurreccion o del
Juicio final.

Los monjes. Trapenses eligieron como lema de su Orden
Monacal “Memento mori” (recuerda que moriras) y asi
podremos hablar de la muerte en dos claves:
kerigmatica: “proclamar que Cristo ha resucitado y ha
vencido la muerte™; que ya no hay muro contra el cual
todo se hace pedazos, sino un puente hacia la vida
eterna. Y la otra clave es sapiencial o existencial,
reflexionar sobre la realidad de la muerte tal como se
presenta ante la experiencia humana, con el fin de sacar
lecciones de ella para vivir bien (esta cautiva mas ... Ej.
Sofiamos como serd el dia de nuestro funeral ... incluso
solemos dar indicaciones a los demés de ;como deben
proceder en nuestras honras finebres?), pero se nos
olvida que somos seres que nacimos para morir, Sin
embargo, se puede morir en dos formas: fisicamente
{descomposicion de nuestro cuerpo)} y espiritualmente
(el pecado). De este modo cuando un hombre o una
mujer, nace se hacen muchas hipotesis: tal vez sea feo;
tal vez sea pobre; tal vez vivird mucho tiempo o quizas
tal vez no... Pero nadie dice: tal vez muera o tal vez no
muera, Esta es la Gnica cosa absolutamente segura en la
vida (la muerte). Cuando sabemos que uno esta enfermo
de cancer, decimos: “esta condenado, no hay remedio”
(Pero no deberiamos decir lo mismo de uno que nace?
“iPobre hombre o mujer, debe morir, no hay remedio,
estd condenado! La muerte es la enfermedad mortal que
se contrae al nacer. Y si esto es asi hermanos y



hermanas, por qué no morimos a nosotros mismos en
nuestro: orgullo, soberbia, vanidad, falsa humildad, hi-
pocresia, falta de caridad, para dedicarnos por completo
al Sefior en nuestra vida.

Por tltimo, para nuestra reflexién personal:

San Francisco, nos sorprenden al llamar a la muerte:
hermana, asi la describe en el Cantico de las criaturas:
“Loado seas, mi Sefior, por la hermana nuestra
Muerte corporal, de la cual ningiin hombre viviente
puede escapar. Ay de aquellos que morirdn en
pecados mortales!: bienaventurados aquellos que
encontrard en tu santisima voluntad, porque la muerte
segunda no les hard mal” (este afio se cumple 800 afios
de la composicion de este hermoso céantico). ;/Pienso en
la hermana muerte 0 mas aiin me prepar6 a bien morir?
(Pienso en la santidad como una opcion vocacional?,
desde la vocacion a la que he respondido al Sefior.
(Rezo por los fieles difuntos u ofrezco una intencion en
la Santa Misa por los fieles difuntos? Recordemos que
una flor se marchita ante la tumba, pero una oracion
nunca se marchita ante el trono de Dios.

Que esta celebracion de todos los Santos, nos ayude a
reflexionar sobre el camino de la santidad, en nuestra
vida personal, familiar y comunitaria. Y a prepararnos a
bien morir, como invitaba el Santo hermano Pedro de
Bentacurt, por las noches en las calles de la ciudad de
Antigua Guatemala: “Acordaos, hermanos, que un
alma tenemos y si la perdemos, no la recobramos”.
Dale Seiior el descanso eterno.

Brille para ellos la luz perpetua.

Descanse en paz. Amén

When people die, their souls go either
to Heaven or Hell- if they loved God
they will go to Heaven, and if they chose
not to love God then they will go to
Hell. But some people love God and still

do sins. Their souls are dirty with the

. stain of sin, but they did not choose to
reject God altogether. Those souls need to be cleaned

before they can go into Heaven.

Purgatory is the place where the souls _
go who are not clean enough to go straight "2
to Heaven. They have to wait until they
have suffered enough to make up for their sins.

Probably most people we know who have died are in
Purgatory. We should pray for them whenever we think
of them- if we see a picture of them, or hear
someone talking about them, or if we

hear of someone who just died.

God will hear our prayers and accept

the sacrifices we make for the holy
souls so that they can go to Heaven

sooner.
