Therefore, it is a great time for each of us to “begin again” as we spiritually prepare to celebrate the Birth of Jesus on Christmas Day, as well as prepare each day to welcome Jesus Christ into our lives. Here are “Ten Ways to Get More out of Advent” by Lorene Hanley Duquin (10/7/2013): “(1) Reflect on Advent as a time of waiting. The idea of waiting is not popular in our culture of instant gratification, but it creates in us a new kind of self-discipline that helps us to appreciate the present moment and look to the future with peaceful anticipation. (2) Turn your breathing into a prayer. Take a few deep breaths throughout the day and imagine that God's love is flowing through you to every part of your body. As you exhale, let go of tension, worry and anything else that is not of God. (3) Long for the Lord. Make it a habit of silently praying, "Come, Lord Jesus.” (4) Unite with Mary. Set aside time once a day to join Our Lady in praying the Canticle of Mary (see Lk 1:46-55). (5) Do something nice for someone every day. It might be an encouraging word, a phone call, a note of appreciation or a little act of kindness. (6) Get rid of grudges. Use Advent as an opportunity to let go of any anger or resentment that you might be holding onto. (7) Pray for patience. If you find yourself becoming anxious or upset, ask the Lord for the gift of patience. Then make a conscious effort to be a more patient person. (8) Offer up something painful or difficult in your life. The best way to transform trials and tensions is to turn them into a prayer. (9) Receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Take advantage of the opportunity to cleanse your soul in preparation for the coming of Jesus. (10) Think about the special gifts and talents God has given you. How are you using these gifts?” My brothers and sisters, may this season of Advent be fruitful for each one of us. God Bless!

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First Sunday of Advent

Peace and Blessings, dear brothers and sisters in our Lord Jesus Christ.
Last Sunday we celebrated the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe (34th Sunday), and with it we concluded the liturgical year, Cycle C, praying like the good thief: “Lord, when you come into your Kingdom, remember me” (Lk 23:43).
Today we begin a new liturgical year, Cycle A, and with it the Season of Advent opens before us—one of the most beautiful and meaningful times of our Christian journey. These four weeks invite us to prepare our hearts to welcome the Lord who comes—not only in the joyful remembrance of His birth in Bethlehem, but also in His daily coming into our lives and His glorious return at the end of time.
Advent is therefore a time of active hope, of watchfulness and conversion. The Word of God this Sunday—with the prophetic voice of Isaiah, the exhortation of Saint Paul, and Jesus’ call to “stay awake” (Mt 24:42)—places us before the urgency of waking up, of opening our eyes to what truly matters. This is the spirit of Advent: to remain attentive to the Lord’s coming with faith, joy, and renewed hope.
The first reading (Isaiah) offers a vision of many peoples walking toward Jerusalem in search of lasting peace. How necessary it is that this Word take flesh in a world marked by global conflict (Israel–Gaza, Russia–Ukraine). The prophet speaks—indeed, dreams—of a Jerusalem that must be wise: one that dares to transform swords into plowshares and spears into pruning hooks. This choice for peace and not for war is, for the prophet, a divine choice—there is no doubt!
Brothers and sisters, Advent invites us, Sunday after Sunday as we light the candles of our Advent wreath, to walk in the light of the Lord (Is 2:5) and to long for peace.
In the second reading, Saint Paul (Romans) proclaims with strength: “It is now the hour for you to wake from sleep… The night is far gone; the day is at hand” (Rom 13:11–12).
The “day” Paul speaks of is not simply a poetic image but the Day of the Lord, the decisive moment when Christ will be fully revealed. But that day begins here and now—every time we welcome His presence in our hearts, in the Eucharist, in immigrants seeking a better 



life for their families, and in the Word that transforms us. Advent therefore looks not only to the future but also to the present: Christ comes now, in the midst of history, in what is small and ordinary (a newborn Child). To “put on the Lord Jesus Christ” is to live the Gospel—an expression rich in theology—inviting us to change the direction of our lives and the way we understand God.
Let us remember that Saint Augustine’s life changed radically when he read this passage from Romans: “Put on the Lord Jesus Christ” (Rom 13:14a). These words deserve to awaken conversion. Neither rhetoric nor mystical cults could fill his heart. It was Christ Jesus, through an experience of deep interiority, who transformed the meaninglessness of Augustine’s former life.
The key theme of today’s Gospel (Matthew) is watchfulness and discernment.
Watchfulness, because the Christian must remain alert so as not to fall into the routine of daily life. The Gospel warns us: “As it was in the days of Noah, so will it be at the coming of the Son of Man. Before the flood, people were eating, drinking, and marrying… and they did not know until the flood came and swept them all away” (Mt 24:37ff).

And discernment, because we must distinguish between fear of world chaos (wars and natural disasters) and the true coming of the Lord. How? The Gospel gives the key in the invitation: “Stay awake and be prepared, for you do not know on which day your Lord will come” (Mt24:42).

This means being attentive and discerning the signs of the times—as the Second Vatican Council teaches—through the light of the Gospel, not through fear of the events around us.
Advent offers us four weeks to re-orient the heart.
Each candle we light on the wreath is a reminder of the light Christ desires to ignite in us. Each reading, each hymn, each prayer is an invitation to allow His coming to renew us from within.


For Personal Reflection
1. How am I preparing for this time of Advent?
Have I prepared my Advent wreath? Have I set aside a day of retreat to enter this season of hope?
2. How do I want to live Advent this year?
Take a few minutes to ask yourself what you did last year. Did you focus only on Christmas shopping, trips, or food?
And how do you desire to live this holy season of Advent this year?
I encourage you to be “a voice crying out in the desert” in our time, like our patron Saint John the Baptist, who exhorts us: “Prepare the way of the Lord” (Mk 1:3).

Primer Domingo de Adviento
30 de Noviembre, 2025


¡Paz y Bien!, estimados hermanos y hermanas, en nuestro Señor Jesucristo.

El domingo pasado celebramos la solemnidad de Jesucristo Rey del Universo (Domingo XXXIV), y así concluimos con el año litúrgico, ciclo C, pidiendo a Jesús como el buen ladrón: “Señor, cuando llegues a tu Reino, acuérdate de mí” (Lc. 23, 43). Comenzamos hoy un nuevo año litúrgico, ciclo A, y con él se abre el tiempo de Adviento, una de las etapas más hermosas y significativas del camino cristiano. Cuatro semanas en las que la Iglesia nos invita a preparar el corazón para recibir al Señor que viene, no sólo en la memoria gozosa de su nacimiento en Belén, sino también en su venida diaria a nuestras vidas y en su retorno glorioso al final de los tiempos.

El Adviento es, por tanto, un tiempo de esperanza activa, de vigilancia y conversión. La Palabra de Dios de este domingo, con la voz profética de Isaías, la exhortación de San Pablo y el llamado de Jesús a “velar” (Mt. 24, 42), nos sitúa ante la urgencia de despertar, de abrir los ojos a lo esencial. Este es el espíritu del Adviento: vivir atentos a la venida del Señor, con fe, con alegría y con esperanza renovada.

La primera lectura (Isaías), nos ofrece una visión de numerosos pueblos que caminan hacia Jerusalén, en busca de la paz duradera. ¡Cuánto es necesario que está palabra cobre vida!, en un mundo de tantos conflictos globales (Israel - Gaza, Rusia - Ucrania). Por eso el profeta nos habla (sueña más bien) de una Jerusalén que debe ser sabia: la que se atreva a hacer de las espadas arados y de las lanzas podaderas. Esta opción por la paz y no por la guerra es, para el profeta, una opción divina ¡no hay duda! Hermanos el Adviento, nos invita domingo con domingo, al encender las velas de nuestra corona de Adviento, a caminar bajo la luz del Señor (Is. 2, 5) y por ende anhelar la paz.

En la segunda lectura de San Pablo (Romanos), resuena con fuerza: “Ya es hora de despertarnos del sueño… La noche está avanzada, el día se acerca” (Rom. 13, 11-12). El “día” del que habla Pablo no es una metáfora poética, sino el día del Señor, el momento definitivo en que Cristo se manifestará en plenitud. 



Pero ese día comienza ya aquí, cada vez que acogemos su presencia en el corazón, en la Eucaristía, en los inmigrantes que buscan una mejor calidad de vida para sus familias y en la Palabra que nos transforma. Por eso el Adviento no mira sólo hacia el futuro, sino también al presente: Cristo viene ahora, en medio de la historia, en lo pequeño y cotidiano (un niño recién nacido). Y revestirse del Señor Jesús es vivir en el proyecto del evangelio (revestirse de Cristo es toda una expresión teológica), que nos invita a cambiar de rumbo en la existencia y los planteamientos que tenemos de Dios. 

Recordemos que San Agustín le cambió su vida radicalmente al leer esta carta de San Pablo a los Romanos: “revistasen del Señor Jesús” (Rom. 13, 14a). Son palabras que bien merecen una conversión. Ni la retórica ni los cultos mistéricos pudieron llenar su corazón. Fue Cristo Jesús, en esa experiencia de "interioridad", quien cambió una vida sin sentido de San Agustín.

La clave de lectura del evangelio de San Mateo, es vigilancia y discernimiento. Vigilancia por que el cristiano debe vigilar constantemente su vida, para no caer en la rutina de las cosas, así lo advierte el evangelio al decir: “Así como sucedió en tiempos de Noé, así también sucederá cuando venga el Hijo del hombre. Antes del diluvio, la gente comía, bebía y se casaba, hasta el día en que Noé entró en el arca. Y cuando menos lo esperaban, sobrevino el diluvio y se llevó a todos (Mt. 24, 37ss). Y discernimiento, por que el hombre debe separar el temor del caos mundial (guerras y catástrofes naturales), de la segunda venida del Señor ¿y cómo?, se hace esto, la clave la ofrece el evangelio con la invitación de “Velen, pues, y estén preparados, porque no saben qué día va a venir su Señor” (Mt. 24, 42). Es decir, estar atentos y discernir los signos de los tiempos, como lo dice el Concilio Vaticano II, bajo la luz del evangelio y no del temor de los acontecimientos que nos rodean.

El Adviento nos ofrece cuatro semanas para re-orientar el corazón. Cada vela que encendamos en la corona será un recordatorio de la luz que Cristo quiere encender en nosotros. Cada lectura, cada canto, cada oración, será una invitación a dejar que su venida nos renueve por dentro.

¿Cómo deseo vivir el Adviento?, toma unos minutos para preguntarte que hiciste el año pasado ¿pensaste solo en compras navideñas, viajes o comida?, y cómo deseas vivir este año el santo Adviento.

Les ánimo a ser la voz en el desierto de nuestra época, como nuestro patrón San Juan Bautista, que nos exhortó: “preparar el camino para el Señor”  (Mc. 1, 3).
