Dear Parishioners,

This weekend is the S5th Sunday of Lent. We
are only two weeks away from celebrating the
Resurrection of Jesus Christ on Easter Sunday.
During this time, we are called to focus
specifically on our relationship with Him. This is
why our Church has the beautiful tradition of
covering the statues and images of the Saints
during this time, as you may have noticed. It
helps us focus on Jesus Christ. It helps us focus
on the Paschal Mystery, which is the Passion,
Death, and Resurrection of Jesus Christ. During
this time, we are also remembering two great
Saints who can help us focus more on our
relationship with Jesus Christ - St. Patrick
(March 17th) and St. Joseph (March 19th). Both
of these holy men kept their focus on Jesus
throughout their lives. St. Patrick was born in
Roman Britain, and taken as a slave to Ireland
when he was only 16 years old. After escaping
six years later, he was ordained to the priesthood
and then consecrated a bishop. He returned as a
missionary to Ireland for 40 years, rescuing
many souls from the pagan practices of
druidism. St. Patrick not only kept his focus on
Jesus while he was enslaved by his captors in
Ireland, but then pursued an even stronger and
more intimate relationship with Jesus Christ, as
His priest, bishop, and missionary, bringing
others to a personal relationship with Him as
well. St. Joseph was married to our Blessed
Mother and was the stepfather of Jesus (chosen
by God Himself for this vocation!). He took care
of both of them as a husband and father. As a
carpenter, St. Joseph also taught Jesus about the
value of work. Throughout his life here on earth,
he was focused on his relationship with his son.
May both St. Patrick and St. Joseph intercede for
us as we remain focused on our relationship with
Jesus Christ. God bless!

EASTER IS ONLY FOR
THE DEAD

“The man who loves his life loses it, while
the man who hates his life in this world
preserves it to life eternal.” —John 12:25
There are two more weeks until Easter. We
are on the threshold of one of the most
significant moments of our lives. Do we
expect to meet the risen Christ this Easter?
The risen, glorified Jesus is about to come to
us in a special way. However, to experience
the resurrection, we must be willing to die.
Only the dead can come to life.

“I solemnly assure you, unless the grain of
wheat falls to the earth and dies, it remains
just a grain of wheat. But if it dies, 1t
produces much fruit” (Jn 12:24). We must
accept the deaths of repentance, sacrifice,
obedience, suffering, and persecution, or we

do not have the prerequisites for resurrection.

“Continually we carry about in our bodies
the dying of Jesus, so that in our bodies the
life of Jesus may also be revealed. While we
live we are constantly being delivered to
death for Jesus’ sake, so that the life of Jesus

may be revealed in our mortal flesh” (2 Cor
4:10-11).

The old song says: “Everybody wants to go
to heaven, but nobody wants to die.” We
might paraphrase it: “Everybody wants the
resurrection without the crucifixion, the
glory without the cross, Easter without
Lent.”

Prayer: Jesus, may the next two weeks be a
real-life “way of the cross.”

Promise: “I will place My law within them,
and write it upon their hearts; I will be their
God, and they shall be My people.” —Jer
31:33

Praise: Praise and honor to You, forgiving
and merciful Lord Jesus Christ.
