Thirtieth Sunday of Ordinary Time
October26, 2025

Peace and Good! Dear brothers and sisters, in our
Lord Jesus Christ.

This Sunday, the Evangelist Saint Luke invites us
to continue to deepen our life of prayer (true
Christian prayer). Last week, the Word of God
challenged us about perseverance and constancy in
prayer (the parable of the unjust judge and the
poor widow who cried out for justice). Today,
Luke presents two people who go up to the Temple
to pray: a publican (a Jew who was recognized as a
sinner by others for his actions: a tax collector or a
prostitute), and a Pharisee (a follower of God's law).
Every good Jew was required to observe the solemn
feasts of the Lord, going to the Temple to pray and
present their sacrifices and offerings. So it is not
surprising that Saint Luke himself relates this
passage about two men who go to the Temple, but
points out that they are a publican (a public sinner)
and a Pharisee (a follower of the law). The
difference between these two characters is the way
they present themselves to God in prayer: the
publican does so by acknowledging his fragility (a
sinner in need of God), and the Pharisee (the saint)
by presenting himself as a model of piety to the
Lord. Doesn't this happen in our day, when we
judge our brothers and sisters who don't attend
church often?

The question that arises is why does Luke place so
much emphasis on prayer, on the poor, and on
foreigners? The answer is simple: the evangelist is
a Gentile (a convert to Christianity). Therefore, he
was aware of the Jews' contempt for those who did
not follow the law (for example, circumcision or
other Jewish traditions), and he was a traveling
companion of Saint Paul (a tireless missionary),
who understood that salvation is offered to all
freely, through faith and not through observance of
the law. Luke’s Gospel both invites and challenges
today’s readers, for example: it invites them to
respond to Jesus’ call to discipleship: “Follow me”
(Luke 5:27; 9:23, 59; 18:22), while also
challenging them to take seriously his words about
detachment from material possessions and merciful
care for the poor and needy (Luke 10:37; 12:15-
21; 14:13; 16:19-31). It invites them to develop a
life of prayer (Luke 11:1-13) inspired by Jesus’
prayer (Luke 3:21; 5:16; 6:12; 22:40-46), while

also challenging them to persevere “without
growing weary” (Luke 18:1) when the answer to
prayer seems slow in coming. He invites them to be
witnesses (Luke 24:48) of the risen Jesus through
their words and deeds, while challenging them to
maintain their testimony in the face of persecution
(Luke 21:12-13). Despite the challenges, Luke
invites readers to experience the joy of the gospel
(Luke 2:10; 15:32; 24:52). In short, Luke warns us
especially about the love of money and neglect of
the poor, about how to pray, and how to live out our
Christian liberation from sin and the new life of
grace.

The publican's prayer expresses the experience of
hope: "God, have mercy on me, a sinner" (Luke
18:23). The Pharisee, on the other hand, goes to the
temple and stands upright, prominently in view, at
the front, as if the temple belonged to him. He prays
in such a way that, rather than a dialogue with God,
he engages in soliloquy: he is convinced not only
that he complies with the norms of the law, but that
he even does more than is strictly necessary.
Consequently, he has nothing to ask of the Lord.
The Gospel tells us: "This man went down to his
house justified (the publican), but the other one
did not (the Pharisee).” The Pharisee, as is his
custom, prays openly. He reviews his works; he
thanks God that he is not like the others; he is proud
of not being like that poor publican (he despises
him!). Could he have prayed a better prayer? His
conduct seems impeccable. But he lacked the main
thing: he didn't experience God's gratuitousness.
Deep down, he didn't know who this God is whom
he prayed to and worshipped. He hadn't discovered
the true face of God (that is, his mercy). The tax
collector remained distant, hidden, ashamed to go
further. He simply quoted the first words of Psalm
51 (the miserere, that is, mercy): "Have mercy on
me, O God, in your goodness, in your abundant
compassion, blot out my iniquity.” He continued
reciting the Psalm and found in it this expression:
"A broken and contrite heart, you will not despise,
O Lord."

The tax collector could only offer God a broken life,
sincere recognition, and a broken and contrite heart
(similar to the prodigal son!). God had ample room
for action. And he did so: he accepted him,



ced him, forgiven him, and restored his friendship.
God was pleased with the tax collector's attitude. In
a short time, he has reached deeper into the heart of
God, and has understood much better who the God
of Jesus truly is: A Father full of mercy and always
ready to forgive.

Justification is a free gift from God received by
those who open themselves to his grace and mercy.
Walking in humility is walking in truth. And in
truth, the Eternal Truth is made present. These are
two exemplary models that existed in Jesus' time.
And they continue to serve as a warning for
believers in our time: those who seek God's mercy,
or those who believe they don't need it, because
they justify themselves (a model of perfection) by
not needing God's compassion.

Finally, for reflection throughout this week:
Today is a good day to take a moment and ask
ourselves: What is our prayer like? What is our
relationship with God? Which of the two
protagonists of today's Gospel are we most like: the
publican or the Pharisee?

XXX Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
26 de Octubre 2025

iPaz y Bien! Estimados hermanos y hermanas, en
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo.

Este domingo el evangelista San Lucas, nos invita
a seguir profundizando sobre nuestra vida de ora-
cion (la verdadera oracidn cristiana). La semana
pasada la Palabra de Dios, nos interpelaba acerca de
la perseverancia y constancia en la oracion
(parabola del juez injusto y la pobre viuda, que
clamaba justicia), hoy Lucas, nos presenta dos
personajes que suben a orar al templo: un publica-
no (es decir, un judio que era reconocido como
pecador ante los demaés por sus acciones: un cobra-
dor de impuestos o una prostituta), y un farisco
(cumplidor de la ley de Dios). Todo buen judio
debia guardar las fiestas solemnes del Sefior, yendo
al templo a orar, presentar sus sacrificios y
ofrendas, asi que no es extrafio que el mismo San
Lucas, relate este pasaje de dos hombres que van al
templo, pero sefiala que se trata de un publicano
(pecador piblico) y un fariseo (cumplidor de la ley).
La diferencia entre estos dos personajes es el modo
de presentarse a Dios para orar: ¢l publicano lo hace
reconociendo su fragilidad (pecador y necesitado de
Dios), v el fariseo (el santo), presentandose como
modelo de piedad al Sefior. ;Acaso esto no sucede
en nuestros dias, cuando juzgamos al hermano, que
no frecuenta tanto la iglesia?

La pregunta que nos surge ¢s ;por qué Lucas, pone
tanto énfasis en la oracidon, en los pobres y los
extranjeros? La respuesta es simple, el evangelista
es un gentil (convertido al cristianismo). Por tanto,
conocia del desprecio de los judios, a quienes no
seguian la ley (por ejemplo, la circuncision u otras
tradiciones judias), y compaiiero de viaje de San
Pablo (incansable misionero), que entendidé que la
salvacion es ofrecida a todos gratuitamente, a través
de la FE y no por la OBSERVANCIA DE LA LEY.
El Evangelio de Lucas invita y desafia a los lectores
de hoy, por ejemplo: los invita a responder al
llamado de Jesus al discipulado: «Sigueme» (Le.
5:27; 9:23, 59; 18:22), a la vez que los desafia a
tomar en serio sus palabras sobre el desapego de las
posesiones materiales y ¢l cuidado misericordioso
de los pobres y necesita-dos (Le.10:37; 12:15-21;
14:13; 16:19-31). Los invita a desarrollar una vida

de oracion (Le. 11:1-13) inspirada en la oracion de
Jesus (Le. 3:21; 5:16; 6:12; 22:40-46), ala vez que
los desafia a perseverar «sin cansarse» (Lc. 18:1)
cuando la respuesta a la oracién parece tardar en
llegar. Los invita a ser testigos (Lc. 24:48) de Jes(s
resucitado con sus palabras y obras, a la vez que los
desafia a mantener su testimonio frente a la perse-
cucidén (Le. 21:12-13). A pesar de los desafios,
Lucas invita a los lectores a experimentar la alegria
del evangelio (Le. 2:10; 15:32; 24:52). En
resumen, L.ucas nos advierte especialmente sobre el
amor al dinero y el descuido de los pobres, sobre
cOmo orar y coOmo vivir nuestra liberacion cristiana
del pecado y la nueva vida de la gracia.

La plegaria del publicano expresa la vivencia de la
esperanza: «Oh Dios, compadécete de mi, peca-
dor» (Le 18,23). En cambio el fariseo, va al templo
y s¢ pone adelante, bien a la vista, erguido en la
parte delantera, como si el templo le perteneciera, y
reza de tal manera que, mas que un didlogo con
Dios hace un soliloquio: €l estd convencido no
solamente de cumplir con las normas de la ley, sino
que, incluso, hace mas de lo estrictamente
necesario. En consecuencia, no tiene nada que pedir
al Sefior.

El evangelio nos dice: “Este bajé a su casa
Justificado (el publicano) y agquél no (el fariseo)”.
El fariseo, seglin su costumbre: hace su oracién
ostensiblemente. Repasa sus obras; agradece a Dios
que no ¢s como los demés; esta orgulloso de no ser
como aquel pobre publicano (jlo desprecial). ; Pudo
hacer una oraciéon mejor? Su conducta parece
intachable. Pero adolecia de lo principal: no
experimenta la gratuidad de Dios. En el fondo no
sabe quién es ese Dios al que ora y adora. No ha
descubierto el verdadero rostro de Dios (es decir su
misericordia). El publicano, se mantiene lejos,
oculto, avergonzado de ir mas adelante. Y se limita
a citar las primeras palabras del Salmo 51 (el
miserere, es decir misericordia): “Misericordia,
Dios mio, por tu bondad, por tu inmensa
compasion borra mi culpa”. Y sigue recitando el
Salmo y en €l encuentra esta expresion: “un
corazon quebrantado y humillade th no lo
desprecias, Seitor”.



El publicano sélo puede ofrecer a Dios una vida
rota, un reconocimiento sincero y un corazon que-
brantado y humillado (jsemejante al hijo prédigo!).
Dios tiene amplio margen de actuacion. Y lo hace:
le acepta, le abraza, le perdona y le devuelve a su
amistad. Dios se ha complacido en la actitud del
publicano. En poco tiempo ha llegado mas hondo al
corazén de Dios, ha entendido mucho mejor quién
es verdaderamente el Dios de Jesus: un Padre lleno
de misericordia y dispuesto siempre al perdon.

La justificacién es un don gratuito de Dios que lo
reciben los que se abren a su gracia y misericordia.
Caminar en la humildad es caminar en la verdad. Y
en la verdad se hace presente la Verdad Eterna. He
ahi dos modelos ejemplares que se daban en tiem-
pos de Jests. Y que siguen siendo una advertencia
para los creyentes de nuestro tiempo: el que busca
la misericordia de Dios o ¢l que cree no necesitarla,
porque se justifica asi mismo {(modelo de per-
feccion), de no tener necesidad de la compasion de
Dios.

Finalmente, para reflexionar a lo largo de esta
semana:

Hoy es un buen dia para buscar un momento y
preguntarnos: ;,codmo es nuestra oracion?, ;cudl es
nuestra relacién con Dios?, ja cual de los dos
protagonistas del evangelio de hoy nos parecemos
mds?: al publicano o al fariseo...

San Juan Bautista / Ruega por nosotros.

La humildad es una cualidad que implica
reconocer nuestras limitaciones y errores, y
tener una actitud de respeto y apertura hacia
los demas.

Es el opuesto de la arrogancia y la presuncion.
La persona humilde es capaz de reconocer sus
fortalezas, pero también sus debilidades, y esta
dispuesta a aprender de los demas.

La humildad nos permite ser mas tolerantes y
compasivos con los demads, y nos ayuda a
construir relaciones mas positivas y
significativas con aquellos que nos rodean.
