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Dear Parishioners,

As we close out the month of September and begin the
month of October, the Church celebrates some very
important Saints. September 29th is the Feast Day of
the Archangels Michael, Gabriel and Raphael. St.
Michael is a powerful intercessor against satan and his
forces of evil. Here at St. John the Baptist, we pray the
"St. Michael" prayer at the end of daily Mass,
continuing a tradition in the Church that Pope Leo XIII
instituted from 1884 to 1964. St. Gabriel delivered the
Good News of Salvation to our Blessed Mother with the
words, "Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with you".
He can intercede for us to be better evangelizers,
communicating clearly and courageously the Good
News to others. St. Raphael is known for healing, and
intercedes powerfully for us and others when we seek
his assistance. On September 30th, we celebrate St.
Jerome (347-420), the great biblical scholar who
translated the Bible into Latin, as well as writing many
commentaries on the Bible. He can intercede for us to
have a greater love for the Sacred Scriptures, to study it
more, as well as model our lives after the wisdom
contained within it. October 1st is the Feast Day of St.
Therese of Liseux (1873-1897). We have two statues
of St. Therese here in our parish (one near the Baptismal
font inside the church and the other statue in the area
between the church and rectory). She can intercede for
us in living a simple life, following her "Little Way" of
loving God and one another. October 2nd is the Feast
Day of the Guardian Angels. Each of us have a
guardian angel that watches over us every day. It is a
good practice to talk to them each day and ask for their
help. October 4th is the feast day of one of my favorite
Saints - St. Francis of Assisi (1181-1226). We also
have his statue in our church. He is known to most for
his great love for animals, and while that is true, much
more importantly, St. Francis had a passionate love for
God who created the animals. The animals even
recognized his holiness. On that same note, we will have
our annual Blessing of the Animals at 1lam, on
Saturday, October 2nd, in the yard next to the church.
On October 5th, the Church celebrates the Feast of
St. Faustina Kowalska. St. Faustina was born in 1905
in Poland and entered the Congregation of the Sisters of
Our Lady of Mercy at 20 years old. During her next 13
years as a religious sister, Jesus would appear to her and
reveal His Divine Mercy. My brothers and sisters, let us
read more about our Hall of Fame members - the Saints,
ask their intercession upon our lives, and follow their
example as disciples of Jesus Christ. God bless!

STOP SIGNS

"Moses, my lord, stop them." —Numbers 11:28
John tried to stop a man from driving out demons
(Mk 9:38). Jesus told John to stop preventing others
from driving out demons even if John had to cut off
his hand, amputate his leg, or gouge out his eye
(see Mk 9:39, 43-47). John tried to stop the man
from expelling demons possibly because he was
jealous of a man more powerful than he was.
Although we are often jealous, this is usually not
the reason we try to stop people from expelling
demons today. We do this through secularism, sin,
and selfishness. Secularism operates as if this world
is all we need to think of. It denies any practical
significance to heaven, eternity, God, or Satan.
Expelling demons does not fit in with the secular
mentality. So secularists scoff at the mention of
driving out demons. If we are refusing to repent
of sin, the devil will use that sin to manipulate us
into opposing those who oppose him. Finally, if we
are self-centered and not Christ-centered, we have
no power over the devil, for any authority over him
is in Jesus' name, not our name. Therefore, selfish
people will avoid dealing with the devil, and
selfishly insist on others doing the same.

Are you trying to stop those opposing the devil?
Stop yourself instead.

May I attack them in the
name of Jesus.
