Dear Parishioners,

I'm writing this bulletin article on one of the great
feast days of the Church, with the Feast of the
Conversion of Saint Paul. Paul, known first as Saul,
was a man who followed the Jewish religion very
strictly. When the disciples of Jesus began preaching
the good news of salvation, Paul reacted with anger.
He didn’t believe that Jesus was the Savior, and
therefore, punished every Christian for preaching the
good news of salvation in Jesus Christ. Saul
persecuted the disciples, had them imprisoned, and in
some instances, even killed (Saint Stephen was stoned
to death for his faith in Jesus Christ, by the order of
Saul). As Saul was continuing his persecution of the
Christians, Jesus Himself appeared to him, asking him
why he was persecuting Him. At this moment, Saul
began to have a conversion of heart. He begin to see
the error of his ways, became a believer in Jesus, and
followed Him as His disciple. His name was changed
to Paul, indicating his conversion of heart. Paul
followed Jesus all the way until his death - his
martyrdom, being beheaded for his faith in Jesus
Christ and the Gospel. The personal love of Jesus
Christ changed the heart of Paul. When I think back
to my own conversion of heart almost 28 years ago, it
was the personal love of Jesus Christ that changed me
as well. In the second semester of my first year at
college at URI, I went on a retreat to learn about Jesus.
On this retreat, an audiotape was played of the
Crucifixion of Jesus, and it was at that moment, that I
began to change. I began to understand that Jesus died
for me and my sins. I realized that Jesus loved me
personally. My brothers and sisters, the love of Jesus
Christ for us is so powerful and strong that it changes
us, if we allow it to. One way that this can happen is
simply through being present at the Holy Sacrifice of
the Mass. At every Mass, Jesus speaks to us through
His Word, and then becomes truly present through the
Sacrament of His Body and Blood. In the Sacrament
of Confession, the Love of Jesus Christ is also present,
as He forgives us of our sins. Through our daily
prayer with the Lord, we can also experience this
transforming power of the love of Jesus Christ. Saint
Paul, pray for us, and help us to always be open to this
Divine Love of our Savior! God Bless!

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BLIND, UNREQUITED LLOVE
“There is no limit to love’s forbearance, to its trust, its
hope, its power to endure.” —1 Corinthians 13:7
It’s common for Scripture to talk about having faith
without seeing. We talk about “blind faith” and the
leap of faith. “Faith is confident assurance concerning
what we hope for, and conviction about things we do
not see” (Heb 11:1). “We walk by faith, not by sight”
(2 Cor 5:7). The centurion had so much faith in Jesus’
word of command that he didn’t need to see Jesus
give the order to heal his servant (Lk 7:8, 10).
Scripture also talks about having hope without seeing.
“Hope is not hope if its object is seen; how is it
possible for one to hope for what he sees? And hoping
for what we cannot see means awaiting it with patient
endurance” (Rm 8:24-25). Abraham hoped “against
hope” (Rm 4:18), though he could not see how God
would give him a great inheritance (Heb 11:8ff). We
also have examples in Scripture of love without
seeing or “blind love”: the “patient” (1 Cor 13:4) love
of a parent for a wayward child (Lk 15:13, 20), the
enduring, faithful love of Mary Magdalene for the
dead and buried Jesus (Jn 20:15), and God’s love for
us while we were still sinners (Rm 5:8). Are you
called to pour out your heart in unseeing, unrequited
love? Ask Jesus to pour out His love in your heart
(Rm 5:5). Blind love is greater than blind faith and
blind hope (1 Cor 13:13). There is no limit to the
power of your unrequited love to endure (1 Cor 13:7).
Prayer: Father, You are Love (1 Jn 4:8). May 1
continue to love for no other reason than to imitate
You.
Promise: “Love never fails.” —1 Cor 13:8
Praise: Praise Jesus, Who not only conquered death
and the tomb, but ascended and sent the Spirit to teach
and defend us.
