Dear Parishioners,

This coming Tuesday is “The Feast of the Chair of
St. Peter”. This special feast day of the Catholic
Church celebrates the papacy and St. Peter as the first
bishop of Rome. It is a day in which we should thank
God for the gift of the papacy, especially the
unbroken succession of Popes from St. Peter to Pope
Francis. It is a day we should offer special prayers for
our current Holy Father Pope Francis. Today's feast
also gives us a great role model to look to and follow,
in the person of St. Peter. Jesus chose Peter as one of
his first Apostles. Along with James and John, Peter
was with Jesus on very special occasions like the
Transfiguration and the Agony in the Garden. He was
the only Apostle to whom Christ appeared on the first
day after the Resurrection. Peter often spoke on behalf
of the Apostles. When Jesus asked the Apostles:
"Whom do men say that the Son of Man is?", it was
Peter who replied: "Thou art Christ, the Son of the
Living God.” Tt was at this moment that Jesus gave
Peter the "keys of the kingdom of heaven", making
him our first Pope. What makes this honor bestowed
on Peter so remarkable, is that Peter was also a sinner.
He had his weaknesses and faults like all of us. He
was rash and reproached often by Jesus. He had fallen
asleep in the Garden of Gethsemani when Jesus asked
him to stay awake and pray. After Jesus was arrested,
it was Peter who denied that he ever knew Him, and
not once, but three times. Yet despite his faults, Peter
became a great leader of the Apostles, and he was
chosen as the first Pope to lead our Church. He
delivered the first public sermon after Pentecost and
won a large number of converts. He also performed
- many miracles and defended the freedom of the
Apostles to preach the Gospel. Peter preached in
Jerusalem, Judea, and as far north as Syria. He was
arrested in Jerusalem under Herod Agrippa I, but
miraculously escaped execution. He left Jerusalem
and eventually went to Rome, where he preached
during the last portion of his life. He was crucified
there, head downwards, as he had desired to suffer,
saying that he did not deserve to die as Christ had
died. On this feast of the Chair of St. Peter, let us ask
our first Pope to intercede for us as we follow Jesus,
despite our weaknesses and faults. God bless!

Memorial of St. Polyearp

Isaiah 55:10-11; Matthew 6:7-15

What sustains someone like St. Polycarp? As a young man,
he kissed the chains of St. Ignatius of Antioch as he made the
Jjourney to martyrdom. Many years later, at age 86, Polycarp
himself suffered martyrdom by being burned alive. Many
saints have a natural sense of God’s presence and action in
their lives, much like the cycles of rain Isaiah mentions in our
first reading. Living with God is as natural as breathing,
Although many saints have been recognized as brilliant
theologians and philosophers, the essence of their faith is not
complicated. It is reflected in the Lord’s Prayer. They
experience God as both personal and transcendent. They are
devoted to living in God’s kingdom and doing God’s will.
They trust in God’s goodness, providence, and mercy. They
practice forgiveness. It was the practice for executioners to
nail the condemned to the pyre of execution before setting it
alight. Polycarp told them it wasn’t necessary. “Leave me as
I am.” he said. “The one who gives me strength to endure
the fire will also give me strength to stay quite still on the
pyre.” That steadiness and strength were revealed in a special
way in the moment of his death, but they had been built
through years of allowing God’s word to descend and work
in him like the rain on the earth and by living the Lord’s
Prayer. St. Polycarp, Bishop and Mattyr, pray for us. Jc

“Pray for those
who maltreat you” (Lk 6:28). To love is to reach out
— even to enemies. We cannot reach out and at the
same time be defensive. Our defensiveness, which
is our natural reaction to enemies, must be put aside
if we are to reach out to them in love. Therefore,
Jesus teaches: “When someone slaps you on one
cheek, turn and give him the other” (Lk 6:29).
Moreover, when we judge or condemn others, we
are reacting to them to justify, protect, and defend
ourselves. This defensiveness is incompatible with
love. Therefore, the Lord commands us: “Do not
judge, and you will not be judged. Do not condemn,
and you will not be condemned” (LLk 6:37). Rather,
to love our enemies in thought, deed, word, and
prayer, we should begin by forgiving and giving.
Thus, the Lord commands us: “Pardon, and you
shall be pardoned. Give, and it shall be given to
you” (Lk 6:37-38). To love our enemies is one of
the best proofs that we are adopted children of God
(Mt 5:45). Jesus has given us a detailed explanation
of how to love our enemies. Look at the crucified
Christ and love accordingly.
