Dear Parishioners,

800 years ago in Italy, there lived a young man
named Giovanni, named after the patron Saint of
our parish - Saint John the Baptist. Giovanni had a
father named Pietro Bernardone, who was very
successful in his business as a cloth merchant.
Giovanni enjoyed spending his father’s money and
lived his life from one pleasure to the next. He had
a very likable personality and became the leader
amongst his friends. As one biographer described
him: “he attracted to himself a whole retinue of
young people addicted to evil and accustomed fo
vice”. His father wanted him to take over the
family business, but Giovanni had another passion.
He wanted to be a knight who went into battle and
fought for his people. He became a knight, but in
his first battle, Giovanni was captured and spent a
year in a prison. After being released, he became
sick, and that is when he heard the Lord calling
him to change his lifestyle and repent of his sins.
The Lord continued to call Giovanni out of his
former lifestyle, and to live a holy life. He began
to pray, and to visit the sick and poor, especially
those with the very contagious disease of leprosy.
Giovanni wanted to give himself completely over
to the Lord, and so he gave away all of his
possessions. There was a dramatic moment that
happened in the middle of the town square where
Giovanni stripped off his clothes, gave them back
to his father, and went to the Bishop to be of
service to the Church. Giovanni began to live a
radical life of following Jesus Christ, and many
men began to follow his lead. He put on a religious
habit, received permission from the Pope, and
began a religious order dedicated to preaching and
evangelization - thus the birth of the Franciscan
religious order. Giovanni became the great Saint
Francis of Assisi, whose Feast Day is celebrated
this Tuesday, October 4th. May St. Francis
intercede for us as we continue our pilgrimage to
Heaven, daily repenting of our sins, and living in a
close, personal relationship with our Lord. God
Bless! Saint Francis, pray for us!
